third Monday of November following, shall not vote a tax 
sufficient to maintain a union free high school for the term of 
nine months during the current year, the board, on or before 
the next Wednesday following said third Monday in Novem-
ber shall determine the sum necessary to be raised to main-
tain such school, and the clerk shall forthwith certify to the 
town or village clerks the amount so assessed who shall assess 
the same as other district taxes are assessed. 

Section 495-17. The incorporation of a part of the terri-
tory of a union free high school district organized under the 
provisions of this act, as a village or city shall not affect the 
organization of such free union high school district. 

Section 495-18. All taxes provided for in this act shall 
be levied and collected as in the case of single or joint com-
mon school districts of the state. 

Section 495-19. All acts and parts of acts relating to 
town free high schools not conflicting with the preceding sec-
tions shall be in force and effect and shall apply to union free 
high schools established under this act, and the provisions re-
lating to state aid to town free high schools shall be appli-
cable to all union free high schools established under this act. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 494. 
AN ACT to appropriate to II. McArthur a sum of money herein 

named. 
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 

assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There is appropriated to II. McArthur out of 
any moneys in the treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the 
sum of five hundred dollars, to pay the expenses incident to his 
care after an injury received while quartermaster sergeant of 
Battery "A" 1st Regiment Field Artillery, Wisconsin Na-
tional Guard, on July 17, 1908, while attending to his duties 
as such non-commissioned officer, without fault or negligence 
on his part. while mounting the car of the train, he was thrown 
in such manner that his foot was caught under the wheels and 
crushed, causing the loss of his left foot. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
