for its incorporation with the ordinary powers of a munici-
pal corporation and such as are conferred by these statutes.
All villages incorporated under the provisions of section 854
of the revised statutes of Wisconsin for 1878, before the 29th
day of April, 1877, are declared to be duly and legally in-
corporated and the official acts of the officers thereof legalized.

The pcople of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SeCTION 1. Section 36 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 36. 1. Before an election to fill any publie offiee. the
county or city clerk of each county or city shall cause to be
publ'shed in at least two and in not more than four newspapers
published within the county or city the nominations to offier
certified to or filed with him, which publication shall bc a fac-
simile of the official ballot.

2. Naid publication shall be preceded with a motice of the
time and place of holding the election, together with informa-
tion to the voter for marking his ballot, which rotice and ir-
formation shall be substantially in the form provided in scelion
37 of the statules, to be varied and modified according lo the
wetlire of the dection.

® % % 30 One of sueh publeaticns shall be made in a new.
paper which advocates the prineiples of the political party tha
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at the last preceding general election in such county or city *
* * cast the largest number of votes, and at least one of the
other publications shall be made in a newspaper wh'ch advo-
cates the principles of the political party that then cast the next
largest number of votes.
