AN ACT to amend section 1079 of the statutes, relating fo the
assessment of taxes.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTioN 1. Section 1079 of the statutes, is amended to read:
Section 1079. Upon the receipt of the certificate of the appor-
tionment from the county clerk said town clerk shall, upon a
uniform percentage, calculate and carry out in one item oppo-
site to each valuation in said tax roll the amount required to be
raised upon such valuation to realize in his town the whole
amount of state, county, school and other taxes so certified, to-
. gether with such town and other lozal taxes, except taxes to pay
Judgments, as are to be levied uniformly upon all the taxable
property in the town; and all cther taxes, if any, ineluding
taxes to pay judgments, in separate columns opposite the valua-
tion of the property to be charged. In an additional column
he shall enter opposite each valuation five per centum upon the
sum of all the taxes charged thereto as a collection fee. Under
the head of ‘‘taxes unpaid for previous year’’ he shall enter op-
posite each tract of land so returned to him as aforesaid by the
county clerk the year for which such tax remains unpaid. He
shall enter upon sa‘d roll a statement showing the several
amounts of taxes levied upcn said town or any part thereof and
for what purpose; provided, in ecasc¢ the hoard of supervisors
of any county shall so order, said town clerk shall caleulate and
carry out in separate items the several amounts of taxes as are
to be levied uniformly upon all the taxable property of the town
in separate columns on such roll. the form of which may be pre-
scribed by such county board. * * *
