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day of June, * * * succecding the approval and publication
of this act, and each and every year thereafter. If such fee be
not paid upon demand therefor when due, the commissioner
of banking shall institute action in the name of the state against
such delinquent banks for the recovery of the amount thereof.
All such fees shall be paid by the commissioner of banking
into the state treasury to the eredit of the general fund.
