AN ACT to amend section 925—1136 of the statutes, relating to
the assessment and eollection of taxes in cities.
The peaple of the State of Wisconsin, represenled in Senale and

Assembly, do cnact as follows:

SEctioN 1. Seetion 925—136 of the statutes is amended to
read: Seetion 925—136.  All property in the city subjeet to
taxation under these statutes, shall be subject to taxation for
all purposes authorized by this chapter: but the common coun-
cil of any city may provide by ordinance for the levy and col-
lection of a poll tax of one dolar and fifty cents each, assessed
upon the electors of such city. with such exemptions as pro-
vided in * * * gsubscclion 1 of * * * gcction 1240 of
the * * * gtatutes ®* * *: and the same proceedings
may be had for the enforcement of such ordinance and of
judgments rendered for the violation thereof, as in actions for
the violation of other c¢ityv ordinances.

CHAPTER 195.

AN ACT relating tc the county court of Outagamie county.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

Sec11oN 1. In case of sickuness, absenee or inability arising
from any cause, of the county judge of Outagamie county, or
when said judge for any cause deems it improper for him to
hear or try any proceeding in said court or before him as
judge of said court, he mav request the municipal judge of
said county to hold court or hear and try any matter or pro-
ceeding as a court or as a judge of said court in the Outagamie
connty court: and the said municipal judge is hereby author-
ized and empowered, upon such request from the eounty
judge, to hold said county court or perform any act as judge
thercof as fully as said couniy judge is authorized or empow-
ered to do. And said municipal judge when so acting under
the request of the county judge shall be designated in such
proceeding as ‘‘acting county judge.’”’
