or corporation shall make payment for all such cheese pur-
phased. according to the weight so ascerteined, and at the 
price or amount therefor agreed noon with the owner or ven-
dor of such cheese at the time of such delivery, except for such 
cheese as shall he found to be of inferior quality by a test 
th-reof made at or before the time of such delivery. 

2. Any person, firm cr corporation violating the provisions 
of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction therecf, shall he punished by a fine of not less than ten 
nor more than two bemired dollars.
