CHAPTER 390.

AN ACT to amend section 1548—2 of the statutes, relating to
the application for liquor licenses and providing for the pub-
lication of the same. '

The pecple of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 1548—2 of the statutes is amended to
read: Section 1548—2. All applications for licenses to scll
intoxicating Hquors in any town, village, or city in this state
shall be made in writing, giving the location of the premises
where such business it to be conducted, and the names of the
bondsmen, if a personal bond, or the name of the bonding com-
pany if a surety bond, and shall be filed with the clerk of the
town, village, or city in which such premises are situated at
least fifteen days prior to the granting of any such license; and
the same shall, prior to the granting of such license, be published
in a daily paper printed in such town, city, or village at least
three time suceessively, and where there is no such daily paper
published, at least once in a weekly paper published in such
town, city, or village. No publication, however, of such applict-
tions shall be made in any newspapcer, unless such newspaper
making such publication shall have been regularly and contin-
wously published daily or weekly, as the case may be, in such
town, village, or city for a period of at least two years before
the date of publication of such applications. I{ there be no
paper published in the town, village, or city in which the pre-
mises are situated, then three copies of the applications shall be
posted by such clerk in three conspicuous places in such town
village, or city, one of which notices shall be posted in such town,
village, or city hall. At the time of filing such application, the
applicant shall pay to the town, village, or city clerk, * * *
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such a s *  * % qg compuled hy the rale per foliv for
legal notices or publications as ereated, cstablished, and applicd
b the countios of this state by the statutes of Wisconsin, would
be required to pay for such publication.

CHAPTER 391.

AN ACT to provide for the appointment of election commis-
sioners and subordinate election officials, and the conduet of
cleetions and registration of qualified voters in cities of more
than one hundred thousand inhabitants, and providing a
Penalty.

The pecple of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. There is ereated a hoard of election commission-
ers for each city having more than one hundred thousand in-
habitants, composed of three members, who shall be appointed
as follows: The mayor of each said city shall appoint three
members for terms of one, two and three years, respectively,
dating from July first, in the year in which they are appointed,
and until their successors are  commissioned and qualified.
Suceessors shall be appointed in like manner and their terms
of office shall be three years in all cases and until their succes.
sors arce commissioned and qualified. The board shall be com-
posed of one member from cach of the three dominant politieal
rarties, as shown by the returns of the last preceding general
election, and  appointments shall be made in aceordance with
this rule. The party affiliation in each case shall be attested
by the respective chairmen of the city committees of the sev-
eral political parties hefore such appointment shall be in foree.
The board shall choose its own chairman. In case of vacaney
for any cause in said board, the same shall be filled by the ap-
pointment of the mayor for the unexpired term. Such com-
missioncrs shall be legal voters, and residents of the state for
at least five years, and of the city for a like period of time.
They shall hold no other public office and shall be ineligible to
any other elective or appointive public office while members
of sueh board, and shall before entering upon the duties of
election commissioners subseribe to an oath binding them to
support the constitution of the United States and of the state
