This act shall not operate to repeal any ex-
isting law, but shall provide a method of compelling a railroad 
corporation to pay its proportionate share of street, alley or 
public highway improvements in case any city or village shall 
elect to follow the provisions hereof.

CHAPTER 445. 
AN ACT to amend section 3, of chapter 24, of the laws of 1895, 

relating to a municipal court, in mid for the city of Oshkosh, 
county of Winnebago. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEcTioN 1. Section 3, of chapter 24, of the laws of 1895, is 
amended to read: Section 3. The municipal judge, in addi-
tion to the powers vested in the municipal court as aforesaid, is 
vested with all the powers and jurisdiction of a justice of the 
peace in said county, in criminal actions and proceedings, and 
jurisdiction of all prosecutions for breach of any ordinance or 
by-law of the city of Oshkosh ; and also with all the powers and 
jurisdiction of justices of the peace in said county in civil ac-
tions and proceedings, and also power to hear and determine 
ally such ease, although the title to land may come in question 
therein; and to exercise such jurisdiction, shall hold the mu-
nicipal court as courts are held by justices of the peace; the 
general provisions o law relative to civil and criminal actions 
before justices of the peace shall apply to said court so far as 
applicable, except that the judge thereof shall instruct the jury 
in all cases as in courts of record; appeals from judgments ren-
dered in said court, in civil actions, may be taken to the county 
court for Winnebago county, in the same manner as appeals 
from judgments of justices of the peace in similar actions; said 
judge shall open court each morning (Sundays and legal holi-
days excepted). and heyr and dispose, of, in a summary way, all 
eases for violations of the ordinances and by-laws of said city 
which shall be brought before him, by police officers or other-
wise, either with or without process; proceedings therein shall 
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be in the forms heretofore used, except as modified by said 
judge, and the city attorney shall be the prosecuting officer 
therein; all the provisions in the charter and ordinances of the 
city of Oshkosh, relating to justices of the peace, or to criminal 
prosecutions, shall be held applicable to said municipal court.

CHAPTER 446. 
AN ACT to amend sections 1636-61, 1636-62, 1636-64, 

1636-65, 1636-66, and 1636-67 of the statutes, relating to 
bakeries and confectionaries. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Sections 1636-61, 1636-62, and 1636-64 of 
the statutes are amended to read: Section 1636-61. 1. All 
buildings occupied for bakeries and confectionery establishments, 
and all buildings oil rooms connected with, or part of such bal.f, - 
ries or confectionery establishments and used for storage of goods 
that are intended to be used in the preparation of the products 
of such establishments or for storage of the products of such es-
tablishments shall be well drained, and all plumbing therein, if 
any, shall he constructed in accordance with well established sani-
tary principles and of good workmanship; and the rooms thereof 
used for the manufacture, storage, or sale of bread and other 
food products, or for the storage of goods that are intended to 
be used in the preparation of such bread and other food prod-
ucts, shall be light, dry, and airy. * * * The room or rooms 
used for the manufacture or storage of bread and other food 
products in bakeries and confectionery establishments shall have 
floors and side walls so constructed as to exclude rats, mice, and 
other vermin * * *. Said floors shall have a smooth surface 
and be impermeable and may be constructed of wood, cement, 
or tile laid in cement. * * *
