SEcTION 1. Subsection 5, of section 2, chapter 316, of the
laws of 1909, is amended to read: (Chapter 316) 5. The com-
mission is authorized to construct all necessary terraces, retain-
ing walls, steps and approaches to the capitol, and to lay out
suitable drives and walks in the capitol park, and for the pur-
pose of suitably furnishing and decorating the capitol, the com-
mission is authorized and directed to provide suitable furni-
ture, furnishings and fixtures, and decoralions, paintings and
sculpture, according to the plans heretofore adopted.

SEcTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 452.

AN ACT to amend section 209 of the statutes, relating to the
sale of public lands.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows: :

SecTioN 1. Section 209 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 209. 1. Sales of all public lands * * * may be
made for cash, * * * to be paid at time of sale, and all stale
lands valuable for agricullure may be sold on terms, the first
payment being not less than fifteen per cent of the purchase price,
with interest on the unpaid balance sn advance to February first
of the following year; provided, that in no case shall the first
payment be less than the value of the timber, if any, on lands
sold. The balance of the purchase price shall be payable at any
time within twenty years after the date of the sale at the option
of the purchaser, with interest at the rate of seven per cent per
annum, and payable annually in advance on February first of
each year.

2. The land commassioner shall insert in every contract or
certificate of sale of public land a clause providing that the
vendee, his heirs, administrators or assigns shall, at the time of
