ment so made, together with a plat, if only a part of a plat shall
have been vacated, showing the part thereot so vacated, shall be
recorded in the office of the register of deeds.

CHAPTER 472.

AN ACT to amend section 1797—30 of the statutes, relating to
reports of accidents by railroad companies.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Scnale and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTION 1. Seetion 1797—30 of the statutes is amended to
read: Section 1797—30. * # *  I{ shall be the duly of cvery
ratlrcad company to rcport to the railroad commission all co-
lisions, derailments, or olher accidenls resulling in injury lo
persons, cquipment, or roadway arising from lhe operation of
such railroad. The railroad commission shall issue such rules
concerning the reporting of accidenls as may be required, and
may alsc, if it dcems that public interests require, cause an in-
vestigalion of any accident. The cost of such investigation shall
be certified by the chairman of the commission, and the samv
shall be audited and paid by the state in the same manpner as
other expenses are audited and paid.

Srcrion 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage and publication.
