AN ACT to amend section 697—7 of the statutes, relating to
guardianship and adoption of dependent children.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTION 1. Section 697—7 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 697—7. 1. The said board of trustces * * # may
recetve into its charge and under its control by commitment, or
otherwise, and become the legal .quardian of any child under sir-
teen years of age residing in the county for which such home for
dependont children has been organized, who shall be grossly ill-
treated by any person having or erercising control over i, or
who shall have been abandoned, or be without a home, or be sur-
rounded by bad or timmoral influences, or be dependcnt, or whose
parent, or person standing in his place, by an instrument n writ-
ing, shall assign and commit such child to the care and custody
of such home for dependent childven; and all courts, judges, jus-
tices of the peace, superintendents of the poor, supervisors, and
other officers authorized by law to commat dependent children to
industrial schools, asylums, to state public schools, or other insti-
tutions for the care of dependent or neglected children, may com-
wmit any such child or children to such home for dependent chil-
dren.

2. Such home for dependent ehildren may procure suilable and
proper homes for and give away by adoption or place in familics
in this stale upon written contracts any and all such children dui-
ing their minority and is hereby constituted the legal guardiun
of all children commitied to or received by it as aforesmid, and
may consent in the courts of this state to the adoption of any
such child by any person or persons in the manner provided by
law ; and such consent given in writing shall have the same foree
and effect as if given by the parent or parents of such child.
Such written consent shall be given in duplicate, and one copy
shall be filed with the secretary of said trustees, and the other
delivered to the county court in which the proceedings for adop-
tion are taken to be there filed. On the consummation of such
proceedings, the custody of said trustees over the child adopted
shall cease, except as hereinafter provided. Tt shall be the duty
