AN ACT to amend section 12 of chapter 218 of the laws of 1809,
as amended, relating to a disirict court for the county of
Milwaukee,

The peopleg of the Siate of Wisconsin, represented in Senats and
and Assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Becticn 12 of chapter 218 of the laws of 1899, as
amended by chapter 429 of the luws of 1905, is amended to read:
Bection 12. The judge of said district court is herehy author-
iged to appoint a phonographie reporter for such court. Thn
person so appointed shall be deemed an officer of the court, and
before entering upon the duties of his office shall take and sub-
geribe the constituticnal cath of office and file the same, duly
certified to, in the office of the county eclerk of Milwaukee
county. Such reporter so appointed shall attend all the sessions
of said distriet court and shall report all preliminary examina-
tions held before said court; but in all cases of prosecutions for
violations of the ordinances of the city of Milwaukee, and in all
prosceutiens for misdemeanors, said reporter shall not be re-
quired to report such trial or prececding, nor shall it be neces-
sary for sald judge of said court to take minutes of the evi
dence given before him; but said district judge may, in hss
discretion, require said reporter to report and transcribe the wvi-
dence given upon any frial or proceeding, other than prelimi-
nary examinations, which may be had before said court, . It shall
be the duty of said reporter, at the request of any party, to
transeribe in longhand the evidence * * ¥ gien in any
proceeding or trial taken by him in said district court, or any
part thereof, which transcript shall Le duly certified by him to be
correct, and for which he shall te entitled to receive from the
party requesting the same, five cents per folio, when written out
in full, and when, at the request of the party it shall Le written
in parrative form, ten cents per folio. Said reporter shall be
furnished all necessary stationery and supplies upon his requisi-
tion to the county clerk. 1t shall be the duty of such reporter to
transeribe, as soon as may be, the charge of the court to the jury.
in such jury cascs as he shall have been directed to report, apd
the evidence taken upon preliminary examinations, whether the
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aceused shall be held for trial or discharged, and file the same
within ten days after reporting such testimony with the clerk
of said court. For attendance wpon said court and reporting,
transeribing, and filing testimony, duly certiticd to as correct,
said reporter shall be entitled to receive as gompensation such o
salary and transcript fees as shall be fixed by the county board.
Fees and salary so ficed shall be payable monthly at the gnd of
cach month out of the treasury of said county. Fees for trans-
cribing testimony shall be paid by the county treasurer upon cer-
lificate of said court, * * *,

SECTION 2. All acts and parts of acts contravening the pro-
visions of this act are hereby expressly repealed.

By and with the advice and
consent of the state superinicndent o1 publie instruction, the dis-
trict board or boarcs of edueation of two or * * ¥ more
school distriets each of which maintuiis a free high school, may
unite in engaging the <ervices ol a suitable teacher or teachers
of manual training {or the puipo«e of giving instruetion in man-
. ual training in the . % % silhouly of the distriets 8o uniting.
Each of the schocl distiicis o uniiing shall pay such share of the
salary of the instructor or instructors of manual truining as shall
be proportionate to the time cevoted to instruction in manual
training in the scloolg of each wid distriets.  Kach school dis-
trict included in sueh 2greewent and giving instruction in man-
ual training in accordance with the provisions of this chapter
shall receive the state aid provided for in this ehapter.
