If any town, or teuns in case of a town
Tine highvay, cither by its or their proper officers, or a majority
vote of its or fheir electors, voting cn such question, shall refuse
to cpen and put in reascnable condition for travel a highway,
after the expiration of one year from the time that the same has
heen laid cut, or refuse to repair any public highway or bridge
in such town, anv fifteen free-holders, whether residents or not
of said town or lcwens, may appeal from such decision to the
tounty beard by notice in writing served on the chairman or
chairmen of such town or fowns. The county hoard shall, at,
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spme regular meeting, either by a majority of its members or by
a committee of not less than three, examine such highway or
bridge, and if after such examination they shall determine that
it ought to be opened and put in reasonable condition for travel
or ought to he repaired, the chairman or chairmen of such board
or boards shall cause the same to be opened and put in reason-
able condition for travel or cause it to be repaired, and keep an
accurate account of the expense thereof, and such expense when
