SectioN 1. Sections 30 and 94n of the statutes are amended

1. Independent or non-partisan nominations may be made for
any office to be voted for at any gencral, judicial, special, or city
clection.

2. Such nominations shall be made by nomination papers,
containing the name of the candidale, the office for which he 1s
nominated, his business or vocation, residence, post-office address,
and cxcept ¢s otherwisc provided by law the party or principle
he rcprescnts, if any, expressed in not more than five words.

3. To cach separate nomination papcr shall be appended the
cfidavit of a qualificd clector to the cffeet that he is personally
acquainicd with all the porsons who have signed the foregoing
nomination papcr, that they arc clectors and that their resi-
denee, post-office addrces and date of signing are truly stated
therein.  But such affidavit shall wol be made by the candidate
named therein, '
