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CHAPTER 64' 
AN ACT to appropriate to certain persons therein named cer-

tain sums of money therein specified, for the purposes therein 
named. • 

The peeple of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Nenate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the 
state treasury not otherwise appropriated, the sum of six lum-
dred and forty-five dollars to George W. Rickeman, amount of 
money advanced by him to pay salary of office help for the 
months of November and December, 1910, and January, 1911, 
to-wit: one bookkeeper, one clerk, and one stenographer. 

SEcTiost 2. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the 
state treasury not otherwise appropriated the sum of eighty-
eight dollars and eighty-two cents to George W. _Rickman, for 
money paid by him to deputy game warden Edward Fess, for 
salary and expenses for the month of Neveinher, 1909, from the 
first to the twenty-fifth, inclusive. 

SECTION 3. There is appropriated to A. W. Gratz, out of 
any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, 
the sum of two hundred twenty dollars and fifty cents, as com-
pensation for services rendered from July l, to September 1, 
1909, in the (Alive of George W. Ilickeman, state fish and game 
warden. 

SECTION 4. There is appropriated to Newton A.' Bennett 
out of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appro-
priated, the sum of one hundted and eighty dollars, to compen-
sate him for labor performed at the heat, light, and power plant 
while in the employ of the state of Wisconsin. 

SECTION 5. There is appropriated to the -Wisconsin tuber-
culosis commission out of any moneys in the state treasury not 
otherwise appropriated, the sum of one hundred five dollars to 
reimburse said commission for money paid out by it for at-
torneys' fees in the case of Dr. Frank S. Smith v. the Wis-
consin tuberculosis commission. 

SEcnoN 6. There is appropriated to .J. 0. Paddock, ,Sr., of 
Milwaukee. Wisconsin, out of any moneys in the state treasury 
no!, otherwise appropriated, the sum of one hundred thirty-
one and fifty one-hundredths dollars, to reimburse said J. 0. 
Paddock Sr., for money advanced and paid by him for witness 
and stenographer's fees in a prosecution for rehating, before 
the commissioner of insurance, such witnesses having been 
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called on the part of the state and the stenographer employed 
for the use of the commissioner. 

SECTION 7. Ther! is appropriated to the IIardware Deal-
ers' Mutual Fire Insurance Company of Berlin, 'Wisconsin, out 
of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appropriat-
ed, the sum of two hundred forty-seven and twenty-six one-
hundredths dollars in repayment of an excessive fire marshal 
tax paid by mistake for the year 1910. 

SECTION 8. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the 
state treasury not otherwise appropriated, the sum of two 
hundred and seventy dollars to Dr. 1). B. Clark, to reimburse 
him for stenographer's salary, paid for the Wisconsin live 
stock sanitary board from December 1, 1908, to July 1, 1909. 

SECTION !). TIIVIT is appropriated to John A. Thomas, out 
of any money in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, 
the sum of sixteen dollars as compensation for services in fill-
ing vacancy of typewriter clerk in the senate from June 3rd 
to June fit Ii, 1911, inclusive. 

SEcTioN 10. There is appropriated out of any moneys in 
the state treasury not. otherwise appropriated, the sum of fifty 
dollars to Charles S. Little, to reimburse him for moneys paid, 
or to be paid by him in satisfaction of a judgment for damages 
in conversion of twenty deer hides and one coon hide, by said 
Charles S. Little turned in to the state game warden; pro-
vided that no money shall be paid under the provisions of 
this section until said Charles S. Little shall first produce a 
certificate front the clerk of the circuit. court of Taylor County, 
that said ,judgment has been satisfied in full. 

SECTION 11. There is appropriated to the village of De 
Forest, out of any money in the state treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, the sum of twenty dollars, said sum having been 
paid into the state treasury by said village by mistake. 

SECTION 12. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
