JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 13. 

Relating to investigation of illegal and unauthorized acts of reg-
istered lobbyists and of all persons not registered, attempting 
directly or indirectly to improperly influence members of the 
legislature. 
WHEREAS, By chapter 472, laws of 1905, the legislature of this 

state determined that it should he unlawful for any person em-
ployed for a pecuniary considerathn, to act as legislative counsel 
or legislative agent or to attempt personally or directly to in-
fluence any member of the legislature to vote for or against any 
measure pending therein. otherwise than before the regular com-
mittees thereof when in session, or by newspaper publications or 
by public addresses or by written or printed statements, argu- 
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meats or briefs, delivered to eaeh member of the legislature, and 
that before such arguments should be delivered by such paid 
lobbyists twenty-five copies thereof, should be deposited with 
the secretary of state, and 

WHEREAS, It appears that up to and including the 15th day of 
March, 1911, during the present session, 275 registrations as lob-
yists or legislative counsel and agents have been recorded in the 
office of the secretary of state as required by law, and that the 
only publications of arguments delivered or proposed to be deliv-
ered before committees to be filed with such official, were three 
pamphlets on pure food laws, two pamphlets on the Kenosha 
Electric Railway Company and four pamphlets on the excise law, 
and 

WHEREAS, The law is being openly and notoriously violated by 
the failure to file such pamphlets and further by the personal 
importunities and solicitations of lobbyists or legislative counsel 
and agents with members, contrary to the statutes, and 

WHEREAS, The scandalous boast has been frequently repeated 
that certain lobbyists or legislative counsel and agents have been 
enabled to secure the passage of legislation because of their 
superior personal acquaintance with members of this legisla-
ture, and 

WHEREAS, Such boast and insinuation is unwarranted, unjus-
tified and is an insult to the members of this legislature, there-
fore he it 

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring, That a com-
mittee of two members of the senate and three of the assembly. 
be  appointed to investigate the facts in reference to the illegal 
and unauthorized activities of said registered lobbyists or legisla-
tive counsel and agents and of all persons not registered, attempt-
ing directly or indirectly to improperly influence members of 
the legislature and report to each house without delay, in order 
that the members of the legislature may be relieved from the fur-
ther personal importunities of said lobbyists and agents and 
other persons, and be it further 

Resolved, That said committee be and they are hereby empow-
ered to subpoena witnesses and to demand the production of 
books, papers and other documents.
