CHA PTER 162. 
AN ACT to create section 927-1m of the statutes, relating to 

the ownership and operatiOn of lighting plants by cities of the 
fourth class. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to 

read: Section 927-1m. 1. Any city of the fourth class, how-
ever organized, owning and operating an electric, lighting and 
power plant may sell current, for lighting and power purposes to 
persons, firms and corporations outside the corporate limits of 
such city, and may entr into contracts with any such persons, 
firms or corporations to furnish such current for lighting and 
power purposes for periods not exceeding twenty years, subject 
to review by the railroad eommission. The rates for such ser-
vice shall be subjeet to eontrol by the railroad commission. 

2. So much of the oroperty of any such electric lighting or 
power Want as is local( 1 beyond the limits of the city owning 
the same and within the eorporate limits of any other town, city 
or village, and used for furnishing light or power to such other 
municipalities or the inhabitants thereof for profit, shall be 
subject to assessment and taxation under sections 51.43 to 51.49 
of the statutes, and the city owning such electric lighting or 
power plant and In such service shall be liable for the 
tax thereon. 

SEcrioN 2. This act shall take effect, upon passage and pub-
lication.
