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and the sureties on his official bond shall be responsible for ithe
faithful performance by his daputies, clerks and other assist-
ants of all his duties, and responsible for all their acts or defaults
and his official bond shall so provide.

(6) The office of register of deeds shall be a salaried office in
every county having a pooulation of three hundred thousand or
more according to the lust United States census, and the tncum-
Dent thereof shall receive a salary to be fired by the board of su-
pervisors of such county,

(7) No county judge shall receive or be allowed to draw
any salary, unless he shall first take and subscribe an oath be-
fore an officer entitled to administer oaths, that no cause or mat-
ter in his court remains undecided that has been submitted for
decision for the period of ninety days, exclusive of the time that
he shall have been aetually disabled by sickness, which affidavit
shall be presented to and filed with the county clerk of such
county.

CHAPTER 243.

AN ACT to ereate section 1542g and to amend section 1542f of
the statutes, relatinz to maternity hospitals and homes for in-
fants.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SrcTion 1, Section 15421 of the statutes is amended to read:

Seetion 1542f.  Any person found guilty of violating any of the
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provisions of section 1542a to 1542 * * * g, inclusive, shall
Le punished by a fine of not less than ten dollars nor more than
five hundred dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail not
more than one year.

Section 2. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1542g. Every person, persons, firm or corpora-
tion who now conduects a lying-in hospital, hospital ward, mater-
nity home or other place for the reception, care and treatment
of pregnant women, and every person, persons, firm or corpora-
tion who shall hereafter engage in conducting such business
shall obtain a license from the state board of health which shall
not be transferable to other persons or other premises. Every
license when issued shall be without charge and shall expire on
the 31st day of December next following the issuance. Every
application for a license shall first be approved by the health of-
ficer of the township, incorporated village or city in which such
lying-in hospital, hospital ward, maternity hospital or other
Flace for the care and treatment of pregnant women shall be
maintained. Such license when issued shall be for a term not
exceeding one year unless revoked by the state board of health
for reasonable and just cause. The application for license shall
state the name of the licensee, the street and number of the
building, and the number of inmates which may be boarded
there at one time. No greater number of inmates shall be
housced at one time in the building than is authorized by the li-
ecense, and no pregnant woman or infant shall be kept in a build-
ing or place not designated in the license. A record of licenses
issued shall be kept by the state board of health, which shall
forthwith give notice to the health officer of the township, in-
eorporated village or city in which the institution is located, of
the granting of such license and of the terms thereof. Who-
cver establishes or keeps, or is concerned in establishing or keep-
ing a hospital, hospital ward, maternity hospital or other place
for the purpose of carinz for and trealing pregnant women
without such license, shall be punished by a fine of not less than
one hundred dollars and for any subsequent offense by imprison-
ment for not less than one year.

SecrioN 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
