The balance of the appropriation heretofore pro-
vided in subsection 43 of section 172-67 which remained unex-
pended at the close of business on June 30, 1915, is repealed and 
shall revert to the general fund. 

SECTION 13. This act shall take effect as of July 1, 1915.
