- WrEReAs, To allevidte conditions due to the searcity of and
high prices for food stuffs, it is deemed expedient and advis-

- able that the right to take of the abundant supply of fish held

" by the state of Wiseonsin in trust for the people he granted to
the people earlier than now prescribed by law; therefore
The people'of the State of Wisconsin, repr esented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows: ,
, SEC'HON 1. In addition to the open season now p1j0v1ded by
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law, any person who is a resident of this state may catch fish,
except large and small mouth black bass and sturgeon, from any
of the waters of this state by means of hook and line from May
1, 1917, to May 29, 1917, both inclusive, subject to the following
restrictions:

(1) The quantity of fish permitted to be so taken under the
provisions of this act shall not exceed in any one day ten pound
round, except that two fish of any weight may be so taken;

(2) No fish taken under the provisions of this act shall be
shipped, sold, or caused to be shipped, sold or bartered;

(3) No fish shall be taken by any methods, by any means or
under any conditions, or of a length now prohibited by law for
the taking, capturing or killing of fish during the open season
therefor;

(4) Violations of the provisions of this section shall be pun-
ished in the manner now provided by law for like offenses.

Skction 2. If the conservation commission shall determine
that the present conditions as to scarcity of and high prices for
food stuffs prevail during 1918, such commission shall by order
direct that fish may be taken, captured or killed during the
month of May in the year 1918, subject, however, to all the re-
strictions and cxeeptions contained in section 1 of this act.
