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court shall determine whether the order of the inspector of build-
ings is reasonable, and if found reasonable, the court shall dis-
solve the restraining order, and if found not reasonable, the 
court shall continue the testraining order in effe:.t, or 
modify it as the circumstances require. The costs of the hear-
ing shall be taxed in the discretion of the eourt. If the court 
finds that. the order of the inspector of buildings is unreason-
able, the inspector of buildings shall issue no other order pur-
suant to the authority ofthis section in regard to the same build-
ing or structure unless or until the condition of such building 
or structure has been substantially changed. The remedies 
herein provided shall lw exclusive remedies, and any one affeeted 
by such an order of the inspector shall not be entitled to re-
cover any damages for the razing or removal of any such build-
ing. 

SEcTiox 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 292 
AN ACT to tend section 7 of chapter 297, laws of 1907, relat-

ing to the organization of the department of public works in 
cities of the first class. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 7 of chapter 297, laws of 1907, is 

amended to read: (Ch. 297, laws of 1907) Section 7. The 
commissioner of public works shall also appoint a superintendent 
of sewerage, a superintendent of street construction and major 
repairing, a superintendent of street cleaning, minor repairing 
and the collection and removal of ashes and 7,arbage, an 1  a :;71- 
perintendent of bridges and public buildings. The said commis-
sioner of public works shall prescribe rules drawing the line of 
demarcation between major and minor repairing. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
