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July then next ensuing, and until his successor is appointed and
qualified. Three commissioners shall constitute a quorum neces-
sary for the transaction of business. Any vaeancy in the office
of commissioner oceurring during the term shall be filled for the
unexpired term by appointment by the mayor and all appoint-
ments, both original and to fill vacancies, shall be so made that
not more than two commissioners shall at the time of the ap-
pointment be members of the same political party. Said com-
missioners shall hold no luerative office or employment under the
United States, the state of Wiseonsin, or any muniecipal corpora-
tion or political division thereof, and each commissioner shall
before entering upon the discharge of the duties of his office and
within ten days after receiving notice of his appointment, take
and subseribe the oath of office prescribed by the constitution of
this state, and file the same, duly certified by the officer admin-
istering it with the eity eclerk of his eity. Each commissioner
may receive compensation to be fixed by the common couneil.

Secrion 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the
provisions of this act are hereby repealed.

Sucioton 3. This aet shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 327

AN ACT to ercate seetion 959—133 of the statutes, relating to
the organization of the common council in cities of the first
class.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Nenate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secriov 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read:
Seetion 959—133. 1. 1In every city of the first class, whether
incorporated under general law or special charter, at the pri-
1 ary election preeeding the first general city clection after the
passage of this act there shall he submitted to the electors the
following questions, whieh shall be so printed on the ballot that
the clectors may vote separately on each of said questions:

(1) Shall the eonmon council remain as at present consti-
tuted, viz.: one alderman from each ward. elected for two years,
and twelve aldermen at large, six to be elected biennially for
four year terms?

(2) Shall the common council consist of one alderman from
each ward, cleeted for a term of four years, and twelve aldermen
at large, eleeted for a term of four years, six to be eleeted bi-
ennially for four years?
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(3) Shall the common council consist of six aldermen at large
and twelve distriet aldermen, all aldermen to be divided into two
groups, each group to be elected for four year terms at alternate
biennial elections?

(4) Shall the common council consist of eighteen members,
elected from aldermanic districts, the aldermen from odd and
even-numhbered districts to be elected at alternate biennial elee-
tions for four year terms?

(5) Shall the common council consist of nine aldermen
eleeted from the city at large for six year terms and to be elected
at alternate biennial elections in groups of three each?

(6) Shall the common council consist of twenty-five ward al-
dernien only, elected every four years? )

Of said questions, the two receiving the largest number of
votes at such primary election shall be submitted to the electors
at the following general city eleetion,

2. If at such general election a majority of the electors vot-
ing thercon shall be in favor of question numbered ¢‘2’’ herein,
thereafter at any general eity eleetion in such city one alderman
shall be eleeted from each ward for a term of four years, and six
aldernmen at large shall be elected biennially for terms of four
vears. If at said general election, held as provided in subseetion
1 hereof, a majority of the electors voting thereon shall be in
favor of question numbered ‘“3’’ herein, the common eouneil of
said ecify shall, within one year after such election, divide said
city into twelve districts numbered from one to twelve, both in-
clusive, which shall be as nearly equal in population and in as
compact form as may be. At the next general cleetion there
shall be elected three aldermen at large for terms of four years,
six distriet al'loermen from the odd-numbered distriets for terms
of two years, and six distriet aldermen from the even-numbered
districts for terms of four yecars, and thercafter at each biennial
city clecticn there shall be elected three aldermen at large and
six distriet aldermen for terms of four years. If at said general
cleetion, held as provided in subseetion 1 hereof, a majority of
the electors voting thercon shall be in favor of question num-
bered **4’’ herein, the common council of sueh city shall, within
one year after such election, divide said eity into eighteen dis-
triets nunmbered from one to eighteen, both ineclusive, which dis-
triets shall be as nearly equal in population and in as compact
form as may he. At the next general eity election there shall be
clected nine aldermen from the odd-numbered distriets for terms
of two vears, and nine aldermen from the even-numbered dis-
tricts for terms of four years, and thercafter at each bicnnial
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city election there shall be elected nine district aldermen to suc-
ceed those whose terms expire, for four year terms. If at the
general city election at which suéh questions shall be submitted,
as provided in subscetion 1 hercof, a majority of the electors vot-
ing thereon shall be in favor of question numbered ‘5’ herein,
thercafter no aldermen shall be elected from wards or distriets,
but there shall be eleeted at the next gencral eity election nine
aldermen from the eity at large. The three aldermen receiving
the highest number of votes shall hold office for terms of six
yvears. The three rceeiving the next highest number of votes
shall hold office for terms of four years, and the next three re-
ceiving the highest number of votes shall hold office for terms of
two ycars. Thercafter at cach biennial election there shall be
elected threc aldermen from the city at large, who shall hold
office for terms of six years. If at the general city eleetion at
which the aforesaid questions shall be submitted, as provided in
subscction 1 hereof, a majority of the elcetors voting thereon
shall be in favor of question numbered ‘‘6’’ herein, no alderman
shall be elected from the city at large thereafter, but at the next
general city election one alderman shall be elected from each
of the wards in said city for a term of four years. If at said
gencral city election at which said questions shall be submitted,
as provided in subsection 1 hereof, a majority of the clectors vot-
ing thereon shall be in favor of question numbered ‘1’ herein,
no change shall be made in the present number or manner of
selecting the aldermen in said city.

3. If a majority of the electors voting on said questions shall
be in favor of any question other than question numbered ‘17’
herein, the common council of such eity shall consist of the alder-
r-en elected as herein provided, exeept that nothing hercin shall
be construed to shorten the term of any alderman clected at the
general eity eleetion at which said questions were submitted, and
all such aldermen shall continue to be members of the common
council of said eity until the terms for which they were eleeted
expire.

SuteTion 2. All aets or parts of aets contravening the pro-
visicns of this act are hereby repealed.

Stetvton 3. This act shall take effeet upon passage and pub-
lication,
