CHAPTER 339
AN ACT to create subsection 3 of section 1596—17 of the stat-
utes, relating to the clearing of lands prior to flowing the same.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTiON 1. A new subsection is added to section 1596—17 of
the statutes to read: (Section 1596—17) 3. The railroad eom-
mission may in the interest of public rights in navigable waters,
or to promote safety and protect life, health and property, re-
quire the grantee of any permit, prior to flowing any lands by
the construction of a dam thereunder, to remove from such lands
all or any portion of the standing and fallen timber and all or
any portion of the brush.

SecTiox 2. This act shall take effeet upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 340

AN ACT to ereate section 515g of the statutes, relating to the ex-
change of publie-school teachers of this state with teachers of
other states.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senale and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SkctioN 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read:
Section 515g. 1. The school board of any school distriet or the
hoard of education of any ecity, in addition to the powers now
conferred upon them by law, may provide for the exchange of
any teacher employed by such board for a teacher of any school
distriet of any other state. No such exchange shall be for a
longer period than one year and any teacher of this state so ex-
changed shall be deemed to have taught during said period in
the school distriet in which he or she was employved at the time
the exehange was made.

2. Any teacher from another state. taking the place of a Wis-
consin teacher in accordance with the provisions of subsection 1
of this section, shall be assessed. for the benefit of the Wisconsin
teachers’ insurance and retirement fund. the full amount which
would otherwise have been assessed against the Wisconsin teacher
so exchanged. Such assessment shall be credited to the Wiscon-
