1913 and any amendments thereof, of the completed sewerage
system and sewerage disposal works established by any sewer-
age commission created under said law, the one mill tax pro-
vided for a sewerage commission fund in any city of the first
class shall no longer be levied, nor shall any more bonds be issned
by any such ecity for the construction of any kind of sewers or
sewerage disposal works excepting as provided in section 959—
35b to 959—35¢g of the statutes, but the common council of such
city, in addition to other taxes, shall annually levy a sufficient
tax for the operation and maintenance of any sewerage disposal
works, sewers or sewerage system, and in addition thereto, a suf-
ficient tax for the extension and improvement of any sewerage
disposal works and for the construction of all sewers in such city-,
the cost of which is not assessable to the abutting property-,
except, that when in any year the cost of the extension and im-
provement of any sewerage disposal works and for the con-
struction of all sewers in such eity, which is not assessable to
the abutting property shall exceed a sum equal to one-half
mill upon each dollar of the total assessed valuation of the
- previous year of all property, real and personal, in said city.
subject to taxation in said previous year, the common council
may issue bonds as heretofore for the cost of such work in ex-
cess of said one-half mill.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

AN ACT to create subdivision (g) of subsection 7 of section
1770b of the statutes, relating to foreign corporations.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and.

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTioN 1. There is added to subsection 7 of seetion 1770b of
the statutes a new subdivision to read: (Seetion 1770b. 7.)
(g) The secretary of state may reseind the forfeiture of li-
cense provided in this subseetion, and annul all disabilities con-
‘sequent ‘therefrom, on presentation of an affidavit signed by
the president and seeretary of any corporation whose license
may have been forfeited thereunder, to the effect that such cor-
poration has not suspended its ordinary and lawful business
since its organization, or since the date of forfeiture, or that
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the corporation at the time the forfeiture was declared held
the title or transferable interests in real estate. The secretary
of state may demand such other and further proof as he may
deem necessary. For rescinding such forfeiture said corpora-
tion shall pay to the secretary of state a fee of twenty-five
dollars.

SEctioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
