AN ACT to create subsection 4 of section 573aa and to amend 

subsection 1 of section 573aa of the statutes, relating to the 
treatment of crippled or deformed children. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin., represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is added to section 573aa of the statutes 

a new subsection to read: (Section 573aa.) 4. The state board 
of control is authorized and directed, whenever suitable and 
reasonable arrangements can be made, to transfer any child des-
ignated in subsection 1 of this section, or to cause any such child 
to be committed, to some other appropriate hospital in this state 
wherein such treatment, surgical assistance and care may be 
given. 

SECTION 2. Subsection 1 of section 573aa of the statutes is 
amended to read: (Section 573aa.) 1. In addition to the 
classes of children now received at the state public school for 
neglected or dependent children at Sparta, pursuant to exist-
ing laws, there shall also be received as pupils in the said school, 
any children under fourteen years of age, residents of this state, 
who are crippled or deformed in body or otherwise physically 
defective, or who are suffering from disease through which they 
are likely to become crippled or deformed or otherwise physical-
ly defective, provided, their bodily ailments or diseases are cur-
able by surgical operation or hospital treatment at the school 
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with facilities, appliances, material, equipment and professional 
skill and assistants provided therefor, subject only to the limi-
tations contained in the next section. 

SEcrios 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 99 
AN ACT to renumber chapter 73d of Wisconsin statutes of 1915 
and to renumber and amend or revise the subsections thdreof. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin., represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Chapter 73d of Wisconsin statutes of 1915 is re-
numbered to be section 34 of the statutes and the title thereof 
is revised to read: 

CHAPTER 34. 
STATE DEPARTMENT OF ENGINEERING. 

SECTION 2. Subsections 1 and 2 of section 1636-250 of the 
statutes are consolidated and renumbered to be section 34.01 
and are revised to read: 

34.01 CONSTITUTION OF DEPARTMENT OF ENGI-
NEERING AND OFFICE OF CHIEF ENGINEER. A state 
department of engineering and the office of state chief engineer 
are created by this chapter; and whenever a vacancy in said 
office occurs the railroad commission, subject to the approval of 
the governor, shall appoint and fix the compensation of a state 
chief engineer to fill the vacancy. The term of such officer shall 
continue until his successor has been appointed and has quali-
fied, but he may be removed by the governor at any time for 
good cause, upon hearing. 

SECTION 3. Parts of subsections 3, 4, 6, 7 and 8 of section 
1636-230 of the statutes are consolidated and renumbered to 
be section 34.02 and are revised to read: 

34.02 CHIEF ENGINEER, POWERS AND DUTIES. The 
state chief engineer shall exercise the powers and perform the 
duties prescribed by this chapter: 

(1) To take charge of and supervise all engineering or archi-
tectural work performed by or for the state or any department, 
board, commission or officer thereof. 

(2) To furnish engineering and architectural services when-
ever requisitions therefor are presented to him by any such de-
partment, board, commi-sion or officer.
