AN ACT to amend sections 3 and 4 of chapter 473 of the laws of
1907, relating to compensation of reporters of municipal court
of Milwaukee county. .

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTion 1. Sections 3 and 4 of chapter 473, laws of 1907, are
amended to read: (Ch. 473, 1907) Section 3. Such reporter
ghall receive a salary * * * gqg fived by the county board,
payable * * * out of the treasury of Milwaukee county,
s other county employes are paid.

Section 4. 1t.ghall be the duty of such reporter, at the re-
quest of any party, to transcribe in longhand the evidence of any
proceeding or trial taken by him in said court, or any part there-
of, which transecript shall be duly certified by him to be correct,
and for which he shall be entitled to receive from the party re-
questing the same ®* * * {he fee allowed to circuit court re-
porters for similar work. Such reporter shall be furnished with
all necessary stationery. Said court may, in its diseretion, order
a transeript of the evidence or proceedings or any part thereof
to be made and certified by the reporter and filed with the clerk
of the court, and the cost thereof, * * * (o be fized by the
county board, shall be paid upon certificate of the clerk from the
county treasury of Milwaukee county. It shall be the duty of
such reporter to transeribe and file with the clerk as soon as
may be, the charge of the court to the jury in every criminal
action, free of charge.
