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For giving a certificate thereof, the same. 
For making copies of any records or papers or any part there-

of, when required, seven cents for each folio and twelve cents 
for a certificate that the same is a correct copy of said record 
or papers or the part thereof required.

CHAPTER 307. , 

AN ACT to authorize the board of trustees of the Stout insti-
tute to transfer and convey a certain tract of land in- Dunn 
county to Angeline W. Stout. 
WHEREAS, On January 29, 1922, Angeline W. Stout conveyed 

a certain tract of land to the board of trustees of the Stout in-
stitute as a gift or donation for certain uses and purposes and 
conditioned particularly upon its being used and maintained as 
a dormitory, and 

WHEREAS, Said gift was accepted by the state, and 
WHEREAS, The state has failed to comply with the terms of 

said gift, therefore 
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 

Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. The board of trustees of the Stout institute are 

hereby authorized, instructed and directed to transfer and con-
vey to Angeline W. Stout, by a sufficient deed and in considera-
tion of the failure of the state to comply with the terms of a 
certain gift or donation as stated in a deed recorded in the office 
of the register of deeds for Dunn county, in volume 99 of deeds 
on page 379, the following tract of land lying and being sit-
uated in the county of Dunn, state of Wisconsin, to-wit : A part 
of Lots one (1) and two (2) of section twenty-six (26) in town-
ship twenty-eight (28) North of range thirteen (13) West, 
more particularly described as: All of those parts of said lots 
one and two lying West to East between the East right of way - 
boundary line of the Menomonie branch of the Chicago, St. 
Paul, Minneapolis and Owaha Railway Company's railway 
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across said lot one (1) and the stone wall standing on said lot 
two (2) along the West boundary of Broadway, a street of the 
city of Menomonie, in said county, and the West line of the 
property -of the Wisconsin Milling Company, a corporation, as 
a continuing easterly boundary line of the tract hereby con-
veyed, to a station called Station one (1) established by a land 
surveyor in 1892 and by him described as located "on the sum-
mit of the East bank of the Menomonie river (now Red Cedar

CHAPTER 308. 

AN ACT to create section 230.48 of the statutes, relating to cer-
tificates of the termination of certain estates in real estate 
mortgages and notes and of survivorship. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read : 

230.48 Upon the death of one joint tenant or tenant by the en-
tirety, in any real estate mortgage or in any real estate mort-
gage note, the surviving cotenant may petition the county court 
either of his residence or of the county where the real estate
