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during the casting and canvass of the vote. All ballots and
envelopes received by said inspectors shall immediately upon
completion of the canvass be placed in sealed packages and pre-
served by them until four months from the date of the election,
subject to the order of any court having jurisdietion of any pro-
ceeding relating thereto.

206.09 The inspectors shall sign and file with the secretary
of the company and commissioner of insurance a certificate of
the result of the election, stating the names of all persons for
whom votes have been cast for a full term and the number cast
for each, and also the names of the persons for whom votes have
been cast for each unexpired term and the number of votes cast
for each such person.

206.10 The person or persons receiving the highest number of
votes for a full term to the number of directors or trustees to be
chosen for a full term at such election shall be elected for a full
term and the person receiving the highest number of votes for
each unexpired term shall be elected for such unexpired term.
In case two or more persons shall receive the same numbér of
votes, in any contested eleetion, the inspectors shall decide by lot
which of said persons shall be deemed to have received the highest
number of votes. ’

Section 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 327.

AN ACT to amend subscetion (18) of seetion 42.55 of the stat-
utes, relating to the probation period in the teachers’ retire-
ment system in eities of the first class,

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1, Subseetion (18) of section 42.55 of the statutes
is amended to read: (42.55) (18) All elections or appoint-
ments of teachers in such eities shall be on probation, and after
successful probation for * * * {hree years, the election or
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appointment shall be permanent, during efficiency or good be-
havior, provided that teachers having taught * * * three
vears or more in cities to which this section applies shall be
deemed to have served their term of probation. No teacher
who has become permanently employed as herein provided by
reason of * * * three or more years of continuous service,
shall be discharged, except for cause upon written charges,
which shall after ten days’ written notice thereof to such teacher,
upon such teacher’s written request, be investigated, heard and
determined by the board of school directors, whose action and
decision in the matter shall be final. :

SecTtioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
Lication.

CHAPTER 328.

AN ACT to amend sections 190.17 and 192.14 of the statutes,
and to create section 190.34 and subsection (4) of section
195.16 of the statutes, relating to railroad spur tracks and
providing a penalty.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. Sections 190.17 and 192.14 of the statutes are
amended to read: 190.17 Every railway company existing in
whole or in part under any law of this state and operating a
railway therein may build, maintain and operate branches and
spur tracks from its road or any branch thereof to and upon
the grounds of any mill, elevator, storehouse, warehouse, dock,
wharf,- pier, manufacturing establishment, lumberyard, coal
dock or other industry or enterprise, with all sidetracks, stor-
age tracks, wyes, turnouts and connections necessary or con-
venient to the use of the same; and every such company may
acquire by purchase or condemnation in the manner provided
in this chapter for the acquisition of real estate for railway pur-
poses, other than for its main track, all necessary roadways
and rights of way for such branches, spur tracks, sidetracks,
