CHAPTER 349.

AN ACT to amend subsection (1) of section 29.35 of the statutes,
relating to net licenses to eatch whitefish and cisco in Lake Men-
dota and Liake Monona in Dane county.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTiON 1. Subsection (1) of seetion 29.35 of the statutes is
amended to read: (29.35) (1) Net licenses which shall author-
ize the use of dip nets with a diameter of not more than eight feet
and with meshes not less than one and one-half inches, for taking,
catching or killing whitefish or cisco in any of the inland waters
of the state * * * may be issued by the state conservation
commission, subject to the provisions of section 29.09, to any resi-
dent of the state duly applying therefor. * * * Licenses
which shall authorize the use of not exceeding one hundred feet
of gill met, with meshes not less than two and three-fourths inches
may also be issued by the commission * * * for the catch-
ing of whitefish or ciscos, respectively, in * * * ILqgke Men-
dota and Lake Monona in Dane county. The fee for each such
license is one dollar.

Section 2. This act shall take effeet upon passage and publi-
cation.
