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the manner provided by law for the submission of amendments 
to the constitution at a general election, and if the people shall 
approve and ratify said amendment by a majority of the electors 
voting thereon such amendment so ratified shall become a part of 
the constitution of this state. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

SECTION 1. There is appointed to the Herman farmers mu-

tual insurance company from the general fund one thousand two 
hundred fifty-three dollars and twenty-six cents, being the amount 
of a tax paid into the state treasury in 1923 under protest and 
which the attorney-general in an official opinion declared was un-
lawfully collected.

CHAPTER 415. 

AN ACT to amend section 1 of chapter 360 of the laws of 1909 as 
amended by chapter 560 of the laws of 1921, granting to the 
city of Milwaukee certain submerged lands along and adjacent 
to the shore of Lake Michigan and providing for the granting 
and ceding of such lands to Milwaukee county from the present 
limits of the city of Milwaukee south to section fourteen, town 
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seven north, range twenty-two east, for public park, boulevard 
or highway purposes. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SEcnoN 1. Section 1 of chapter 360 of the laws of 1909 as 

amended by chapter 560 of the laws of 1921 is amended to read : 
(Chapter 360, Laws of 1909) Section 1. All the right, title and 
interest of the state of Wisconsin, in and to a certain portion of 
submerged land one thousand feet in width lying along and ad-
jacent to the shore of Lake Michigan on the eastern frontage of 
the city of Milwaukee from Russell Avenue in the city of Mil-
waukee, south to a point where the center of section 14, town 7 
north, range 22 east, in the county of Milwaukee, intersects the 
shore line, is hereby 'granted and ceded to the city of Milwaukee 
by the state of Wisconsin to be held and used by said city for pub-
lic park, boulevard or highway purposes, provided, that the city 
of Milwaukee may grant and cede all of its right, title and inter-
est in and to any portion of said land to the county of Milwaukee 
for the same purpqses. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 416. 
AN ACT to create section 125.215 of the statutes, relating to 

bread and rolls and providing a penalty. 
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 

Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read : 

125.215 It shall be unlawful to advertise or offer for sale any 
bread or rolls as or for milk bread or milk rolls, or as made or 
prepared with milk, unless all of the fluid used in the prepara-
tion of such bread or rolls was milk, or unless in lieu of milk 
there was added to the ingredients used in the preparation of 
such bread or rolls milk solids and milk fat in the proportion of 
not less than ten ounces of milk solids, not fat, and three and 
one-quarter ounces of milk fat for every six pounds of water
