(29.18) (3) (b) For beaver there shall be no open season,
except as provided in seetion 29.59,

(16) There shall be no open season for Mongolian, Chinese,
ring-neek or English pheasants, quails, bob-whites, or Hungarian
partridges.

CHAPTER 452.

AN ACT to create subseetion (12) of section 85.04 of the statutes,
relating to the regulation of motor vehiecles.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assemdly, do enact as follows:

Section 1. A new subsection is added to section 85.04 of the
statutes, to read:

(85.04) (12) (a) No certificate of registration of a motor
vehicle, after the vear 1925, except those deseribed in panagraph
(g) of subsection (4) of this seetion, shall be issued unless the
applicant have or be entitled to a certificate of title as herein pro-
vided.

(h) Application for such certificate shall be made by the owner
to the secretary of state. The application shall eontain, in addi-
tion to the information required by subseetion (2) of this section,
a statement that it is owned by the applicant and of any liens and
encnmbrances and any contracts relating to its ownership or pos-
session.  The application shall be accompanied by a fee of twenty-
five cents,
