AN ACT to create subsection (25a) of section 61.34 of the stat-
utes, relating to pension funds for policemen and firemen in 
villages. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. A new subsection is added to section 61.34 of the 

statutes to read : (61.34) (25a) The village board may provide 
for a pension fund for policemen and firemen either by charter 
ordinance under section 66.001 or by adopting the provisions of 
section 62.13 of the statutes; provided that such charter ordi-
nance or resolution shall not become effective until approved by 
referendum vote of the qualified electors of such village, con-
ducted substantially in the manner provided in sections 6.22 and 
6.23. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 131. 

AN ACT to amend subsection (1) of section 40.24 of the statutes, 
relating to county boards of education. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection (1) of section 40.24 of the statutes is 

amended to read : (40.24) (1) When a majority of all the dis-
tricts shall vote, at any annual county school board convention in 
favor of adopting county uniform school textbooks, each school 
district being entitled to one vote, the convention shall imme-
diately elect a county board of education of not less than three 
nor more than five persons. And said school board convention 
shall, at a regular meeting every five years thereafter, elect not 
less than three nor more than five persons who shall constitute 
said county board of education ; provided that said convention 
may at any time by a majority vote discontinue such board. 
School districts which maintain high schools shall not be entitled
