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specified in subsection ( 4) and shall be replaced by a consolidated 
township embracing the territory o'f both such townships with the 
name as hereinbefore provided. On said date all books, docu­
ments, records, property, moneys, funds, obligations, assets and 
liabilities of said townships shall become the books, documents, 
'records, property, moneys, funds, obligations, assets and liabili­
ties of such new consolidated township. Any indebtedness of such 
townships outstanding on such date shall become the indebtedness 
of such consolidated township. All property, real or personal or 
mixed, of whatever character, belonging to either of such town­
ships, shall become the property of the consolidated township. 

( 8) The consolidation of such townships shall not affect the 
present congressional, senatorial or assembly districts in such 
townships. Each such township shall continue as a part of the 
congressional, senatorial or assembly district in which it is now 
included until the boundaries of such districts are changed pur­
suant to law. 

(9) The intent of this section is to enable the qualified electors 
of two _adjoining townships to determine whether these townships 
shall be consolidated and all provisions hereof shall be construed 
to give effect to this purpose. In the event that two-thirds of the 
votes cast upon the question of consolidation in each of the two 
adjoining townships proposing to be consolidated shall be in the 
affirmative, the town boards of these townships acting jointly 
shall possess all powers necessary to give effect to such consolida­
tion and it shall be the duties of officers of these townships to do 
everything within their power to carry out the expressed wish of 
the electors of these townships. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage ~nd pub­
lication.

CHAPTER 398. 

AN ACT to create section 29.605 of the statutes, relating to the 
giving of predatory animals on which bounty has been paid to 
public zoos. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 
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SECTION 1. A new subsection is added to the statutes to read: 
29.605 GIVING AWAY OF PREDATORY ANIMALS TO PUBLIC ZOOS. 
( 1) It shall be lawful for the conservation commission, its agents, 
or deputies, to give, present, or turn over alive, for educational 
purposes, to any bona fide public zoo any predatory animal for 
which a state bounty claim can be issued and such bounty claim 
shall be paid the same as other claims, as provided under section 
29.60 ~f the statutes. 

(2) Any predatory animal that has been given to, presented, or 
turned over to any bona fide public zoo under the provisions of 
this section shall not be sold, bartered, or given away by such zoo 
in any manner except that such animal may be returned to the 
conservation commission. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub­
lication.

CHAPTER 399. 

AN ACT to allow counties which employed two superv1smg 
teachers in the school year 1932-1933 state aid for both such 
teachers. 

The people of the sta.fe· of Wiscot1si11, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. In the distribution of state aid for supervising 
teachers under the provisions of subsection ( 1) of section 20.25 
for the school year 1932-1933, each county which employed two 
supervising teachers and had more than one hundred and twenty­
five elementary teachers under the supervision of its county su­
perintendent shall be entitled to aid for both such supervising 
teachers. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub­
lication.
