CHAPTER 46.

AN ACT to create section 40.90 of the statutes, relating to the
granting of diplomas of graduation and credits from certain
schools to certain senior students in such schools who have
entered the military or naval service of the United States.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:
Section 40.90 of the statutes is created to read:
40.90 SENIOR STUDENTS ENTERING MILITARY SERVICE;

DIPLOMAS AND CREDITS. Any senior student of a high school
in this state who, during the school year entered any branch of
the military or naval service of the United States and who
would have graduated during such school year, shall be granted
a diploma of graduation from such school. Such diploma shall
have all the rights and privileges of diplomas regularly granted
to graduates of such school. Any senior student of a county
rural normal school or teachers college in this state who entered
during the school year any branch of the military or naval
service of the United States shall be given credit for the first
semester's work for such school: year to the same extent as
though he had successfully completed such work.

CHAPTER 47.

AN ACT to create 177.01 (8) of the statutes, relating to copy-
righted music.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Subsection (8) of section 177.01 of the statutes
is created to read: (177.01) (8) 'T'he secretary of state shall
enforce the provisions of this section to the end that all persons,
firms, and corporations affected by this section: shall secure the
required licenses and otherwise comply with its provisions.
The secretary of state on his own initiative or upon complaint
may investigate suspected or reported violations of this section
