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. (b) Commencing July 1, 1946, antomobiles required to be 
registered by this chapter shall be registered for a period of 12 
consecutive calendar months. 'rhel'c are established 12 registra­
tion periods, each of which shall start on the first day of each 
calendar month of the year and shall end on the last day of the 
twelfth month from date of beginning.
