CHAPTER 273

AN ACT to amend 140.11 (1) and (3) and 140.14 (1) (b) ; and to create
140.11 (6) of the statutes, relating to definitions in hospital survey
and construction act and the advisory hospital council.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 140.11 (1) and (3) of the statutes are amended to read:

140.11 (1) “The federal act” means * * * Title VI of the public health
service act as now and hereafter amended.

(3) “Hospital” includes public health centers, medical facilities and
general, tuberculosis, mental, chronic disease, and other types of hospitals
and related facilities, such as laboratories, outpatient departments, nurses’
home and training facilities, but not in limitation thereof by enumeration,
and central service facilities operated in connection with hospitals, but
does not include any hospital furnishing primarily domiciliary care.

SECTION 2. 140.11 (8) of the statutes is created to read:
, 140.11 (6) “Medical facilities” means diagnostic or diagnostic and
treatment centers, rehabilitation facilities and nursing homes as defined
in the federal act, and such other facilities for which federal aid may be
authorized under the federal act.

SECTION 3. 140.14 (1) (b) of the statutes is amended to read:

(b) Seven persons of recognized ability from the fields of medicine,
nursing, welfare, public health, architecture, or allied professions in the
field of health, including 2 persons licensed to practice medicine and sur-
gery in the state, one person licensed as a pharmacist and one person
licensed as a dentist in this state, and including the director of * * * public
Weéfare, the director of the state board of vocational and adult education,
