CHAPTER 340.

GENERAL PROVISIONS.
340.01 Words and phrases defined.

340.01 Words and phrases defined. In chs. 340 to 349, the following words and
phrases have the designated meanings unless a different meaning is expressly provided
or the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

(1) “Adverse weather lamp” means a lamp specially designed to provide road illumi-
nation under conditions of rain, snow, dust or fog.

' (2) “Alley” means every highway within the corporate limits of a eity or village
primarily intended to provide access to the rear of property fronting upon another high-
way and not for the use of through traffie.

(3) “Authorized emergency vehicle” means any of the following:

(a) Police vehicles, whether publicly or privately owned; ,

(l:l) Congervation wardens’ vehicles or foresters’ {rucks, whether publicly or privately
owned; ' :

(e) Vehicles of a fire department or fire patrol;

(d) Privately owned motor vehicles being used by deputy state fire mavshals or by
personnel of a full-time or part-time fire department or by members of a volunteer fire
department while enroute to a fire or on an emergency eall pursuant to orders of their
chief or other commanding officer; ' : -

(e) Such emergency vehicles of municipal or county departments or publie service
corporations as are designated or authorized by the local authorities to be authorized
emergency vehicles;

(£) Such emergeney vehicles of state departments as are designated or authorized by
the heads of such departments to be authorized emergeney vehicles;

(g) Such ambulances, whether publicly or privately owned, as are designated or au-
thorized by local authorities to be authorized emergency vehicles.

(4) “Automobile” means a motor vehicle with a shipping weight of more than 1,000
pounds and designed primarily for the purpose of transporting persons rather than
property but which does not have a passenger-carrying capacity sufficiently large to bring
it within the definition of motor bus.

(5) “Bieyecle” means every device propelled by the feet acting upon pedals and having
wheels any 2 of which are more than 20 inches in diameter,

(6) “Business distriet” means the territory contiguouns to a highway when 50 per cent
or more of the frontage thereon for a 'distance of 300 feet o1 more is occupied by buildings
in uge for business.

(7) “Clearance lamps” means lamps on the left and right sides of the front and rear
of a vehicle which show to the front and rear to mark the extreme sides of the vehicle.

(8) “Commissioner” means the motor vehicle commissioner of this state.

(9) “Connecting street” has the meaning designated in s. 84.02 (11).

(10) “Crosswalk” means either of the following, except where signs have been erected
by local authorities indicating no crossing:

(a) Marked crosswalk, Any portion of a highway clearly indieated for pedestrian
crogsing by lines or other markings on the surface; or

(b) Unmarked crosswalk. In the absence of lines or markings, that part of a roadway,
abt an intersection, which is included within the transverse lines which would be formed
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on such roadway by connecting the corresponding lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite
sides of such roadway or, in the absence of a corresponding sidewalk on one side of the
roadway, that part of such roadway which is included within the extension of the lateral
lines of the existing sidewalk across such roadway at right angles to the centerline thereof,
exceph in no case does an vnmarked crosswalk include any part of the intersection and in
no case is there an unmarked crosswalk across a street ab an intersection of such street
with an alley. ‘ L

(11) “Dealer” means a person who, for a commission or other thing of value, sells,
exchanges, buys or rents, or offers or attempts to-negotiate a sale or exchange of an
interest in motor vehicles, mobile homes, trailers or semitrailers, or who is engaged wholly
or in part in the business of selling motor vehicles, mobile homes, trailers or semitrailers,
whether or not such vehicles are owned by him, but not including

(a) A receiver, trustee, administrator, executor, guardian or other person appointed
by or acting under the judgment or order of any court; or

(b) A publie officer while performing his official duty; or

(¢) An employee of a person enumerated in pars. (a) or (b); or

(d) A finance company licensed under s. 115.09 or 218.01 who sells or offers for sale
motor vehicles repossessed or foreclosed by it under the terms of a security contraect.

(12) “Department” means the motor vehicle department of this state, acting direetly
or through its duly authorized officers or agents.

- (13) “Divection signal lamp” means a lighting device used to indicate the intention
of the operator of a vehicle to change direction.

¢ (14) “Distributor” means a person who in whole or in part sells or distributes motor
vehicles, mobile homes, trailers or semitrailers to dealers, or who maintains distributor
representatives.

(15) “Divided highway” means a highway with 2 or more roadways separated by
spaces not intended for the use of vehicular traffie.

(16) “Farm tractor” means a motor vehicle designed and use primarily as a farm
implement for drawing plows, mowing machines and other implements of husbandry.,

(17) “Farm trailer” means a trailer or semitrailer which is owned and operated by a
farmer and is used exclusively for the transportation of farm produets from the owner’s
farm to market or for the transportation of supplies to hig farm, ‘

(18) “Farm truck” means a motor truck owned and operated by a farmer and used
primarily for the transportation of supplies, farm equipment and produets on the owner’s
farm or between his farms, the trangportation of farm products from the owner’s farm
to market, and the transportation of supplies to his farm. As used in this subsection, the
term “farmer” includes persons who ave engaged in those activities specified in the defi-
nition of “operation of farm premises” contained in s, 102.04 (4), provided that such
activities are directly or indirectly for the purpose of producing a commodity or com-
modities for market, or as an accessory to such production.

(19) “Fusee” means a paper or fiber tube filled with a flammable material which, when
ignited, burns with a red flame for 5 to 30 minutes and which is ‘designed to produce a
warning light for temporarily marking a disabled vehicle until more permanent warning
devices can be properly placed. _

. (20) “Gross weight” means the weight of the vehicle equipped for service plus the
weight which the vehicle is equipped to carry as a load.

(21) ‘““Headlamp” means a major lighting device used to provide general illumination
ahead of a vehicle,

(22) “Highway” means all public ways and thoroughfares and bridges on the same.
It includes the entire width between the boundary lines of every way open to the use of
the public as a matter of right for the purposes of vehicular travel. It includes those
roads or driveways in the state, county or municipal parks and in state forests which have
been opened to the use of the publiec for the purpose of vehicular travel and roads or
driveways upon the grounds: of institutions under the jurisdiction of the board of regents
of state colleges, bub does not include private roads or driveways as defined in sub. (46).

(23) “Hours of darkness” means the period of time from one-half hour after sunset
to one-half hour before sunrise and all other times when there is not sufficient natural
light to render clearly visible any person or vehicle upon a highway ab a distance of 500
feet. '

. (24) “Implement of hushandry” means a vehicle or piece of equipment or machinery
-designed for agrieultural purposes and used exclusively in the conduet of agricultural
operations. . ‘
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" (25) “Intersection” means the ares embraced within the prolongation or connection
of the curb lines or, if none, then within the boundary lines of the roadways of 2 or more
highways  which -join one another at, or approximately ab right angles, whether or not
one- such highway crosses the othe1, or the area within which vehicles traveling upon
dlfferent highways joining at any other angle may come in conflict. .

(26) ‘“Toeal authorities” means every cotinty board, city couneil, town or village
hoard or other local agency having authomty uncler the constltutmn and laws of this state
to adopt traffie regulations.

(27) “Local ordinance Whleh is in conformlty therewith” means a local traffie regu-
lation enacted plusuant to s. 349.06, ~

(28) “Manufactmm” means a person who manufactures or assembles motor vehicles,
mobile homes, trailers or semitrailers, or who manufactures or installs on previously
assembled truck chassis special bodiés or equipment which when installed form an integral
part of the motor vehicle and whlch constitutes a major manufacturmg alteration,

(29) “Mobile home” means a vehicle designed to be drawn upon a highway by a
motor vehicle and designed, equipped and used, or antended to be used, pnmauly for
gleeping, eating and’ living quarters. :

(80) “Motor bicyele” means a hicycle to which a motor has been added to form a
motor driven cyele as distinguished from a power driven eycle or motor cyele in which
the motor is an integral part of the original vehicle.

(81) “Motor bus” means a motor vehicle designed primarily, for 'the transportation
of persons rather than property and having a passenger-carrying capacity of 10 or more
persons, including the operator. - Passenger- carrying capacity shall bhe determined by
dividing by 20 the total seating space measured in inches.

(32) “Motoreyele” means a motor driven eycle which does not come within the defini-
‘ton of power driven eycle or motor bicycle.

(33) “Motor driven eycle” means a motor vehicle designed to travel on mnot more
than 3 wheels in contact with the ground and having a seat for the use of the rider,
including motoreycles, power driven eycles and motor bicyeles but excluding tractors.

"(84) “Motor truek” means 'a motor vehicle used for commercial purposes earrying its
load as 4 single unit with a nondetachable propelling power, except those vehicles oper-
atlng on rails or used for transporting persons exclusively.

(42) “Owner” means a person who holds the legal title of a Vehlele, except that in
the event a vehicle is the subject of an: agreement for the conditional sale or lease thereof
with :tl1e right of: purchase upon performance of the condition stated in the agreement
-and with- an, immediate right:of possession‘-vested in the conditional vendee or lessece, or
in ‘the event 'a mortgagor of a vehicle is entitled to possession, then such conditional
vendee or lessee or mortgagor is the. owner for the purposes of chs 340 to 349.

<. (44) “Pot torch” means a wick-type liguid- burmng devme “designed to produce a
steady burning flame as a warning signal,

(45)“Power driven cyele” means & motor driven cyele weighing between 100 and
‘300 pounds fully equipped bub ivithout gasoline or oil and designed to travel not over
35 miles per hour with a 150-pound rider on a dry, level, hard surface with no wind.
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(46) “Private road or driveway” is every way or place in private owneiship and
used for vehieular travel only by the owner and those having express or implied perniis-
sion from the owner and every road or driveway upon the grounds of public.institutions
other than those under the jurisdiction of the board of regents of state colleges.

(47) “Railroad crossing” means the intersection of any highway or p1'1vate 1oad or
dnvew&y at grade with tracks upon which railroad frains operate. - - Coe ‘

(48) “Railroad train” means every device except a streétear, with or without engine
or motor and whether or not coupled to other similar dev1ces, opela,ted upon 1'alls for the
transporting of persons or property.

- (49) “Reflector” means a device designed to warn an apploachlng driver by 1eﬂeeted
light from the headlamps on the approaching vehicle.:

(50) “Residence distriet” means the territory configuons to a highway not- compusmg
a business distriet where the frontage on such highway for a distatice of 300 feet or more
is mainly occupied by dwellings or by dwellings and ‘buildings in use for busihess.

(51) “Right of way” means the pmvﬂege of the immediate use of the 1oadway

52) “Road machinery” means a piece of mobile machinery or equlpment not covered
by s. 841.26 (1) (d), such. as ditch digging apparatus, power shovels, drag lines and
earth-moving equipment, or a piece of road construction or maintenance machinery, such
as ‘asphalt spreaders, bituminous mixers, bucket loaders, ditehers, leveling graders, finish-
ing machines, motor graders, paving mixers, road rollers, scarifiers, gravel c1ushers,
sereening plants, serapers, tractors, earth movers, front- or rear-end loaders, conveyors,
road pavers, or construction shacks. The foregoing énumeration is intended to be illus-
trative and does not exclude other similar vehicles which ‘are within the general terms of
this subsection and are not designed or used primarily for transportation of persons or
property and only incidentally operated or moved upon a highway.

(63) “Road tractor” means a motor vehicle 'de51gned and used for drawing othel
vehicles and not so constructed as to carry any load thereon either independently or any
part of the weight of the vehicle or load so drawn,

(64) “Roadway” means that portion of a highway between the 1eg'ul&11y estabhshed
curb lines or that portion which is improved, designed or ordinarily used for vehlculal
travel, excluding the berm or shoulder. In a divided highway the term ‘roadway” vefers
to each roadway separately but not to all such roadways collectively.

(55) “Safety zone” means the area or space officially set apart within a roadway for
the exclusive use of pedestrlans, mcludmg those ahout to hoard or alighting from publie
conveyances, and which is protected or is so marked or indicated by adequate signs as
to be plainly visible at all times while set apart as a safety zone,

(56) “School bus” means a motor vehicle which transports ehildren to or from a
public school or which transports sechool groups engaged in extracurricular activities to
or from points designated by such public school, even though such vehicle also transports
children or school groups to or from private schools or colleges or points designated
by them, but does not include:

(a) A motor vehicle owned or operated by a parent or guardian transporting only
his own children, regardless of whether the school hag made a contact with or paid eom-
pensation to such pavent or gnardian for such transportation; or

(b) A vehlele having a seating capacity of fewer than 10 persons, including the oper-
ator, and used in easual, oceasional or reciprocal transportation of school children and
not under contract.

(57) “Semitrailer” means a vehicle of the trailer type so designed and used in con-
junetion with a motor vehiele that some part of its own weight and that of its own load
rests upon or is earried by another vehiele, but does not include a mohile home. -

(B8) “Sidewalk” means that portion of a highway between the curb lines, or the
lateral lines of a roadway, and the adjacent property lines, constructed for use of pedes-
trians,

(59) “Spotlamp” means an auxiliary driving lamp used primarily to supplement the
headlamps in providing general illumination ahead of the yehicle, nsnally mounted and
designed so it can be controlled by the operator of the vehicle for the purpose of reading
signs and illuminating objeets to the side of or beyond the scope of the regular headlamp
heams.

(60) “State trunk highway” means any highway designated pursunant fo s. 84.02 as
part of the state trunk highway system, exclusive of connecting streets.

(61) “Stop” when required means complete cessation from movement.
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(62) “Stop lamp” means a device giving a steady warning light to the rear of a
vehicle to indicate the intention of the operator of the vehicle to diminish speed or stop.

(63) “Street” means every highway within the corporate limits of a city or village
except alleys. )

(65) “Tail lamp” means a device to designate the rear of a vehicle by a warning light.

(66) “Through highway” means every highway or portion thereof which has been
declared by the state or local authorities pursuant to s. 349.07 to be a through highway
and at the entrances to which vehlcular traffic from intersecting hlghways is required by
traffie control signals or stop signs to stop.

(67) “Traffic’” means pedestrians, ridden or herded .or driven animals, vehicles and
other conveyances, either singly or together, while using any highway for the purpose of
travel.

(68) “Traffic control signal” means any device using colored lights, whether manually,
electrically or mechanically operated, by which traffic is alternately directed to stop and
to go.

(69) “Traffic officer” means every officer authorized by law to direct or regulate traffic
or to make arrests for violation of traffic regulations.
~(70) “Trailer” means a vehicle without motive power designed for carrying property
or passengers wholly on its own structure and for being drawn by a motor vehlcle, but
'does not include & mobile home,

(71) “Transporter” means a person engaged in thls state in the ‘busmess of trans-
porting. and delivering motor vehicles, trailers, semitrailers or .mobile homes in tow
on their own wheels or under their own power from the manufacturer to the distribu-
tor, dealer or branch of the manufacturer, or from the distzibutor or dealer to another
distributor or dealer, the manufacturer or branch of the manufacturer or-from the branch
of the manufacturer to the distributor, dealer or manufacturer, _

(72) “Truck tractor” means a motor vehicle designed and used primarily for drawin,
other vehicles and not so constructed as to carry a load other than a part of the weight o
the vehicle and load so drawn.

(78) “Vehicle” means every device in, upon or by which any person or property is or
may be-transported or drawn upon a highway, exeept railroad trains,
