965.01 Definitions.  The terms “ﬂlght” and “fled” as used in thls chapter shall be
construed to mean any voluntary'ér involuntary departure from the jurisdietion of the
court where the proceedings hereinafter mentioned may have been institiuted and are still
pending with the effect of avoiding; impeding or delaying the action of the court.in ‘which
-suich proceedings may have béett instituted or he pending, or any such'departure from the
state where the person demanded then was, if he then was under detention. by law as a per-
son of unsound mind and subject to detention. The word “state” wherever used in this
chapter shall include states, territories, distriets and insular and other possessions of the
Unitted States. As applied to a réquest to retiri any person within the purview of this
chapter to or from the Distriet of Columbia, the words, “executive authonty 7 “governor”
and “chief magistrate,” respectively, shall include a Justlce of the supreme eourt of the
Digtriet of Columbia and ‘other authomty.

965.02 Shall be dehvered up. A pelson alleged to be of unsound mind found in this
state, who has ﬂed from another state, in which at the time of his ﬂlght (a) He was under
detention by law in & hospltal asylum or other institution for the insane as a person of
mnsound mind; or (b) he had been theretofore detemuned by legal proceedings to be of
unsound mmd the finding being unreversed and in. fuil, force and effect, and the control
of his person havmg been acquired by a court of competent Jurisdiction of the state from
which he fled ; or (e) he was subject to detention in such state, bemg then his legal domicile
(pelsonal service of process having been made) based on legal proceedings there pend-
ing to have him declared of unsound mind, shall on demand of the executive authorlty of
the state from which he fled, be delivered. up to be removed thereto.

965.03 Authentlca,tmn of demand dlscharge costs. ‘ (1) ‘Whenever. the executive
authority of any state demands of the executive authority of this state, any fugitive within
the purview of s. 965.02-and produces a copy of the commitment, decree or other judicial
process and proceedings, certified 'as authéntic by the governor or chief maglstlate of the
state whenece the person so charged has fled with an affidavit made before a proper officer
showing the person to be such a fugitive, it shall be the duty of the executive authority of.
this state to eause hin to be apprehended and secured, ‘i found in this state, and to cause
immediate notice of the apprehension to be given to the executwe authority making such
demand, of to the agent of such authority appointed to receive the fug'ltlve, and to cause
the fugltlve to be delivered to such agent when he shall appear.

(2) If no such agent appears within 30 days from the {ime of the apprehension, the
fugitive may be discharged. " A1l costs and expenses inenrred in thé ‘apprehending, secur-
ing, maintaining and transmitting sueh fugitive to the state nmaking such demand, shall be
paid by such state. Any ageént so appointed who receives ‘the fugitive into his custody
shall be empowered to transmit him to the state’ froin which he has fled. ‘The éxecutive
authority of this state is hereby vested with the power, on the application of any person
interested, to demand the 1eturn to tlus state of any fugltlve Wlthm the purview of thls
chapter. ‘
