944 .05 Bigamy. (1) Whoever does any of
the following may be fined not more than $1,-
000 or imprisoned not more than 5 years or
both :

(a) Contracts a marriage in this state with
knowledge that his prior marriage is not dis-
solved; or

(b) Contracts a marriage in this state with
knowledge that the prior marriage of'the person
he marries is not dissolved; or

(c) Cohabits in this state with a person whom
he married outside this state with knowledge

944.11 Indecent behavior with a child .
Any of the following may be imprisoned not
more than 10 years:

(1) Any male who takes indecent liberties
with a female under the age of 16 ; or

(2) Whoever takes indecent liberties with the
privates of any person under the age of 18 ; or

( .3) Whoever consents to the indecent use of
his own privates by any person under the age of
18 .
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SEXUAL CRIMES WITHOUT CONSENT. .

944.01 Rape. (1) Any male who has sexual
intercourse with a female he knows is not his
wife, by force and against her will, may be im-
prisoned not more than 30 years .

(2) In this section the phrase "by force and
against her will" means either that her utmost
resistance is overcome or prevented by physical
violence or that her will to resist is overcome by
threats of imminent physical violence likely to
cause great bodily harm,

:944 .02 Sexual intercourse without con-
sent. Any male who has sexual intercourse un-
der any of the following circumstances with a
female he knows is not his wife may be impris-
oned not more than 15 years:

(1) I f she is incapable of resisting or consent-
ing because of stupor or abnormal condition of
the mind and he knows of her incapacity; or

(2) If she is mentally ill, mentally infirm or
mentally deficient and he knows of her incapac-
ity; or

(3) If she submits because she is deceived as
to the nature of the act or because she believes
that the intercourse is marital and this deception
or belief is intentionally induced by him . .
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that his own prior marriage had not been dis-
solved or with knowledge that thee prior mar-
riage of the person he married had not been
dissolved,

(2) In this section "cohabit" means to live
together under the repzesentation or appearance
of being married .

944.06 Incest. Whoever marries or has
nonmarital sexual intercourse with a person he
knows is a blood relative and such relative is in
fact related in a degree within which the mar-
riage of the parties is prohibited by the law of
this state may be imprisoned not more than 10
years .

(2) Whoeverr requires, as a condition to the
purchase of periodicals; that a retailer accept
material known by the distributor to be lewd,
obscene or indecent may be fined not more than
$5,000 or imprisonednot more than 5 years or
both ..

944.22 Possess ion of lewd , obscene or
indecent matter. Whoever knowinglyy has in
his possession any lewd, obscene or indecent
written matter or a lewd, obscene or indecent
picture may be fined not more than $1,000 or
imprisoned in the county jail not more than one
year or both .

944 .23 Making lewd , obscene or inde-
cent drawings. Whoever makes any lewd, ob-
scene or indecent drawing or writing in any
public place may be fined not more than $100
or imprisoned not more than 60 days or both..

944.25 Exposing minors to harmful mate -
rials., (1) DEFINITIONS, In this section:

(a) "Minor" means any person under the age
of 18 years.

(b) "Nudity" means the showing of the hu-
man male or female genitals,, pubic area or but-
tocks with less than a full opaque' covering, or
the showing of the female brest with less than a

(c) "Sexual conduct" means acts of masturba-
tion, homosexuality, sexual intercourse or physi-
cal contact with a person'ss clothed or unclothed
genitals, pubic area, buttocks or, if such person
is a female, breast.

(d) "Sexual excitement" means the condition
of human male or female genitals when in a state
of sexual . stimulationn or arousal

(e) "Sadomasochistic abuse" means flagella-
tion or torture by or upon a person clad in un-
dergarments, a mask or bizarre costume, or the
condition of being fettered, bound or otherwise
physically restrained on the part of one so
clothed'

(f) "Harmful to minors" means that quality of
any description or representation, in whatever
form; of nudity, sexual conduct, sexual excite-
ment, or sadomasochistic abuse, when it:

944.20' Lewd and lascivious behavior .
Whoever does any of the following may be fined
not more than $500 or imprisoned not more
than one year in county jail or both :

(1) Commitss an indecent act of'sexual gratifi-
cation with another with knowledge that they
are in the presence of others; or

(2) Publicl y and indecen t ly exposes a sex or-
gan;, oI

(3) Openly cohabits and associates with a per-
son he knows is, not his spouse under circum-
stances that imply sexual intercourse, .

944 .21 Lewd, obscene or indecent mat -
ter, pictures and performances . (1) Whoever
intentionally does any of the following mayy be
fined not more than $5,000 or, imprisoned not
more than 5 years or both :

(a) Imports, prints, advertises, sells, has in his
possession for sale, or publishes, exhibits, or
transfers commercially any lewd, obscene or in-
decent written matter', picture, sound recording,
or film; or
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944 . 12 . Enticing a child for immorall pur-
poses. Any person 18 years of age or over,
who, withh intent to commit a crime against sex-
ual morality, persuades or entices any child un-
der 18 years of age into any vehicle, building,
room or secluded place may be imprisoned not
more than 10 .,years .. .

SEXUAL CRIMES BETWEEN ADULTS
WITH CONSENT .

944 . 15 Fornication. Whoever has sexual in-
tercourse with a person not his spouse may be
fined not more than $200 or imprisoned not
more than 6 months or both

944.16 Adultery. Either of the following
may be fined not more than $1,000 or impris-
oned not more than 3 ,years or, both :

(1) A married person who has sexual inter-
course with a person not his spouse; of

(2) A person who has sexual intercourse with
a person who is married to another .

944.17 Sexual perversion. Whoever does
either of the following may be fined not more
than $500 or, imprisoned not more than 5 years
or both :

(1) Commits an abnormal act of sexual gratifi-
cation involving the sex organ of one person and
the mouth or anus of another; or

(2) Commits an act of sexual gratification in-
volving his sex organ and the sex organ, mouth
or anus of an animal .

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(b)' Allege that such material is harmful to
minors;
(c) Designate as respondents and list the

namesand addresses, if' known, of any person in
this state preparing, selling or commercially dis-

(2) or (10), or is the subject of a pending
proceeding instituted under sub . (2) or (10) .

(h) "Knowledge of the minor's age" means :
1. Knowledge or information that the person

2. Reason to know, or a belief or ground forr

belief which warrants further inspection or in-
quiry of the age of the minor .

(i) "Person" means any individual, partner-
ship, firm, association, corporation or other le-
gal entity.

(j) "Harmful material" means:
1 . Any picture, photograph, drawing, sculp-

ture, motion picture film, or similar visual repre-
sentation or image of a person or portion of the
human body which depicts nudity, sexual con-
duct or sadomasochistic abuse, and which is
harmful to minors, or

2. Any book, pamphlet, magazine, printed
matter however' reproduced, or sound recording
which contains any matter enumerated in subd .
1, or explicit-and detailed verbal descriptions or
narrative accounts of sexual excitement, sexual
conductt or sadomasochistic abuse,, and which,
taken as a whole, is harmful to minors..

(2) COMMENCEMENT OF CIV I L . PROCEEDING . .
Whenever the attorney general or a district at-
torney has reasonable cause to believe that any
person is engaged in selling or exhibiting harm-
ful material to minors, or may become engaged
in selling or exhibiting harmful material to mi-
nors, the attorney general or, the district attor-
ney forr the county in which such material is
offered for salee or exhibition shall institute an
actionn in the circuitt court for that county for
adjudication of the question of whether' such
material is harmful to minors,
(3)FILING-AND FORM OF COMPLA INT. The

action- under sub .. (2) shall be commenced by
the filingg of a complaint to which shall be at-
tached as an exhibit a true copy of the allegedly
harmful material . The complaint shall :

(a) Be directed against such material by name
or description ;
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shall be rendered by the court within 2 days of
the conclusion of the trial.

eral welfare of minors in thiss state will result
before notice can be served : and a hearing had
thereon, Every temporary restraining order, shall
be endorsed with the datee and hour of issuance ;
shall be filed forthwith in the clerk's office and
entered of record; shall define the ,injury and
state why it is irreparable and why the order was
granted without notice; and shall expire by its
own terms. within such time after entry, not to
exceed 3 days, as the court fixes unless within
the time so fixed the respondent against whom
the order, is directed consents that it may be
extended for` a longer period . If a restraining
order is granted `without notice, 'a motion for a
preliminary injunction shall be set down for
hearing within 2 days after the granting of such
order and shall take precedence over all matters
except older matters of the same character ; and
when the motion comes on for hearing, the at-
torney general or the district attorney shall'pxo-
ceed with the applicationn for, a preliminary in-
