CHAPTER 172

172.01 Animals not to run at large. No
stallion over onee year old, nor bull over, six
months old, nor boar', nor ram, nor Billy goat
over four months old shall run at large ; and if
the owner or keeper'- shall, for any reason, suffer
any such animal so to do he shall forfeit five
dollars to the person taking it up and be liable
in addition for al l damages done by such animal
while so at large, although he escapes without
the fault of such owner or keeper; . and the con-
struction of any fence enumerated in section
90 02 shall not relieve such owner or keeper
from liability for' any damage committed by an
animal of the enumerated class upon the in-
closed premises of an adjoining owner' .

172 .015 Livestock on highways ; penalty.
No livestock. shall run at large on a highway at
any time except to go from one farm parcel to
another : . . If the owner or keeper r of livestock
knowingly permits livestockk so to do and after
notice by any peace officer fails to remove such
livestock from the, highway, he may be fined not
exceeding $200.

The own-
er or person entitled to the. possession of the
animal,, at any timee within 90 days afterr such
notice is filed with the municipal clerk, : may
have the animal restored to him upon: proving
his right thereto and paying all lawful charges
incurred.. If the claimant' and the finder cannot
agree as to the amount of"the charges or for the
use of the animal either party upon notice to the
other may apply to the town chairman, village
president or city mayor or manager of the mu-
nicipality to settle the same, who for that pur-
pose may examine witnesses' on oath Any
amount found due to the finder over the value
of the use of such animal, together' with the
costs of such adjudication, shalll be a lien upon
the animal .
