COMPACT FOR EDUCATION . .
Article I : Purpose and Policy .

(A) It is the purpose of this compact to :
1, Establish and maintain close co-operation

and understanding among executive, legislative,
professional educational and lay leadership on a
nationwide basis at the state and local levels .

2. Provide a forum for the discussion,
development, crystallization and recommenda-
tion of public policy alternatives in the field of
education.

3 . Provide a clearinghouse of information on
matters relating, to educational problems and
how they are being met in different places
throughout the nation, so that the executive and
legislative branches of state government and of
local communities may have ready access to the
experience and record of the entire country, and
so that both lay and professional groups in the
field of education may have additional avenues
for the sharing of'experience and the interchange
of ideas in the formation of public policy in
education .

4, Facilitate the improvement of state and
local educational systems so that all of them will
be able to meet adequate and desirable goals in a
society which requires continuous qualitative
and quantitative advance in educational oppor-
tunities, methods and facilities .

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(B) The members of ' the commission shall be
entitled to one vote each on the commission .. No
action of ' the commission shall be binding unless
taken at a meeting at which a majority of the
total number of votes on the commission are cast
in favor thereof , Action of' the commission shall
be only at a meeting at which a majority of the
commissioners are present .

(G) The commission may accept for, any of its
pur poses and functions under this compact any
and all donations and grants of money,
equipment, ', supplies, materials and services,
conditional or otherwise, from any state, the
United States, or any other governmental
agency, or from any person, firm, association,
foundation or corporation, and may receive,
utilize and dispose of ' the same.. Any donation or
giant accepted by the commission pursuant to
this paragraph or ' services borrowed pursuant to
paragraph (F) of' this article shall be reported in
the annual report of the commission . . Such report
shall include the nature, amount and conditions,

and administration of educational systems and
institutions in a manner- which will accord with
the needs and advantages of diversity among
localities and states . .

(C) The party states recognize that each of
them has an interest in the quality and quantity
of education f 'ur Wished in each of ' the other states,
aswell as in the excellence of its own educational
systems and institutions, because of the highly
mobile character of individuals within the
nation, and because the products and services
contributing to the health, welfare and economic
advancement of each state are supplied in
significant part by persons educated in other
states .

Article II . State Defined
As used in this compact, "state" means a

state, territory, or possession of the United
States, the District of Columbia, or the
commonwealth of Puerto Rico . .

Article III . The Commission .
(A) The education commission of the states,

hereinafter called "the commission", is hereby
established . The commission shall consist of 7
members representing each party state .. One of
such members shall be governor ; 2 shall be
members of the state legislature selected by its
respectivee houses and serving in such manner as
the legislature may determine; and 4 shall be
appointed by and serve at the pleasure of' the
governor; unless the laws of the state otherwise
provide.

Such commis-
sioners shall represent leading national organi-
zations of professional educators or persons

Article VI . Committees .
(A) To assist in the expeditious conduct of its

business when the full commission is not
meeting, the commission shall elect a steering
committee of 32 members which, subject to the
provisions of this compact and consistent with
the policies of the commission, shall be
constituted and function as provided in the
bylaws of the commission .. One-fourth of the
voting membership of the steering committee
shall consist of governors, one-fourth shall
consist of legislators, and the remainder shall
consist of other ' members of the commission . . A
federal cepsesentative on the commission may
serve with the steering committee, but without
vote . . The voting members of the steering
committee shall serve for terms of '2 years, except
that members elected to the first steering
committee of' the commission shall be elected as
follows : 15 for one year ' and 15 for 2 years ..
