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SUBCHAPTER I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

48.01 Title and legisiative purpose. (1)
This chapter may be cited as “The Children’s
Code”.  This chapter shall ‘be. interpreted to
effectuate . the following express legislative
purposes: .

(a) To provrde judicial and* other procedures
through which children and all dJther interested
parties are assured fair hearings and their con-
stitutional and other legal rights are recognized
and enforced, while protecting the public safety.

“(b) To provide for the care, protection and
wholesome mental and physical development of
children, preservmg the umty of -the family
whenever possible.”

(©) Consistent with: the protectlon of the
public interest, to remove from children com-
mitting' delinquent acts: the consequences of
criminal behavior and to substitute therefore a
program of supervision, care and rehabilitation.

(d) To divert children from the juvenile

justice system to the extent this. is consistent

with protection of childrenand the public safety.

(e) To respond to children’s needs for caré
and treatment through community-based pro-
grams and to keep- children in therr homes
whenever possible.

(f) To assure that children pending adoptrve
homes will be placed in the best ‘homes available
and protected from adoptron by persons unfit to
have respon51brlrty for raising children.

(g) To provide children in the state w1th
permanent and stable family relatlonshrps The
courts and agencies responsrble for child welfare
should assist parents‘in changing any circum-
stances in the home which might harm the child
or which may requlre the chrld to be placed’y
outside the home: »

(2) T his chapter shall be liber: ally construed
to effect the objectives contained in this section.
The best interests of the child shall always be of
paramount consideration, but the court shall
also consider the interest of the parents or
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guardian of the child and the interests of the

public.

48.02 Definitions. In thlS chapter, unless
otherwise defined:

(1) “Adult” means a person who is 18 years
of age or older.

(2) “Child” means a person who is less than
18 years of age.

(2m) “Court”, when used w1th0ut further -

qualelcatlon means the court assigned to exer-
cise jurisdiction under this chapter. - v

(3) “Court intake worker” means any person
designated to provxde intake services under s.
48.067.

(3m) “Delinquent’ means a Chlld who is less
than 18 years of age and 12 years of age or older
who has violated any state or federal criminal
law; except as provided in ss. 48.17 and 48.18.

(4) “Department” means the department of
health and social services.

(5) “Developmentally disabled” means hav-
ing a developmental dlsablhty, as defined in s.
51.01 (5). ,

(6) “Foster home” means any facility oper-
ated by a person required to be licensed by s.
48.62 that provides care and maintenance for no
more ‘than 4 children unless all children are
siblings..

(7) “Group home” means any facility opeI-
ated by a person required to be licensed by the
department under s. 48.625 for the care and
maintenance of 5 to & children.

-(8) “Guardian ad litem” means a lawyer
admitted to practice in this state who is ap-
pointed to protect the interest of the child or an
incompetent in a particular court proceeding.

{9) “Guardian” means the person.natied by
the - court -having the duty and authority of
guardianship.

(10) “Judge”, if used w1thout further quali-
fication, means the judge of the court assigned
to exercise jurisdiction under this chapter.

{(11) “Legal custodlan” means a person,
other than a parent or guardian, or an agency to
whom legal custody of the child has been trans-
ferred by a court, but does not include a person
who has only physical custody of the child.
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(12) “Legal custody” means a legal status
created by the order of a court, which confers
the right and duty to protect, train and discipline
the child, and to provide food, shelter, legal
services, education and ordinary medical and
dental care, subject to the rights, duties and
responsibilities of the guardian of the child and
subject to any existing parental rights and re-
sponsibilities and the provisions of any court
order.

(13) “Parent” means either a biological par-
ent, a husband who has consented to the artifi-
cial insemination of his wife unders. 891.40, or a
parent by adoption. If the child is born out of
wedlock but not subsequently legitimated or
adopted, “parent” includes a person adjudged in
a judicial proceeding to be the biological father.
“Parent” does not include any person whose
parental rights have been terminated.

NOTE: Sub. (13) is shown as amended by chapter 352, laws
of 1979, effective July 1, 1981. Chapter 352 added: “a hus-
band ‘who has consented to the artificial insemination of his
wife under s, 891.40”.

(14) “Physical custody” means actual cus-
tody of the person in the absence of a court order
granting legal custody to the physical custodian.

(15) “Relative” means a parent, grandpar-
ent, stepparent, brother, sister, first cousin,
nephew, niece, uncle or aunt. This relationship
may be by consanguinity or direct affinity.

(16) “‘Secure detention facility” means a
locked facility- approved by the department
under s. 46.16 for the secure, temporary holding
in custody of children.

(17) “Shelter care facility” means a non-
secure place of temporary care and physical
custody for children, licensed by the department
under s. 48.66.

(18) “Trial” means a fact-finding hearing to
determine jurisdiction.

48.023 Guardianship. A person appointed
by the court to bé the guardian of a child under
this chapter has the duty and authority to make
important decisions in matters having a perma-
nent effect on the life and development of the
child and the duty to be concerned about the
child’s general welfare, including but not limited
to:

(1) The authority to consent to marriage,
enlistment in the U.S. armed forces, major
medical, psychiatric and surgical treatment, and
obtaining a motor vehicle operator’s license.

(2) The authority to represent the child in
legal actions and make other decisions of sub-
stantial legal significance concerning the child
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but not the authority to deny the child the
assistance of counsel as required by this chapter.
(3) The right and duty of reasonable visita-
tion of the child.
(4) The rights and responsibilities of legal
custody except when legal custody has been

vested in another person

48.025 Declaration of paternal interest in
matters affecting children. (1) Any person
claiming to be the father of a child born out of
wedlock and not subsequently legitimated or
adopted ‘may, in accordance with procedures
under this section, file with the department a
declaration of his interest in matters affecting
such child.

(2) Thedeclaration provided in sub. (1) may
be filed at any time except after a termination of
the natural father’s rights under subch. VIII.
The declar ftlon shall be in writing, signed by the
person, flhng the declaration and shall contain
the person’s name and address; the namé and
last-known. address of the motheér, the month
and year of the birth or expected birth of the
child and . a statement that he has reason to
believe that he may be the father of the child.

(3) A copy of a declaration filed with the
department under sub. (1) shall be sent to the
mother at her last-known address. Nonreceipt
of such copy shall not affect the validity of the
declaration. The mother may send a written
response to the declaration to the department,
and the written:response shall be filed with the
declaration. Failure to send a written response
shall not constitute an admission of the state-
ments contained in the declaration.

" (4) Filing a declaration under this section
shall not extend parental rights to the person
filing such declaration.

48.03 - Time and piace of court; absence or
disability of judge; court of record. (1) The
judge of a court assigned to exercise jurisdiction
under this chapter shall set apart a time and
place to hold court on juvenile matters.

investigating and supervising cases by operating
a-children’s court center under the supervision of
a director who shall be appointed as provided in
5. 46.21 (4) under the laws governing civil
service in the county. The director is the chief
administrative officer of the center and of the
intake and probation sections and secure deten-
tion facilities of the center except as othérwise
provided in this subsection. The director is
charged ‘with administration of the personnel
and services of the sections and of the secure
detention facilities, and is responsible for super-
vising both the operation of the physical plant
and-the maintenance and improvement of the
buildings and grounds of the center. The center
shall include investigative services for all chil-
dren alleged to be in need of protection or
services to be provnded by the county depart-
ment of social services, and the services of an
assistant district attoiney or assistant corpora-
tion.counsel or both, who shall be assigned to the
center to provide investigative as well as legal
work in the cases.

48.07 Additional sources of court ser-
vices. If the county board has complied with s.
48.06, the court may obtain supplementary ser-
vices for investigating cases and providing su-
pervision -of cases from one or more of the
following sources:

The court may re-
quest. the services of the department for cases
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with special needs which cannot adequately be
provided by county services. ‘The department
may furnish such requested services, subject to
s.46.03 (18). When such services are requested
after January 1, 1980, the department shall
provide, from the approprratlon under s. 20.435
(2).(h), such services only to the extent that the
county provides funds to the, department equal
to the net cost the department will incur as a
result of providing the setvices requested and
only if 5.-46:26 does riot apply.

(2) LiCENSED CHILD WELFARE AGENCY. The
court may request the services of a child welfare
agency licensed under s. 48.60 in accordance
with procedures established by that agency. The
child welfare agency shall receive no compensa-
tion for these services but may be reimbursed
out of funds made available to the court for the
actual and necessary expenses incurred in the
performance of duties for the court.

(3) DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES IN
POPULOUS COUNTIES. In counties having a popu-
lation of 500,000 or more, the director of the
department of social services may be ordered by
the court to provide services for furnishing emer-
gency shelter care to any child whose need
therefor, either by reason of need of protection
and services-or delinquency, is determined by
the intake worker under s. 48.205. The court
may authorize the director to appoint members
of -the director’s department to .furnish emer-
gency shelter care services for the child. The
emergency- shelter care may be provided as

specified in s. 48.207.

48.10 Power of the judge to act as intake
worker. The duties of the intake worker may be
carried out from time to time by the judge at his
or her discretion, but if a recommendation to file
a petition is made, a citation is issued or an
informal disposition is entered info, the judge

3, The child is committing or has committed
an-act which is a violation of a state or federal
criminal law;

4, The child has run away from his or her
parents; guardian or legal or physical custodian;

5.Fhe child is suffering from illness or injury
or is’in immediate danger from his or her
surroundings and removal from those surround-
ings is necessary;

6."The ¢hild has violated the terms of court-
ordered supervision or aftercare supervision ad-
ministered by the department;

7. The child has violated the conditions of an
order under s. 48.21 (4) or the conditions of an
order for temporary physical custody by an
intake worker; or

8. The child has violated a civil law or a local
ordinance. punishable by a forfeiture, provided
that in any such case the child shall be released
as soon as reasonably possible under s. 48.20
(2).

(2) When a child is taken into physical
custody as provided in this section, the person
taking the child into custody shall immediately
attempt to notify the parent, guardian and legal
custodian of the child by the most practical
means. The person taking the child into custody
shall continue such -:attempt until the parent,
guardian and legal custodian of the child are
notified, or the child is delivered to an intake
worker under s. 487.20' (3), whichever: occurs
first. If the child is delivered to the intake
worker before the parent, guardian and legal
custodian are notified, the intake worker, or
another person at his or her direction, shall
continue the attempt to notify until the parent,
guardian and legal" custodlan of the child are
notified.

3) Takmg into custody is not an arrest
except for the purpose of determining whether
the. takmg into custody or the obtaining of any

evidence is lawful.

(a) The child’s parent, guardian or legal
custodian or, if the parent, guardian or legal
custodian is unavailable, unwilling or unable to
provide supervision for the child, may release
the child to a responsible adult, and verbally
counsel or warn as may be appropriate, or, in the
case of a child 15 years of age or older, may
release the child without immediate adult super-
vision, counseling or warning the child as may be
appropriate; or

(b) In the case of a runaway child, may
release the child to a2 home authorized under s.
48.227.

(3) If the child is released under sub. (2), the
person who took the child into custody shall
immediately notify the child’s parent, guardian
and legal custodian of the time and circum-
stances of the release and the person, if any, to
whom the child was released. If the child is not
released under sub. (2), the person who took the
child into custody shall arrange in a manner
determined by the court and law enforcement
agencies for the child to be interviewed by the
intake worker under s. 48.067 (2); and shall
make a statement in writing with supporting
facts of the reasons why the child was taken into
physical custody and shall give any child 12
years of age or older a copy of the statement in
addition to giving a copy to the intake worker.
When the intake interview is not done in person,
the report may be read to the intake worker.

(4) If the child is believed to be suffering
from a serious physical condition which requires
either prompt diagnosis or prompt treatment,
the person taking the child into physical cus-
tody, the intake worker or other. appropriate
person shall -deliver the child to a hospital as
defined in s. 50.33 (1) (a) and (c) or physi-
cian’s office.

(5) If the child is believed to be mentally ill,
drug dependent or developmentally disabled,
and exhibits conduct which constitutes a sub-
stantial probability of physical harm to the child
or to others, or a'very substantial probability of
physical 1mpaument or injury to the child exists
due to the impaired judgment of the child, and
the standards of s. 51.I5 are met, the person
taking the child into physical custody, the intake
worker or other appropriate person shall pro-
ceed under s. 51.15.

(8) If the child is believed to be an intoxi-
cated person who has threatened, attempted or
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inflicted physical harm on himself or herself or
on another and is likely to inflict such physical
harm unless committed, or is incapacitated by
alcohol, the person taking the child into physical
custody, the intake worker or other appropriate
person shall proceed under s. 51.45 (11).

(7) (2) When a child is interviewed by an
intake worker, the intake worker shall inform
any child possibly involved in a delinquent act of
his or her right to counsel and the right against
self-incrimination. If the child is alleged to be in
need of protection or services and is 12 years of
age or older, the intake worker shall inform the
child of his or her right to counsel.

" (b) The intake worker shall review the need
to hold the child in custody and shall make every
effort to release the child from custody under s.
48.205 and criteria promulgated under s. 48.06
(Dor(2). -

(c) The intake worker may release the child:

1. To a parent, guardian or legal custodian,
or, if the parent, guardian or legal custodian is
unavailable, unwilling or unable to provide su-
pervision for the child, release the child to a
responsible adult, counseling or warning the
child as may be appropriate, or, if a child is 15
years of age or older, release the child without
immediate adult supervision, counseling or

(d) If the child is released from custody, the
intake worker shall immediately notify the
child’s parent, guardian and legal custodian of
the time and circumstances of the release and

(8) The intake worker shall base his or her
decision to hold a child in custody on the criteria
specified in s. 48.205 and criteria promulgated
under s. 48.06 (1) or (2). If a child is held in
custody, the intaké worker shall notify the
child’s parent, guardian and legal custodian of
the reasons for holding the child in custody and
of the child’s whereabouts unless there is reason
to believe that notice would present imminent
danger to the child. The parent, guardian and
legal custodian shall also be notified of the time
and place of the detention hearing .required
under s. 48.21, the nature and possible conse-
quences of that hearing, the right to counsel
under s. 48.23 regardless of ab111ty to- pay, and
the right to present and cross-examine w1tnesses
at the hearing. If the parent, guardian or legal
custodian is not immediately available, the in-
take worker or another person designated by the
court shall provide notice as soon as possible.
Where the child is possibly invovled in a delin-

50.33 (1) (a)
and (c) or physician’s office if the child is held
under s. 48.20 (4).
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{h) A placelisted ins. 51.15 (3} if the child
is held under s. 48.20 (5).

(i) Anapproved public treatment facility for
emergercy treatment if the child is held unders.
48.20 (6).

(k) A facility under s. 48.58.

(2) If a facility listed in sub. (1) (b) to (k) is
used to hold children in custody, or if supervi-
sory services of a home detention program are
p10v1dcd to children held under sub. (1) (a), its
authorized rate shall be paid by the county for
the care of the child. If no authorized rate has
been established, a reasonable sum to be fixed
by the court shall be paid by the county for the
supervision or care of the child.

{3) A child placed in protective custody
under s, 48.981 may be held in a hospital, foster
home; relative’s home or other appropriate med-
ical or child welfare facility which is not used
primarily “for the detention of delinquent
children. :

48.208 ~Criteria for holding a child in a
secure detention facility. A child may be held
in a secute detention facility if the intake worker
determines that one of the following conditions
applies:

(1) Probable cause exists to believe that the
child has committed a delinquent act and either
presents a substantial risk of physical harm to
another person or a substantial risk of running
away as evidenced by a previous act or attempt
50 as to be unavailable for a court or revocation
hearing for children on departmental aftercare.
For children on departmental aftercare, the
delinquent act referred to in this section may be
the act for which the child was committed to a
secured correctional facility.

{2) Probable cause exists to believe that the
child is a fugitive from another state or has run
away from a secured correctional facility and
there has been- no reasonable opportumty to
return the child.

(3) The child consents in writing to being

held in order to protect him or her from an’

imminent physical threat from another and such
secure custody is ordered by the judge in a
protective order.

{4) Probable cause exists to believe that the
child, having been placed in nonsecure custody
by an intake worker under s. 48.207 or by the
judge or juvenile court commissioner under s.
48,21 (4); has run away or committed a delin-
quent ‘act and no ‘other suitable alternative
exists.

{5) Probable cause exists to believe that the
child has been adjudged or alleged to be delin-
quent and has run away from another county
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and would run away from nonsecure custody
pending his or her return. A child may be held in
secure custody under this subsection for no more
than 24 hours unless an extension of 24 hours is
ordered by the judge for good cause shown.

Only one extension may be ordered by the judge.

48.209 Criteria for holding a child in a
county jail. Subject to the provisions of s.
48.208, a county jail may be used as a secure
detention facility if the criteria undex either sub.

(a) The jail meets the standards for secure
detention facilities established by the
department;

(b) The child is held in a room separated and
removed from incarcerated adults;

(¢) The judge review$ the status of the child
every 3.days.

{2) The child presents a substantial risk of
physical harm to other persons in the secure
detention facility, as evidenced by previous acts
or attempts, which can only be avoided by
transfer to the jail. The provisions of sub. (1)
(a) to (e) shall be met. The child shali be given
a hearing and transferred only upon order of the
judge.

(8) The restrictions of this section do not
apply tothe use of jail for a child waived to adult

court.

48.21 Hearing for child in custody. (1)
HEARING; WHEN HELD. (a) If a child who has
been taken into custody is not released under s.
48.20, a hearing to determine whether the child
shall continue ‘to be held in custody under the
criteria of ss. 48.205 to 48.209 shall be con-
ducted by the judge or juvenile court commis-
sioner within 24 hours of the time the decision to
hold the child was made, excludmg‘Satuxdays,
Sundays and legal holidays. By the time of the
hearing a. petition under s. 48.25 shall be filed,
except that no petition need be filed where a
child is taken into custody under s. 48.19 (1)
(b) or (d) 2, 6 or 7 or where the child is a
runaway from another state, in which case a
written statement of the reasons for holding a
child in custody shall be substituted if the peti-
tion is not filed. If no hearing has been held
within 24 hours or if no petition or statement has
been filed at the time of the hearing, the child
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shall be released except as provided in par. (b).
A - parent not present at the hearing shall be
granted a rehearing upon request.

{b) If no petition has been filed by the time of
the hearing, a child may be held in custody with
approval of the judge or juvenile court commis-
sioner for an additional 48 hours from the time
of the hearing only if, as a result of the facts
brought forth at the hearing, the judge or juve-
nile court commissioner determines that proba-
ble cause exists to believe that the child is an
imminent danger to himself or herself or .io
others, or that probable cause exists to believe
that the parent, guardian or legal custodian of
the child or other respensible adult is unwilling
or unavailable to provide adequate supervision
and care, The extension may be granted only
once for any petition. In the event of failuré to
file a petition within the 48-hour extension pe-
riod provided for in this paragraph, the judge or
juvenile court commissioner shall order the
child’s immediate reiease from custody.

(2) PROCEEDINGS CONCERNING RUNAWAY
OR DELINQUENT CHILDREN. Proceedings con-
cerning a child who comes within the jurisdic-
tion of the court under s. 48.12 or 48.13 (7) or
(12) shall be conducted according to this
subsection.

(a) A child ‘held in a nonsecure place of
custody. may waive in writing.the hearing under
this section. After any waiver, a-hearing shall be
granted upon the request of the child or any
other interested party. Any child transferred to
asecure detention facility shall thereafter have a
hearing under this section.

“(b) A copy of the petition shall be given to the
child at or prior to the time of the hearing. Prior
notice of the hearing shall be given to the child’s
parent, guardian and legal custodian and to the
child in accordance with s. 48.20 (8).

() Prior to the commencement of the hear-
ing, the child shall be informed by the judge or
juvénile court commissioner: of the allegations
that have been or may be made, the nature and
possible consequences of this hearing as com-
pared to possible future hearings, the provisions
of 's: 48.18 if-applicable; the right to counsel
under s. 48.23 regardiess of ability to pay if the
child is not yet represented by counsel, the right
to remain silent, the fact that the silence may not
be adversely consider ed by the judge or juvenile
court commxssxoner the right to confront ‘and
Cross-examine w1tnesses and the nght to present
witnesses.

»(d) If the child is not repxesented by counsel
at-'the hearing and "the. child is continued in
custody as a result of the heéaring, the child may
fequest through counsel subsequently appointed
or retained or‘through a guardian ad litem that
the order to hold in custody be reheard. If the
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request is made, a rehearing shall take place as
soon as may be possible, Whether or not counsel
was present, any order to hold the child in
custedy shall be subject to rehearing for good
cause. ,

{3) PROCEEDINGS CONCERNING CHILDREN
IN NEED OF PROTECTION OR SERVICES. Proceed-
ings concerning a child who comes within the

jurisdiction of the court under s 48.13 (1) to

(5) or (8) to (11) shall be conducted according
to this subsection.

(a) The parent, gnardian or legal custodian
may waive the hearing under this section.
Agreement in‘writing of the child is required if
he or she is over 12, After any waiver, a hearing
shall be granted at the xequest of any mterested
party.

(b) If present at the hearing, a copy of the
petition shall.be given to the parent, guardian or
legal custodian, and to the child if he or sheis 12
years of age or older, before the hearing begins.
Prior notice of the hearing shall be given to the
child’s parent, guardian and legal custodian and
to the child if he or she is 12 years of age or older
in accordance with s. 48.20 (8).

(d) Prior to.the commencement of the hear-
ing, the parent, guardian or legal custodian shall
be informed by the court of the allegations that
have been made or may be made, the nature and
possible consequences of this hearing as com-
pared to possible future hearings, the right to
counsel under s. 48.23 regardless of ability to
pay, the right to confront and cross-examine
witnesses and the right to present witnesses.

“(e) If the parent, guardian or legal custodian
or the child is not represented by counsel at the
hearing and the child is continued in custody as
a result of the hearing, the parent, guardian,
legal ‘custodian or child may request ‘through
counsel subsequently appointed or retained or
through a guardian ad litem that the order to
hold the chiid in custody be reheard: If the
request is made, a rehearing shall take place as
soon as may be possible, Any order to hold the
child in custody shall be subject to rehearing for
good cause, whether or not counsel was present.

(4) CONTINUATION OF CUSTODY. If:the
judge or juvenile court commissioner finds that
the child should be. continued in custody under
the criteria of s. 48,205, he or she shall enter one
of the following orders: :

(a) Place the child with a parent, guardian,
legal custodian or otlier responsible person and
may impose reasonable. restrictions on the

(4) (a) on conditions
specified ‘in, this section may at any time be
amended, with notice, so as to return the child to
another form of custody for failure to conform to
the conditions originally imposed. A child may
be transferred to secure custody if he or she
meets the criteria of s. 48.208,

(7} INrORMAL DISPCSITION. If the judge or
juvenile court commissioner détermines that the
best interests of the child and the public are
served, he or she may enter a'consent decree
under s. 48.32 or order the petition dismissed
and refer the matter to the intake worker for
informal d1spos1t10n in. accordance with s.

(1) (a)
The county board of one county may establish a
secure detention facility or a shelter care facility
or both or 2 or more counties may join together
and establish-a secure detention facility or a
shelter care facility or both in accordance with
ss. 46,16 and 46.20. ‘

(b) In counties having a population of less
than 500,000, the policies of the secure deten-
tion facility or shelter- caie  facility shall be
determined by the judge of the court assigned to
exercise jurisdiction undei- this chapter with the
approval-of the chief judge of the judicial admin-
istrative district or;:in the case of a secure
detention facility or sheiter care facility estab-
lished by 2 or more counties, by a committee of
the judges of the courts-in the- participating
counties assigned 'to exercise jurisdiction under
this chapter with the approval of the chief ]udge
of the judicial administrative district.

(c) In courties  having a population of
500,000. .or ‘more; the nonjudicial ‘operational
policies of the seciire detention facility and the
detention section of the children’s court center
shall be~establishéd by -the.county ‘board of
public welfare as specified in's.'48.06 (1), and
the execution thereof shall be the responsibility
of the director of the children’s court center.
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{2) (a) Plans for the secure detention facil-
ity, juvenile portion of the county jail or shelter
care facility shall be approved by the depart-
ment. The department shall adopt rules estab-
lishing minimum requirements for the approval
of the operation of secure detention facilities
and the juvenile portion of county jails. The
plans and rules shall be designed to protect the
health, safety and welfare of the children in
these facilities.

(b) If the department approves, the secure
detentionlfaei/iity may be a part of a public
building in which there is 4 jail or other facility
for the detention of adults if it is so physically
segregated from the jail or other facility that it
may be entered without passinig through areas
where adults are confined and that children
detained in the facility cannot communicate
with or view adults confined therein.

(¢) A shelter facility shall not be in the same
building as a facility for the detention of adults
and shall be used for the temporary care of
children.

{3) (a) In counties having a population of
less than 500,000, public secure detention facili-
ties and public shelter care facilities shall be in
the charge of a superintendent. The judge of the
court assigned to exercise jurisdiction under this
chapter with the approval of the chief judge of
the judicial administrative district or, where 2 or
more counties operate joint public secure deten-
tion facilities or public shelter care facilities, the
committee of judges of the courts assigned to
exercise jurisdiction under this chapter with the
approval of the chief judge of the judicial admin-
istrative district shall appoint the superintend-
ent and other necessary personnel for the care
and education of the children in secure detention
or shelter care facilities, subject to civil service
regulations in counties having civil service.

(b) In counties having a population of
500,000 or more, the director of the children’s
court center under the direction of the county
board of pubhc welfare as specified in s. 48.06
(1) shall ‘be in charge of and responsible for
public secure- detention facilities, the secure
detention section of the center and the personnel
assignéd ‘to this section, including ‘a detention
supervisor or superintendent. The director of
the: children’s court center may also serve ‘as
superintendent of detention if the county board
of supervisors so- deterinines.

{5) A county board; or 2 or more county
boards jointly, may contract with privately oper-
ated sheltér care facilities or ‘home detention
prograis for purchase of services.: The county
board may delégate this authority. to county
social services departments.
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{8) (a) On or after July 1, 1978, a county
shall be reimbursed by the state for 50% of the
per capita cost of care of the children who are in
a shelter care facility. Reimbursement shall be
limited to the first 20 days of care per episode
and -shall not exceed $15 per day. Payments
shall be made from the appropriation under s.
20.435 (2) (c).

(b) Eligibility for state reimbursement under
par. (a) shall be subjeét to the following
conditions:

1. A plan demonstrating the need for shelter
caiein that location and the need for the number
of beds proposed, and outlining specific methods
for the reduction of the number of children held
in jail or détention shall be submitted to and
approved by the'department;

" 2. The facility shall be licensed under s. 48.66;

3. The county in which the facility is located
shall have a 24-hour-a-day screening service for
all children taken into custody;

* 4,'The facility may not receive any other form
of federal or state reimbursement for the per
capita cost of care of children in the shelter care
portion of the facility’s program.

{7) No person may establish a shelter care
facility without first obtaining a license under s.

48.66.

48.227 Runaway homes. (1) Nothing con-
tained in this section. prohibits a-home licensed
under s. 48.48 or 48.75 from providing housing
and services to a runaway child with the consent
of the child and the consent of the child’s parent,
guardian or legal custodian, under the supervi-
sion of a county social services agency, a child
welfare agency or the department. When the
parent, guardian or legal custodian and the child
both consent to the provision of these services
and the child has not been taken into custody, no
hearing as described in this section is required.

(2) Any person who operates a home under
sub. (1) and licensed under s. 48.48 or 48.75,
when engaged in sheltering a runaway child
without the consent of the child’s parent, guard-
ian or. legal custodian, shall notify the intake
worker of the presence of the child in the home
within 12 hours. The intake worker shall notify
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the parent, guardian and legal custodian as soon
as possible of the child’s presence in that home,
A hearing shall be held under sub. (4). The
child shall not be removed from the home except
with the approval of the court under sub. (4).
This subsection does not prohibit the parent,
guardian or legal custodian from conferring
with the child or the person operating the home.

{3} For runaway children who have been
taken into custody and then released, the judge
may, with the agreement of the persons operat-
ing the homes, designate homes licensed under
s5..48.48 and 48.75 as places for the temporary
care and housing of such children. If the parent,
guardian or legal custodian refuses to consent,
the person taking the child into custody o1 the
intake worker may release the child to one of the
homes designated under this section; however, a
hearing shall be held under sub. (4). The child
shall nat be removed from the home except with
the approval of the court under sub. (4). This
subsection does not prohibit the parent, guard-
ian, or legal custodian from conferring with the
child or the person operating the home.

(8) (a) If the child’s parent, guardian or
legal custodian does not consent to the tempo-
rary care and housing of the child at the run-
away home as provided under sub. (2) or (3),a
hearing shall be held on the issue by the judge or
juvenile court commissioner within 24 hours of
the time that the child entered the runaway
home, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal
holidays.. The intake worker shall notify the
child and the child’s parent, guardian or legal
custodian of the time, place and purpose of the
hearing.

(b) If, in addition to jurisdiction under par.
(c), the court has jurisdiction over the child
under ss. 48.12 to 48.14, excluding s. 48.14 (8),
a hearing may be held under s. 48.21.

{c) For the purposes of this section, the court
has jurisdiction over a runaway child only to the
extent that it may hold the hearings and make
the orders provided in this section.

(d) At the hearing, the child, the child’s
parent, guardian or legal custodian and a repre-
sentative of the runaway home may present
evidence, cross-examine and confront witnesses
and be represented by counsel or guardian ad
litem.

(e) At the conclusion of the hearing, the
court may order: ‘ ‘

1. ‘That the child be released to his or her
parent, guardian or legal custodian; or

2. That, with the consent of the child and the
runaway home, the child remain in the care of
the runaway home for a period of not more than
20 days. Without further proceedings, the child
shall be released whenever the child .indicates,
either by statement or conduct, that he or she

wishes to leave the home or whenever the run-
away home withdraws its consent. During this
time period not to exceed 20 days ordered by the
court, the child’s parent, guardian or legal custo-
dian may not remove the child from the home
but may confer with the child or with the person
operating the home.

DREN' TO LEGAL REPRESENTATION. Children
subject to proceedmgs under this chapter shall
be afforded legal representation as follows:

shall be represénted by counsel at all stages of
the pxoceedings but a child 15 years of age or
older miay waive counsel provided the court is
gatisfied such waivér is knowingly and volim-
tarily made and the court accepts the waiver. If
the waiver is accepted, the court may not trans-+
fer legal custody of the child to the subunit of the
department administering corrections for place-
ment in a secured correctional facility or trans-
fer_jurisdiction over the child to adult court.

(b) L If a child is alleged to be in need of
protection or services under s. 48.13, the child
miay be represented by counsel at the discretion
of ‘the court. Except as provided in subd. 2, a
child 15 years of age or older may waive counsel
if the court is satisfied such waiver is knowingly
and voluntarily made and the court accepts the
waiver.

2. If the petition is contested, the court may
not place the child outside his or her home unless
the child is represented by counsel at the fact-
finding hearing and subsequent proceedings. If.
the petition is not contested, the court may not
place the child outside his or her home unless the
child is represented by‘ counsel at the hearing at
which the placement is made. For a child under
12 years of age, the judge may appoint a guard-
ian ad litem m_stead of counsel.

(¢) Any child subject to the jurisdiction of
the court assigned to exercise jurisdiction under
this chapter under s. 48.14 (5) shall be repre-
sented by counsel. No waiver of counsel may be
accepted by the court.
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(d) If a child is the subject of a proceeding
involving a contested adoption or the invelun-
tary termination of parental rights, the court
shall appoint legal .counsel or a guardian ad
litem for the child.

(2) RIGHI OF PARENTS TO COUNSEL. (a)
Whenever a child is alleged to be in need of
protection -or services under s. 48.13, or is the
subject of -a proceeding involving -a contested
adoption or the involuntary termination of pa-
rental rights, any parent under 18 years of age
who appears before: the ‘court shall be repre-
sented by counsel; but nosuch parent may waive
counsel. A’ minor .parent petitioning for the
voluntary termination of parental rights shall be
represented by a guardian ad litem. If a proceed-
ing involves a contested adoption-or the involun-
tary termination. of parental rights, any parent
18 years old or, older who appears before the
court shall be represented by counsel; but the
parent may waive counsel provided the court is
satisfied such waiver is knowmgly and volun-
tarily made. .

(b) If a petition under s. 48 13 is contested,
no child may be placed outside his or her home
unless the nonpetitioning parent is represented
by counsel at the fact-finding hearing and subse-
quent proceedings. If the petition is not con-
tested, the child may not be placed outsidé his or
her home unless the nornpetitioning parent is
represented by counsel at the hearing at which
the placement .is made. However; the parent
may waive counsel if the court is satisfied such
waiver is knowingly and voluntarily made and
the court may place the child outside the home
even though the- parent was not rcprescntcd by
counsel..

(3) POWER OF THE COURT TO REQUIRE REP-
RESENTATION AND APPOINT ‘GUARDIANS AD LE
TEM. At any time, upon request or on its own
motion, the court may appoint a guardian ad
litem for the child or ary party and may appoint
counsel for the child or any ‘party, unléss the
child or the party has or wishes to retam counsel
of his or “her own choosmg ‘

(3m) GUARDIANS AD LITEM OR COUNSEL FOR
ABUSED OR NEGLECTED CHILDREN. The court,
shall appoint counsel for any child alleged to be
in need of protection or services under s. 48.13
(3), (10) and (11), except that if the child is.
less than 12 years of age.the court may appoint a
guardian ad litem instead of counsel. = The
guardian ad litem or counsel for the child shall
not be the same as counsel for any party or any
governmental or social agency mvolved

(4) PROVIDING COUNSEL. In any situation
under-this section in which a child has a right to
be represented by counsel or is provided counsel
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at the discretion of the court, except for situa-
tions arising under sub. (2) where the child
entitled to representation is a parent; and coun-
sel is not knowingly and voluntarily waived; and
it appears that the child is unable to afford
counsel in full, or the child so indicates: the court
shall refer the child to the authority for indi-
gency determinations specified under s. 977.07
(1).In any situation under sub. (2) in which a
parent is entitled to representation by counsel;
counsel is not knowingly and voluntarily waived;
and it appears that the parent is unable to afford
counsel in full, or the parent so indicates; the
court shall refer the parent to the authority for
indigency . determinations specified under s.
971.07 (1). The court may appoint a guardian
ad litem in'any appropriate matter. In any other
situation under this section in which a person
has a right to be represented by counsel or
guardian ‘ad litem or is provided counse! or
guardian ad litem at the discretion of the court,
competent and independent counsel or guardian
ad litem shall be provided and reimbursed in any
manner suitable to the court regardless of the
person’s ability to pay.

. {5) COUNSEL OF OWN CHOOSING. Regardless
of any provision of this section, any party is
entitled to retain counsel of his or her own
choosing at his or her own expense in any
proceeding under this chapter.

(6) DEeriNiTiON. For the purposes of this
section, “counsel” means an attorney acting as
adversary counsel who shall advance and protect
the legal rights of the party represented, and
who may not act as guardian ad litem for any
party.in the same proceeding.

48.235 ' Guardian ad litem. A guardian ad
litem . appointed. under this chapter shall be
appointed under s. 879.23. On order of the
court, the guardian ad litem shall be allowed
reasonable .compensation to be paid by the
county in which the proceeding is held. The
guardian ad litem has none of the rights of a
general guardian. No person who is an inter-
ested party in a proceeding, appears as counsel
in a proceeding on behalf of any party, or is a

(4) If the intake worker determines as a
result of the intake inquiry that the case should
be subject to an informal disposition, or should
be closed, the intake worker shall so proceed. If
a petition has been filed, informal disposition
may not occur or a case may not be closed unless
the petition is withdrawn by the district attor-
ney, corporation counsel or other official speci-
fied in s. 48.09, or. is dismissed by the judge

(5) The intaké worker shall recommend that
apetition be filed;enter into an informal disposi-
tion or close the case within 40 days or sooner of
receipt of referral information.

SUBCHAPTER VI
- DISPOSITION

48.33  Court reports. Before the disposition
of cases of children-adjudged to be delinquent or
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inneed of protection or services an agency under
s. 48.069 designated by the judge shall submit a
report as specified in this section to the judge.
The report shall recommend a plan of rehabili-
tation or treatment and care which employs the
least restrictive means necessary to accomplish
the purpose. The report may be presented orally
at the dispositional hearing if all the parties
consent to an oral report and if the report does
not recommend placement of the child outside
the child’s home or outside the child’s present
placement, If an oral report is made, a record of
the report shall be transcribed and shall be made
a part of the court record. The report shall
include: '

(1) The social history of the child.

(2) A statement of the objectives of the
rehabilitation or treatment and care to be pro-
vided including desirable behavior changes and
academic, social and vocational skills to be
achieved.

(3) The identity of the agency or person
recommended to be made primarily responsible
for provision of services mandated by the judge
and the identity of the proposed legal custodian
if custody is to be transferred to effect the
treatment plan. ’

(4) If placement outside the child’s home is
recommended, substantiation that care and ser-
vices that would permit the child to remain at
home have been investigated and considered and
are not-available or likely to become available
within a reasonable time to meet the needs of the
child or, if available, why such services are not
appropriate. - ‘Specifically,  the . report shall
describe:

(a) What alternatives to the plan are
available; ;

(b) What alternatives have been explored;
and ‘

(c) Why the explored alternatives are not
appropriate.

(5) If placement outside the child’s home is
recommended, the name of the place or facility
where the child shall be cared for or treated
except that in the case of individual foster home
treatment where the name and address of the
foster parent is not available at the time of the
report, that information shall be furnished to the
court and the child’s parent within 21 days of the
court order. If after a hearing on theissue held
with: due notice to the parent or guardian, the
judge finds that disclosure of the identity of the
foster parent would result in imminent danger to
the child or to the foster parent, the judge may
order the name and address of the foster parent
withheld from the parent or guardian.
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{6) If placement more than 60 miles away
from the child’s home is recommended, docu-
mentation that placement within 60 miles of the
child’s home is either unavailable or inappropri-

ate for the child.

(8) If the judge finds that no other court
services or alternative services are needed or
appropriate it may impose a maximum forfeit-
ure of $50 based upon a-determination that this
disposition is in the best interest of the child and
in aid of rehabilitation, except that the court
may raise the maximum ceiling on the amount
of the forfeiture by $50 for every subsequent
adjudication of delinquency concerning an indi-
vidual child. Any such order shall include a
finding that the child alone is financially able to
pay the forfeiture and shall allow up to 12
months for payment. If the child fails to pay the
forfeiture, the judge may vacate the forfeiture
and order other alternatives under this section,
in ‘accordance with the conditions specified in
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this chapter; or the judge may suspend any
license issued under ch. 29 for not less than 30
days nor more than 90 days, or suspend the
child’s operating privilege as defined in s.

SUBCHAPTER VIII
TERMINATION OF PARENTAL RIGHTS

48.40 Definitions. In this subchapter:

(1) “Agency” means the department, a
county department of social services or a li-
censed child welfare agency

(2) “Termination of parental rights” means
that, pursuant to a court order, all rights, pow-
ers, privileges, immunities, duties and obliga-
tions existing between parent and child are
permanently severed.

48.41 Voluntary consent to termination of
pearental righte. (1) The court may terminate
the parental rights of a parent after the parent
has given his or her-consent as specified in this
section. When such'voluntary consent is given
as provided in this section, the judge may pro-
ceed immediately to-a disposition of the matter
after considering the standard and factors speci-
fied in s. 48.426.

" {2) The court may accept a voluntary con-
sent to termination of parental rights -only as
follows:

(a) The parent appears personally at the
hearing and gives his or her consent to the
termination of his or her parental rights. The
judge may accept the consent only after the
judge has explained the effect of termination of
parental rights and has questioned the parent
and is satisfied that the consent is informed and
voluntary; or

(b) If the court finds that it would be difficult .

or impossible for the parent to appear in person
at the hearing, the court may accept the written
consent of the parent given before a judge of any
court of record. This written consent shall be
accompanied by the signed findings of the judge
who accepted the parent’s consent. These find-
ings shall recite that the judge questioned the
parent and found that the consent was.informed
and voluntary before the judge accepted.the
consent of the parent.

(c) A person who may be the father of a child
born out of wedlock, but who has not been
adjudicated to be the father, may consent to the
termination of any parental rights that he may
‘have as provided in par. (a) or (b) or by signing
a written, notarized statement which recites that
he has been informed of and understands the
effect of an order to terminate parental rights
and that he voluntarily disclaims any rights that
he may have to the child, including the right to
notice of proceedings under this subchapter.
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{3) The consent of a minor or incompetent
person to the termination of his or her parental
rights shall not be accepted by the court unless it
is joined by the consent of his or her guardian ad
litem. If the guardian ad litem joins in the
consent to the termination of parental rights
with the minor or. incompetent person, minority
or incompetence shall not be grounds for a later

attack on the order terminating parental rights.

48.415 Grounds for invoiuntary termina-
tion of parental rights. At the fact-finding
hearing the court may make a finding that
grounds exist for the termination of parental
rights. Grounds for termination of parental
rights shall be one of the following:

1. The child has been left without provision
for its care or support, the petitioner has investi-
gated the circumstances surrounding the matter
and for 60 days the petitioner has been unable to
find either parent;

2. The child has been placed, or continued ina
placement, outside the parent’s home by a court
order containing the notice required by s.

(2) and the parent has failed to visit or commu-

The
time periods under par. {(a) 2 or 3 shall not
include any periods during which the parent has
been prohibited by judicial order from visiting or
communicating with the child.

(c) A showing under par. (a) that abandon-
ment has occurred may be rebutted by other
evidence that the parent has not disassociated
himself or herself from the child or relinquished
responsibility for the child’s care and well-being.

{2) CONTINUING NEED OF PROTECTION OR
SERVICES. Continuing need of protection or ser-
vices may be established by a showing that the
child has béén adjudged to be in need of protec-
tion or services and placed, or continued in a
placement, outside his or her home pursuant to
one or more court orders under s. 48.345,
48.357, 48.363 or 48.365 containing the notice
required by s. 48.356 (2), that the agency
responsible’ for the care of the child and the
famlly has made a diligent effort to provide the
services required by the court, and:
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(a) The child has been outside the home for a
-cumulative total period of one year or longer
pursuant to such orders and the parent has
substantially neglected or wilfully refused to
remedy the conditions which resulted in the
removal of the child from the home; or

(b) The child has been outside the home for a
cumulative total period of 2 years or longer
pursuant .to such orders, the parent has been
unable to remedy the conditions which resulted
in.the removal of the child from the home and
there is a substantlal likelihood that the parent
will not be able tor emedy these conditions in the
futuxe 3

- {3) CoNTINUING PARENTAL DISABILITY
Continuing parental disability may be estab-
lished by a-showing that:

(a) The parent is presently, and for a cumula-
tive total period. of at least 2 years within the 5
years immediately prior to the filing of the
petition has been, an inpatient at one or more
hospitals as defined in s. 50.33 (1) .(a), (b) or
(c), licensed treatment facilities as defined in s.
51.01 (2) or state treatment facilities as defined
in 8::51.01"¢15)-on account of mental illness as
defined in s: 51.01 (13) (a) or (b) or develop-
mental dxsablhty as defined in's. 55.01 (2) or
)

(b) The condltlon of the parent is hkely to
continue mdefmltely, and

(c) The child is not being provided with
adequate care by a relative who has legal cus-
tody of the child, or by a parent 6r a guardian.

{4) CONTINUING DENIAL OF VISITATION
RIGHTS. Continuing denial of -visitation rights
may be established by a showing that:

(a) The parent has been dernied visitation
xights by court: order in an action affecting
marriage;

-(b) ‘At-least 2 years have elapsed since the
order denying visitation rights was issued and
the court has not subsequently modified its order
s0:as to permit visitation rights; and

(c) Thé parent would not -be “entitled to
visitation rights if he or she ‘were to seek such
rights at the time the petition for tér mmatlon of
parental rights is filed.

(5) REPEATED ABUSE. Repeated abuse may
be estabhshed bya showing that on more than
one occasion the parent has.‘caused death or
injury to a minor or minors living in the parent’s
household resulting in 2 or more separate felony
convxctlons \

(6) FAILURE 10 ASSUME PARENTAL RESPON-
SIBILITY. (a) Failure to assume parental respon-
51b111ty may be cstabhshed bya showmg that a
child has been born out of wedlock, not subse-
quently legmmated or adopted, that paternity
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was not adjudicated prior to the filing of the
petition for termination of parental rights and:

1. The person: or persons who may be the
father of the child have been given notice under
s. 48.42 but have failed to appear or otherwise
submit to the jurisdiction of the court and that
such person or persons have never had a substan-
tial parental relationship with the child; or

2. That although paternity to the child has

‘been adjudicated under s. 48,423, the father did

not establish a substantial parental relationship
with the child prior to the adjudication of pater-
nity although the father had reason to believe
that he was the father of the child and had an
opportunity to establish a substantial parental
relationship with the child.

48.45 Contributing to the adverse condi-
tion of children. (1) If in the hearing of a case
of a-child alleged to be in a condition described
ins. 48.12 or'48.13 it appears that any person 18
or older has been guilty of contributing to,
encouraging, or tending to cause by any act or
omission, such conditioni of the child, the judge
may make orders with respect to the conduct of
such person in his or her relatlonshlp to the
¢hild, including orders determining the ability of
the persén to provide for the maintenance or
care of the child and directing when, how and
where funds for the maintenance or care shall be
paid.

(2) No-order to any person 18 or'older under
sub. (1) may be entered until the person is given
an opportunity to be heard upon the allegation
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against him or her and the contemplated. order
of the court. The court shall cause notice of the
time, place and purpose of the hearing to be
served on the person personally at least 10 days
before the date of hearing. The procedure in
these cases shall, as far as practicable, be the
same as in other cases in the court, and shall
otherwise be the procedure followed in courts of
equity. Any person 18 or older who fails to
comply with any order issued by a court under
this section may be proceeded against for con-
tempt of court. If the person’s conduct involves
a crime, the person may be proceeded against
under the criminal law,

(3) If it appears at a court hearing that any
person 18 or older has violated s. 947.15, the

judge shall refer the record to the district attor-

ney for criminal proceedings as may be war-
ranted in the district attorney’s judgment. This
subsection does not prevent prosecution of viola-
tions of 5. 947.15 without the prior reference by
the judge to the district attorney, as in other
criminal cases.

(4) An act or failure to act contributes to a
condition of a child as described in s. 48.12 or
48.13, although the child is not actually adjudi-
cated to come within the provisions of s. 48,12 or
48.13, if the natural and probable consequences
of that act or failure to act would be to cause the
child to come within the provisions of s. 48.12 or
48.13,

DEPARTMENT

(4) To prov1de appropriate care and training
for children in its legal custody; including serv-
ing those children in their own homes, placing
them in licensed foster homes in" accordance
with 5. 48.63 or licensed group "homes, con-
tracting for their care by licensed child welfare
agencies or’ replacements ' to juvenile correc-
tional institutions in accordance with the admin-
istrative rules established under ch. 227, except
that the department shall not purchase the edu-
cational component of private day treatment
programs for children in its custody unless the
department, the school board as defined in s.
115.01 (4) and the state superintendent of
public instruction all determine that an appro-
priate public education program is not available.
Disputes between the department and the school
district shall be resolved by the state superin-
tendent of public instruction.

(4m) To. continue to provide appropriate
care, training and services to any person who:
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(a) Is at least 18 years of age;

(b) Was when he or she reached age 18 in
legal custedy of the department;

(c) Is less than 19 years of age; and

(d) Is determined by the department to be in
need of care and services designed to fit such
persci for gainful employment and has re-
quested and consented to receive such aid.

{4) To provide for the moral and religious
training of children in its legal custody accord-
ing to the religious belief of the child or of his
parents;

{€) To consent to emergency surgery under
the direction of a licensed physician or surgeon
for any child in its legal custody upon notifica-
tion by a licensed physician or surgeon of the
need for such surgery and if reasonable effort,
compatible with the nature and time limitation
of the emergency, has been made to secure the
consent of the child’s parent or guardian;

{7) To accept guardianship of children when
appointed by the court;

(8) To place children under its guardianship
for adoption;

(9) (a) To license foster homes as provided
in s. 48,66 for its own use or for the use of
licensed child welfare agencies or, if requested
to do so, for the use of county agencies;

(b) To license shelter care facilities as pro-
vided in s. 48.66.

(10) To license child wélfare agencies and
day care centers as provided in s. 48.66;

{11) When notified of the birth or expected
birth of a child born or likely to be born out of
wedlock, to see that the interests of the child are
safeguarded; that steps are taken to establish its
paternity and that there is secured for the child,
if possible, the care, support and education it
would receive if legitimate.

(6) To assist in recruiting and training volun-
tary leaders for youth-serving organizations.

(7) To assist localities in securing needed
specialized services such as medical, psychiatric,
psychological and social work services when
existing agencies are not able 1o supply them.

(8) To assist localities in making surveys of
needs and available resources.

(9) To assist in appraising the achievement
of local programs.

(10) To serve in a general consulitative ca-
pacity, acting as a clearing house, developing
materials, arranging conferences and participat-
ing in public addresses and radio programs.

(11) To develop and maintain an enlight-
ened public opinion in support of a program to
control delinquency.

48.80 Municipalities may sponsor activi-
ties. (1) Any municipality is hereby authorized
and empowered to sponsor the establishment
and operation: of any committee, agency or
council for the purpose. of co-ordinating and
supplementing. the activities of public and pri-
vate agencies devoted in whole or in part to the
welfare of youth therein.

SUBCHAPTER XX
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

48.98 Interstate placement of children.
(1) No person shall bring or cause to be brought
or send or cause to be sent into this state or take,
or cause tobe taken, or send, or cause to be sent,
out of this state any child for the purpose of
placing such child in a foster home or of procur-
ing his adoption; without first obtaining the
consent of the department.

(2) Such consent by the department shall be
given only upon the following conditions: -

“(a) Any person who brings or sends children
into-this state for‘the pirpose of placing such
childrén in foster homes or of procuring their
adoption must file with ‘the department a bond
to the state’ of Wisconsin, approved by the
department, in the penal sum of $1,000, condi-
tioned that he ‘will not bring or send- into this
state any child who'is incorrigible or unsound of
mind or-body and that he will remove any such
child who becomes a public charge or-who, in the
opinion of the department becomes a menace to

“the community prior to his adoption or becom-

ing of legal age, and conditioned further that all
placements shall be made under the same condi-

“tions as placements may be made by licensed
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child welfare agencies. The department may
waive the bond herein provided for, whenever in
the opinion of said department such waiver is
warranted. This paragraph shall not apply to
child welfare agencies licensed in this state and
no bond shall be required from such agencies.

(b) Before any child is brought or sent into
this state or taken from or sent out of this state
for placement in a foster home, the person
bringing, taking or sending such child must
obtain a certificate from the department. that
such home is a suitable home for such child.

(¢) The person bringing, taking or sending
such child into or out of this state, shall make a
report to the department, at least once each year
and at such other times as the department may
require, as to the location and well-being of such
child, until he shall be 18 years of age or until he
shall be legally adopted.

(3) The department may make all necessary
rules for the enforcement of this section, not in
conflict -therewith, and all persons bringing,
taking or sending children into or out of this
state shall comply with all such rules.

(4) This section applies only to those inter-
state placements of children which are not cov-

ered under s. 48.988.

48.981 Abused or neglected children. (1)
DEeFINITIONS. In this section:

(a) “Abuse” means any physical injury in-
flicted ‘on a child by other than accidental
means, or sexual intercourse or sexual contact
under s..940.225. In this paragraph, “physical
injury”- includes but is not.limited to severe
bruising, lacerations, fractured bones, burns,
internal injuries or any injury constituting great
bodily harm under s. 939.22 (14).

(b) “Child” means any person under 18
years of age. ,

(¢) “County agency” means the county child
welfare agency as defined in s. 48.56.(1).

(d) “Neglected child” means a child whose
parent, guardian, legal custodian or .other per-
son’ exercising temporary.or permanent control
over the child neglects; refuses or is.unable for
reasons other than poverty to provide necessary
care, food, clothing, medical or dental care or
shelter so-as to seriously endanger the physical
-health of the child. -

" (2) PERSONS REQUIRED TO REPORT CASES OF
SUSPECTED CHILD ABUSE OR -NEGLECT, ‘A physi-
‘ciany coroner, medical examiner, nurse, dentist,
chiropractor; optometrist, or-any. other medical
or mental health professional, social or public
assistance worker, school teacher, administrator
or counselor; child care worker in any day care
center or child caring institution or police or law
enforcement officer having reasonable cause to
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suspect that a child seen in the course of profes-
sional duties has been abused or neglected shall
report as provided in sub. (3). Any other person
having reason to believe that a child has been
abused or neglected may make such a report. No
person making a report under this subsection
may be discharged from employment for so
doing. _

(3) PROCEDURES. (a) Initial report. Persons
required to report under sub. (2) shall immedi-
ately contact, by telephone or personally, the
county agency, sheriff or city police department
and shall inform the agency or department of
the facts and circumstances contributing to a
suspicion of child abuse or neglect. The sheriff
or police- department shall within 24 hours,
exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays or legal holi-
days, refer to the county agency all cases re-
ported to it. The county agency may require
that a subsequent report be made in writing.

(b) Duties of local law enforcement agencies.
1. Any-person reporting suspected abuse or
neglect of a child may réquest an immediate
investigation by the sheriff or police department
if the person has reason to believe that the child’s
health or safety is in immediate danger. Upon
receiving such a request, the sheriff or police
department shall immediately investigate to de-
termine if there is reason to believe that the
child’s health or safety is in immediate danger
and take any necessary action to protect the
child.

2. If the investigating officer has reason under
s.48.19 (1) (c) or (d) 5 to take a child into
custody, the investigating officer shall place the
child in protective custody and deliver the child
to the intake worker under s. 48.20.

3. If the police or other law enforcement
officials determine that criminal action is neces-
sary, they shall refer the case ‘to the district
attorney for criminal prosecution.

(c) Duties of county agencies. 1. The county
agency shall act-in accordance with s.48.57.
Within 24 hours of the receipt of an initial report

-of suspected child abuse or neglect, the county

agency shall commence an .appropriate and
thorough investigation to determine whether the
report is “indicated” or ““‘unfounded”. The com-
plete investigation shall, if possible, include a
visit to the child’s home or usual place of abode,
observation of the child and an interview with
the child and the child’s parents or custodians.

2. Additionally, within 72 hours after receipt
of an- initial report the county: agency . shall
complete and forward to the department under

sub. (7) a preliminary investigative report con-

taining the name, address, age and sex of each
child involved and the type of abuse or neglect
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suspected. The preliminary report shall not con-
tain any information which identifies any person
other than the child.

-3. An investigative report shall be classified

s “indicated” or
“indicated” for child abuse reports shall be
supported by a preponderance of the evidence
available to the agency; a finding of “indicated”
for neglect reports shall be supported by a clear
and convincing preponderance of the evidence
available to the agency. Whenever there is less
than the required standard of evidence indicat-
ing child abuse or neglect, the report shall be
classified -as “unfounded”. The county agency
director or his or her designee shall review and
approve the investigative report prior to trans-
mitting the report to the central registry. The
person reviewing and approving the report shall
not have participated in investigating the sus-
pected abuse or neglect. A report shall not be
classified “indicated” solely because the child’s
paxent or another person exercmng tempoxary
or permanent control over the child’s care, in
good faith selects and depends upon spiritual
means or prayer for treatment or cure of disease
or for remedial care of the child. This subdivi-
sion does not preclude a court from ordering that
medical services be provided for the child, if the
child’s health requires it. Reports classified as
“indicated” shall include a description of the
services being provided to the child and those
responsible for his or her care, as well as all
relevant dispositional information, and shall be
updated at 6-month intervals. The agency shall
make findings as required under this subdivision
no later than 60 days after receipt of an initial
report, and shall immediately transmit the in-
vestigative report to the central registry under
sub. (8).

4. After transmlttlng its. 1nvest1gat1ve report
to the central registry, the agency shall destroy
its reports concernmg cases of child abusc or
neglect classified as “unfounded”.

5. If the person investigating on behalf of the
county agency has grounds to take the child into
custody under s. 48.08 (2) 0r48.19 (1) (c), the
person shall place the child in protective custody
and shall deliver the. child to the intake worker
under s. 48.20. ‘

6. The county agency shall take necessary
steps to protect other children in the home.

7. The investigator shall inform any person
required to report suspected cases of child abuse
or-neglect that the report was unfounded. or that
steps were taken to protect the health and wel-
fare of 'a .child who:is the subject of a report
made by the person. At least one contact shall be
made under this subdivision within 60 days after
receipt-of the initial report by the agency.

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8. The county agency shall cooperate with law
enforcement officials, courts of competent juris-
diction and other human service agencies to
prevent, identify and treat child abuse and ne-
glect. To the extent possible, the county agency
shall coordinate the development and provision
of services to children found to be abused or
neglected under this section.

9. The county agency shall forward a copy of
its-investigative report of alleged child abuse or
neglect alleging that a child’s safety is endan-
gered, classified as “indicated” or “unfounded”,
to the central registry under sub. (8).

(d) Independent investigation. If an agent of
an investigating agency is the subject of the
initial report, an independent investigation shall
be conducted by the department or by another
agency designated by the department.

(4) IMMUNITY FROM LIABILITY. Any person
or institution participating in good faith in the
making of a report, ordering or taking of photo- -
graphs orordering or performing medical exam-
inations of a child under this section shall have
immunity from any liability, civil or criminal,
that results by reason of the action. For the
purpose of any proceeding, civil or criminal, the
good faith of any person reporting under this
section shall be presumed.

(5) CORONER’S REPORT. Any person or offi-
cial required to report cases of suspected child
abuse or neglect who has reasonable cause to
suspect that a child died as a result of child
abuse or neglect shall report the fact to the
appropriate medical examiner or coroner. The
medical examiner or coroner shall accept the
report for investigation and shall report the
findings to the appropriate district attorney, the
department, the county agency and, if the insti-
tution making the report initially is a hospital, to
the hospital.

(6) PENALTY. Whoever wilfully violates this
section by failure to.file-a report as required,
may.be fined not more than $100-or imprisoned
not more.than 6 months or both:

(7) FiLE OF PRELIMINARY REPORTS. The de-
partment shall maintain preliminary reports
filed undersub. (3) (c) 2 in a separate file.: The
reports shall not bé copied or duplicated, and all
information contained therein shall be confiden-
tial except as provided in this subsection. The
department may, in response to an inquiry from
a county agency about a specific child, notify the
agency only thata preliminary report has been
filed which names the child and identify the
county -agency which filed the report. Each
preliminary report shall be destroyed 60 days
after receipt.  No information from the prelimi-
nary report may be placed in the central
registry. - .
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(8) CENTRAL REGISIRY. (a) The depart-
ment shall maintain a confidential statewide
central registry of child abuse and neglect re-
ports. made under sub. (3) (c) 3. The registry
shall receive and maintain written reports under
sub. (3) (c) 3 from county agencies of sus-
pected child abuse or neglect: cases and shall
transmit information to authorized persons and
agencies under sub. (10).

(b) The central registry shall be operated in
such a manner as to enable the department to:

1. Provide historical information to aid local
child protective service agencies in determining
adequate and necessary services for abused chil-
dren and ‘their families, including immediate
identification and location of prior reports of
child abuse and neglect.

2. Serve as a case management tool for the
department in reviewing the adequacy of local
child protective efforts.

* 3. Aid research efforts aimed at increasing
the “general knowledgc of child ‘abuse and
neglect.

(c) Reports of child abuse and neglect shall
be maintained at the central registry in one of 2
categories: unfounded or indicated.

1. A report may be classified as “indicated”
only when such a finding is supported by the
required standard of evidence available to the
county agency, as provided in sub. (3) (c) 3.
Indicated reports may be maintained in the
central registry only when supplemental infor-
mation as required under sub. (3) (c) 3 is
attached.

.2, A report determined by the county agency
to be “unfounded” shall be. classified ‘“‘un-
founded by reason of insufficient evidence”.

(d) Investigative reports classified as “‘indi-
cated” shall contain the following information:
the names and addresses of the child and the
child’s parents or.other: persons responsible for
his or her health and welfare; the child’s age, sex
and race; the nature and extent of the child’s
abuse or neglect, including any evidence of prior
injuries, abuse or neglect, to the child or siblings;
the names of the persons alleged to be responsi-
ble for.the abuse or neglect; family composition,
including names, ages, sexes and races of other
children in the home; demographic data related
to census tract data; the source of the report; the
person -making the report, his or her occupation,
and where the reporter can be reached; and the
medical, legal or social disposition, including a
description of any services provided. The names,
addresses and all other identifying characteris-
tics of persons named in such investigative re-
ports shall not be placed in the central registry
until the requirements of sub. (9) are met.
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(e). Investigative reports classified as “un-
founded” shall contain all the information re-
quired under par. (d) except names, addresses
and other identifying characteristics of the per-
sons specified in par. (d). )

(f) An “indicated” report and all names,
addresses and other identifying characteristics
placed in the central registry from an “indi-
cated” report shall be destroyed 7 years after
receipt of the report, unless representatives of
the county agency show good reason why the
information should not be destroyed.

(9) NOTIFICATION AND HEARING. (a)
Within 24 hours after receipt of an investigative
report classifying any case as “indicated” under
sub. (3) (¢) 3, a notice of the finding shall be
sent. by registered mail or by personal contact
from the department to the suspected person.
The notice shall contain the following
information:

1. An explanation of the finding of
“indicated”.

2, An explanation that unless a hearing is
requested within .15 days from the date of the
notice, the names, addresses and other identify-
ing.characteristics of persons named in the re-
port shall be placed on the central registry.

3. A description of individuals and institu-
tions who have access to information contained
in the central registry.

4. An explanation of the procedure for re-
questing a hearing, a brief description of the
purpose of the hearing and the hearing process,
including a statement that the hearing will be
held no later than 30 days after a request is
made, and a statement that the suspected person
has a right to representation by counsel at the
hearing at his or her expense.

(b) The department shall keep a record of the
notice indicating the manner in which notice
was given, the name and. position of the person
giving notice, the name of the person notified
and the time and place of the notification. The
information contained in this record shall not be
placed on the central registry until the deadline
for requesting a-hearing has passed without a
request being made or if a request for-a hearing
is ‘made, until after a decision by the hearing
examiner sustaining the finding of “md1cated”
in the investigative report.

(c) The suspected person shall'have a right to
a hearing no later than 30 days after the request
is made. The person has a right to a hearing to
determine whether the finding of “indicated” in
the investigative report is based on inaccurate or
insufficient evidence which would:justify reclas-
sifying the report as unfounded or modifying the
information to be placed on the central registry
consistent with the findings of the hearing exam-
iner. The county agency shall be given notice.of
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the hearing and the burden of proof in the
hearing shall ‘be on the county agency. In the
hearing, the fact that there was a court finding
of child abuse or neglect shall be presumptive
evidence that the report was substantiated.

(d) The department shall comply with the
findings of the hearing examiner regarding the
reclassification of a report or the modification of
information to be placed on the central registry
and if the report is reclassified as “unfounded”,
shall destroy the report but may maintain in the
central registry the information specified in sub.
(8)-(e). -Any notices, records and other docu-
ments relating to the hearing shall be confiden-
tial and shall not be made available to any
individual or institution except by court order.

(10) CONFIDENTIALITY. (a) 1. All reports
and records made under this section and main-
tained by the department, county agencies, the
central registry and other appropriate persons,
officials -and institutions-shall be confidential,
except that confidentiality of and access to
preliminary investigative reports maintained by
the department shall be governed solely by sub.
(7). Information shall not be made available to
any individual or institution except to:

a. The subject of any repoit, except that the
department or other governmental agency shall
not release data that would identify the initial
reporter;

b.  Appropriate staff of the department or
county agencies, who may release information
to their agents or to an attending physician for
treatment and diagnosis, but prior reports or a
lack of prior reports shall not be the basis for the
determination. of whether child abuse or neglect
has occurred;

¢. Any court conducting child protective pro-
ceedings or any court conducting dispositional
proceedings under .subch.. VI in which child
abuse or neglect is an issue; and
- d."Any person engaged in bona fide research,
with the permission of the department, provided,
however, that information identifying the sub-
jects of the reports-and the reporters shall not be

may contract with any public or private organi-
zation which meets the standards set by the
department. In entering into the contracts the
department or county agency shall-give priority
to parental organizations combatmg child abuse
and neglect. ,

- {12) ANNUAL REPORTS. No latez than Au-
gust 1 of eachryear the department shall prepare
and transmit to the governor and the legislature
a report-on the status of child abuse and neglect
programs. The report shall include a full statis-
tical analysis of ‘the child abuse and neglect
reports made through the last calendar year, an
evaluation of services offered under this section
and their effectiveness, and recommendations
for additional legislative and other action to
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fulfill the purpose of this section. The depart-
ment shall provide statistical breakdowns by
county, if requested by a county.

(b) The appropriate authorities in a state
where ‘a child is to be placed may have full
opportunity .to ascertain the-circumstances of
the proposed placement, thereby promoting full
compliance with applicable requirements for the
protection ‘of the child.

The proper authorities of the state from
which the placement is made may obtain the
most complete information on the basis of which
to evaluate a prolected placement before it is
made. :

Atrticle 11
Definitions.

As used in this compact:

(a) “Child” means a person who, by reason
of minority, is legally subject to parental, guard-
ianship or similar control.

(b) “Sending agency” means a party state,
officer or employe thereof; a subdivision of a
party state, or officer or employe thereof; a court
of a party state; a person, corporation; associa-
tion, charitable agency or-other entity which
sends, brings or causes to be sent or brought any
child to another party state.

with the applicable laws of the receiving state
governing the placement of children therein.

(b) Prior to sending, bringing or causing any
child to be sent or brought.into a receiving state
for placement in foster care or as a preliminary
to a possible.adoption the sending agency shall
furnish the appropriate public authorities in the

receiving state written notice of the intention to

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(c) -Any public officer or agency in a receiv-
ing state which is in receipt of a notice pursuant

officer or agency of or in the sending agency’s
state, and shall be entitled to receive therefrom,
such supporting or additional information as it
may deem necessary under the circumstances to
‘carry out the purpose and policy of this compact.

(d) The child shall not be sent, brought, or
caused to be sent or brought into the receiving
state until the appropriate public authorities in
the receiving state shall notify the sending
agency, in writing, to the effect that the pro-
posed placement does not appear to be contrary
to the interests of the child.

Article IV
Penalty for Illegal Placement.

The sending, bringing, or causing to be sent or
brought into any receiving state of a child in
violation of the terms of this. compact shall
constitute a v1olat10n of the laws respectmg the
placement of chlldren of both the state in which
the sending agency is located or from which it
sends or brings the child and of the receiving
state. Such violation may be punlshed or sub-
jected to penalty ineither jurisdiction in accord-
ance withits laws. ITnaddition to liability for any
such punishment or penalty, any such violation
shall constitute full and sufficient grounds for
the suspension or revocation of any license,
permit, or other legal authorization held by the
sending agency which empowers or allows it to
place, or care for children.

Article V
-Retention of Jurisdiction.

(a) The sending agency shall retain jurisdic-
tion over the child sufficient to determine all
matters in relation to the custody, supervision,
care, treatment and disposition of the child
which it would have had if the child had re-

mained in the sending agency’s state, until the

child is adopted reaches majority, becomes self-
supporting or is dischar, ged with the concurrence
of the appropriate authority in the receiving
state. Such jurisdiction shall also include the
power to effect or cause the return of the child or
its transfer to another location and. custody
pursuant to law. The sending agency shall
continue to have financial responsibility for sup-
port and maintenance of the child" during the
period of the placement. Nothing contained
herein shall defeat a claim of jurisdiction by a

receiving state sufficient to deal with an act of

delinquency or crime committed therein.

(b). When the sending agency is a public
agency, it may enter into an agreement with an
authorized public or private agency in the re-

ceiving state providing for the performance-of
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one or more services in respect of such case by
the latter 4s agent for the sending agency.

(¢) Nothing in this compact shall be con-
strued to prevent a private charitable agency
authorized to place children in the receiving
state from performing services or acting as agent
in that state for a private charitable agency of
the sending state; nor to prevent the agency in
the receiving state from discharging financial
responsibility for the support and maintenance
of a child who has been placed on behalf of the
sending agency without relieving the responsi-
bility set forth.in paragraph (a) hereof.

: Article VI

Institutional Care of Delinquent Children.

A child adjudicated delinquent may be placed
in an institution in another party jurisdiction
pursuant to this compact but no such placement
shall be made unless the child is given a court
hearing on notice to the parent or guardian with
opportunity to be heard, prior to being sent to
such other party jurisdiction for. institutional
care and the court finds that:

1. Equivalent facilities for the child are not
available in the sending agency’s jurisdiction

2. Instltutlonal care in the other ]urlsdlctlon
is in-the best interest of the child and will not
produce undue hardship.

Article VII
Compact Administrator:

The executive head of each jurisdiction party

juvenile is alleged to be located a written requisi-
tion for the return of such delinquent juvenile.

“‘Upon reasonable information that a person is
a delinquent juvenile who has absconded while
on -probation or parole, or escaped from-an
institution or agency vested with his legal cus-
tody or :supervision in any state:-party to this
compact, such person may be taken into'custody
in any other state party to.this.compact without
a requisition. - But in -such event, he must be
taken forthwith before a judge of the appropri-
ate court, who may appoint counsel or guardian
ad litem for-such person and who shall deter-
mine,after:a hearing, whether sufficient.cause

exists to hold the person subject to the order of

the court for such a time, not exceeding 90 days,
as will enable-his detention under a detention
order issued on-a requisition pursuant to this
Article: - If, at-the time when. a state seeks the
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return of a-delinquent juvenile who has either
absconded while on probation or parole or es-
caped from an institution or agency vested with
his legal custody or supervision, there is pending
in the state wherein he is detained: any criminal
charge or any proceeding to have him adjudi-
cated a delinquent juvenile for an act committed
in such state, or if he is suspected of having
committed within such state a criminal offense
or an act of juvenile delinquency, he shall not be
returned without the consent of such state until
discharged from prosecution or other form of
proceeding, imprisonment, detention or supervi-
sion for such offense or juvenile delinquency.
The duly accredited officers of any state party
to this compact, upon the establishment of their
authority  and the identity of the delinquent

juvenile being returned, shall be permitted to

transport.such delinquent juvenile through any
and all states party to this compact, without
interference. Upon his return to the state from
which he escaped or absconded, the delinguent

juvenile shall be subject to such further proceed-

ings as may be appropriate under the laws of
that state. , \ ;
(b) That the state to which a delinquent

juvenile is returned under this Article shall be

responsible yf‘or payment of the transportation
costs of such return. , ’
' Article VI

- Voluntary Return Procedure.

That any delinquent juvenile who 'has ab-
sconded while on probation or parole, or escaped
from an institution or agency vested with his
legal custody or supervision in any state party to
this compact,and any juvenile who has run away
from any ‘state party to this compact, who is
taken into custody without a requisition in an-
other: state party to this compact under the
provisions of Article IV (a) or-of Article V-(2),
may consent to his immediate return to the state
from.which he absconded, escaped-or ran away.
Such consént shall be given by the juvenile or
delinquent juvenile and his counsel or gudrdian
ad litem-if-any, by executing or subscribing a
writing, in the presence of a judge of the appro-
priate court, which states that the juvenile or
delinquent juvenile and his counsel or guardian
ad litem, if any, consent -to- his return to the
demanding state... Before such consent shall be
executed or subscribed, however, the judge, in
the. presence of counsel or guardian ad litem; if
any, - shall inform. the juvenile or delinquent

juvenile of his rights under this compact. When

the consent.has been: duly executed, it.shall -be
forwarded to and filed with the compact.admin-
istrator of thestate in-which the court is located
and the judge:shall direct the officer having the

juvenile or :delinquent- juvenile in custody to

deliver :him -to the-duly accredited -officer or
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officers of the state demanding his return, and
shall cause to be delivered to such officer or
officers a copy of the consent. The court may,
however, upon the request of the state to which
the juvenile or delinquent juvenile is being re-
turned, order him to return unaccompanied to
such-state and shall provide him with a copy of
such court order; in such event a copy of the
consent shall be forwarded to the compact ad-
ministrator of the state to.which said juvenile or
delinquent juvenile is ordered to return.
Article VII

Co-operative Supervision of - .

Probationers and Parolees.

(a) That the duly constituted judicial and
administrative authorities of a state party to this
compact (herein called “sending state”) may
permit any delinquent juvenile within such state,
placed on probation or parole, to reside in any
otherstate party to this compact (herein called
“receiving state”) while on.probation or parole,
and the receiving state shall accept such delin-
quent juvenile, if the parént, guardian or person
entitled to the:legal custody of such delinquent
Jjuvenile is residing or undertakes to reside
within the receiving state. Before granting such
permission, opportunity shall be given to the
receiving state to make such investigations as it
deems necessary. The authorities of the sending
state shall send to the authorities of the receiving
state copies of pertinent court orders, social case
studies: and all other availablé information
which may be of value to and assist the receiving
state in supervising a probationer or parolee
under this compact. A receiving state, in its
discretion, may agree to accept supervision of a
probationer or-parolee in cases where the parent,
guardian or person entitled to legal custody of
the delinquent juvenile is not a resident of the
receiving state, and if so accepted the sending
state may transfer supervision accordingly.

(b) That each receiving state will assume the
duties of visitation and of supervision over any
such delinquent juvenile and in the exercise of
those duties will be governed by the same stan-
dards of visitation and supervision that prevail
for 'its: own  delinquent juveniles released on
probation or parole. :

‘(¢) That, after consultation between the ap-
propriate authorities of the sending state and of
the receiving state -as to the desirability and
necessity of - returning such a delinquent juve-
nile, the duly accredited officers ‘of a sending
state ‘may enter a receiving state and there
apprehend and retake any such delinquent juve-
nile on probation or parole. For that purpose, no
formalities will be required, other than estab-
lishing " the “authority of ‘the officer and the
identity of the delinquent juvenile to be retaken
and returned.- The decision of the sending state

to retake a delinquent juvenile on probation or
parole snall be conclusive upon and not review-
able within the receiving state, but if, at the time
the sending state seeks to retake a delinquent
juvenile on probation or parole, there is pending
against him within the receiving state any crimi-
nal.charge or any proceeding to have him adju-
dicated a delinquent juvenile for any act com-
mitted ‘in such state, or-if he is suspected of
having committed within-such state a criminal
offense or an act of juvenile delinquency, he
shall not be returned without the consent of the
receiving state until discharged from prosecu-
tion or other form of proceeding, imprisonment,
detention or supervision for such offense or
juvenile delinquency.. The duly accredited of-
ficers of the sending state shall be permitted to
transport delinquent juveniles being so returned
through any and all states party to this compact,
without interference:

(d) That the sending state shall be responsi-
ble under this Article for paying the costs of
transporting any delinquent juvenile to the re-
ceiving- state or of returning any delinquent
Juvenile to the sending state.

‘ Article VIII -
Responsibility for Costs.

(a) That the provision of Articles IV (b), V
(b) and VII (d) of this compact shall not be
construed to alter or affect any internal relation-
ship among the departments, agencies and of-
ficers of and in the government of a party state,
or between a party state and its subdivisions, as
to- the payment of costs, or responsibilities
therefor.-

(b) That nothing in this compact shall be
construed to prevent any party state or subdivi-
sion thereof from asserting any right against any
person, agency or other entity in regard to costs
for'which such party state or subdivision thereof
may be responsible pursuant to Articles IV (b),
V- (b) or VII (d) of this compact.

Article IX
Detention Practices.

That, to every extent possible, it shall be the
policy of states party to this compact that no
juvenile or delinquent juvenile shall be placed or
detained:in.any prison, jail or lockup nor be
detained or transported in association with crim-
inal, vicious or dissolute persons.

Article X
Supplementary Agreements.

That the duly constituted administrative au-
thorities of a state party to-this compact may
enter into supplementary agreements with any
other state or states party hereto for the co-
operative care, treatment and rehabilitation of
delinquent juveniles whenever they shall find
that such agreements will improve the facilities
or programs available for such care, treatment
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and rehabilitation. Such care, treatment and
rehabilitation may be provided in an institution
located within any state entering into such sup-
plementary - agreement. Such supplementary
agreements shall (1) provide the rates to be paid
for the care, treatment and custody of such
delinquent juveniles, taking into consideration
the character of facilities, services and subsist-
ence furnished; (2) provide that the delinquent
juvenile shall be given 2 court hearing prior to
his being sent to another state for care, treat-
ment and custody; (3) provide that the state
receiving such a delinquent juvenile in one of its
institutions shall act solely as agent for the state
sending such delinquent juvenile; (4) provide
that the sending state shall at all times retain
jurisdiction over delinquent juveniles:sent to an
institution - in another state; (5) provide for
reasonable inspection of such institutions by the
sending state; (6) provide that the consent of the
parent, guardian,‘person or agency entitled to
the -legal custody-of said delinquent juvenile
shall be'secured-prior to his being sent to another
state; and “(7) ‘make provision for such other
matters and detdils as shall be necessary to
protect the rights-and equities of such delin-
quent juveniles.and of the co-operating states.
" Article XI
Acceptarce of Federal and Other Aid.

That any state party to this compact may
accept any-and all donations, gifts and grants of
money, equipment and services from the federal
or any local government, or any agency thereof
and from any person, firm or corporation, for
any of the purposes and functions of this-com-
pact,;”and may receive and utilize the same
subject to the terms, conditions and regulations.
govermng such donations; gifts and grants.

Article XII
L Compact Administrators.

That the governor-of each state party to this
compact shall designate an officer who, acting
jointly with like ‘officers of other party states,
shall promulgate rules and regulations to carry
out more effectively the terms and provisions of
this compact. \

‘ - Article XIII
Execution of Compact.

That this compact shall become operative
immediately upon its execution by any state as
between it and any other state or states so
executing. When executed it shall have the full
force and effect of law within such state, the
form of execution to be in accordance with the
laws of the executmg state.

Article XIV
Renunciation.

That this compact shall continue in force and
remain binding upon each executing state until
renounced by it.. Renunciation of this compact
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shall be by the same authority which executed it,
by sending 6 ‘months notice in writing of its
intention to withdraw from the compact to the
other states party hereto. The duties and obliga-
tions of ‘2 renouncing state under Article VII
hereof shall continue as to-parolees and proba-
tioners tesiding therein at the time of with-
drawal until retaken or finally discharged. Sup-
plementary agreements entered into under
Article X hereof shall be subject to renunciation
as provided by such supplementary agreements,
and shall not be subject to the 6 months’ renun-
ciation notice of the present Article.

‘Article XV

Severability,

That the provisions of this compact shall be
severable and if any phrase, clause, sentence or
provision of this compact is declared to be
contrary to the constitution of any participating
state‘or of the United States or the applicability
thereof to any government, agency, person or
circumstance is held invalid, the validity of the
remainder of this compact and the applicability
thereof to any government, agency, person or
circumstance shall not be affected thereby. If
this compact shall be held contrary to the consti-
tution of any state partlclpatmg therein, the
compact shall remain in full force and effect as
to the remaining states and in full force and
effect as to the state affected as to all severable

matters.

48.992 Delinitions. As used in the interstate
compact on juveniles, the following words and
phrases have the following meanings as to this
state:

(1) “Executive authority” means the com-
pact administrator.

(2). (2) The “appropriate court” of this state
to issue a requisition under Article IV of the
compact is the court assigned to exercise juris-
diction under this chapter for the county of the
petitioner’s residence, or; if the petitioner is a
child welfare agency, the court so assigned for
the county where the agency has its principal
office, or, if the petitioner is the department, any
court so assigned in the state.

(b) The “dppropriate court” of this state to
receive a requisition under Article IV or V of the
compact is the court assigned to exercise juris-
diction under this chapter for the county where

the juvenile is located:

48.993 Juvenile compact administrator.
(1) Pursuant to the interstate compact on

juveniles, the governor may designate an officer

or employe of the department of health and
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social services to be the compact administrator,
who, acting jointly with like officers of other
party states, shall promulgate rules to carry out
more effectively the terms of the compact. He
shall serve subject to the pleasure of the gover-
nor. Whenever there is a vacancy in the office of
compact administrator or in the .case of his
absence or disability, his functions shall be per-
formed by the secretary of -health and social
services, or other employe designated by the
secretary of the department. The compact ad-
ministrator may cooperate with all departments,
agencies and officers of and in the government
of this state and its political subdivisions in
facilitating the proper administration of the
compact or of any supplementary agreement
entered into by this state,

- (2) The compact administrator shall deter-
mine for this state whether to receive juvenile
probationers and parolees of other states under
Article VII of the interstate compact on
Jjuveniles and shall arrange for the supervision of
each such probationer or parolee received, either
by the.department or by a person appointed to
perform supexv1sxon service for the court as-
signed to exercise jurisdiction under this chapter
for the county where the juvenile is to reside,
whichever is more convenient.. Such persons
shall in all such cases make periodic reports to
the compact administrator regarding the con-
duct and progress of the juveniles.

48.994 Supplementary agreements. The
department may enter into ~supplementary
agreements with appropriate officials of other
states pursuant to Article X of the interstate
compact on juveniles. In the event that such
supplementary agreement requires or. contem-
plates the use of any institution or facility of this
state or the provision of any service by this state,
said supplementary agreement shall have no
effect until approved by the department or
agency under whose jurisdiction said institution
or facility is operated or which shall be charged
with the rendering of such service.

48.995 Financial arrangoments. The ex-
pense of returning juveniles to this state pursu-
ant to the interstate compact on ]uvemles shall
be paid as follows:

(1) In the case of a runaway under Article
IV, the court making the requisition shall in-
quire summarily regarding the ﬁnanmal ability
of the petitioner to bear the expense and if it
finds he is able to do so, shall order that he pay
all such expenses; otherwise the court. shall
arrange for the transportation at the expense of
the county and order that the county reimburse
the person, if any, who returns.the juvenile, for
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his actual and necessary expenses; and the court
may order that the petitioner reimburse the
county for so much of said-expense as the court
finds he is able to pay. If the petitioner fails,
without good cause, or refuses to pay such sum,
he may be proceeded against for contempt.

(2) In the case of an escapee or absconder
under Article V or Article VI, if the juvenile is in
the legal custody of the department, it shall bear
the expense of his or her return; otherwise the
appropriate court shall, on petition of the person
entitled to the juvenile’s custody or charged with
his or her supervision, arrange for the transpor-
tation at the expense of the county and order
that.the county reimburse the person, if any,
who returns the juvenile, for the person’s actual
and necessary expenses. In this subsection “ap-
propriate court” means the court which adjudg-
ed the juvenile to be delinquent or, if the juvenile
is under supervision for another state under
Article ‘VII of the compact, then the court
assigned to exercise jurisdiction under this chap-
ter for the county of the juvenile’s residence
during such supervision.

(3) In the case of a voluntary return of a
runaway without requisition under Article VI,
the person entitled to the juvenile’slegal custody
shall pay the expense of transportation and the
actual and necessary expenses of the person, if
any, who returns the juvenile; but if the person is
financially unable to pay all the expenses he or
she may petition the.court assigned to exercise
jurisdiction under this chapter for the county of

* the petitioner’s residence for an order arranging

for the transportation as provided in sub. (1).
The court shall inquire summarily into the fi-
nancial ability of the petitioner and, if it finds
the petitioner is unable to bear any or all of the
expense, the court shall arrange for the trans-
portation at the expense of the county and shall
order the county to reimburse the person, if any,
who returns the juvenile, for the person’s actual
and necessary expenses. The court may order
that the petitioner reimburse the county for so
much of the expense as:the court finds the
petitioner is able to pay. If the petitioner fails,
without good cause, or refuses to pay that sum,
he or she may be proceeded against for

contempt.

48. 996 Foes. Any ;udge of this state who
appoints counsel or a guardian ad litem pursu-
ant to the provisions of the interstate compact on
juveniles may, in his discretion, .allow a reason-
able fee to be paid by the county on order of the
court.

48.997 Responsibilities of state depart-
ments, agencies and officers. The courts,
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departments, agencies and officers of this state  things appropriate to the effectuation of its
and its political subdivisions shall enforce the purposes which may be within their respective
interstate compact on juveniles and shall do all  jurisdictions.
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
