CHAPTER 458

COSMETOLOGY LAW

458.01 Definitions, limitations, excep-
tions. In this chapter:

(1) "Cosmetology" means any one or combi-
nation of practices generally performed by
beauty culturists, cosmeticians, cosmetologists
or hairdressers and shall include but not be
limited to: Arranging, dressing, curling, waving,
cleansing, cutting, bleaching, coloring or similar
work upon the hair of any person by any means,
with hands or mechanical apparatus, or by the
use of cosmetic preparations, antiseptics, tonics,
lotions,, creams or otherwise; massaging, cleans-
ing, stimulating, manipulating, exercising,
beautifying or similar work upon the scalp, face,
neck, shoulders or hands ; manicuring the nails
of any person ; or, the removal of hair' . .

(1m) "Cosmetology" does not include:
(a) Any practice specified in sub . . (1) if'

performed on the face for the purpose of demon-
strating a product and no direct or indirect
compensation for the practice, other than sale of
the product, is received or, expected from the
customer or potential customer. In this para-
graph, "demonstrating a product" means apply-
ing to not more than one-half the face of a
customer or potential customer only as much of
a product as is necessary to demonstrate its
correct use..

(b) The application of make up preparatory
to a public performance .

(2) "Cosmetologist" means a person who
practices cosmetology while holding a current
license. The holder, of a manager's, beauty
operator's or instructor's license shall have the
right and privilege to place the initials "R ., C, ."
immediately following his name to designate
him as a registered cosmetologist .

(3) "Beauty salon" embraces and includes
any establishment or place of business wherein
cosmetology is practiced .. "Electrolysis salon" is
any establishment or place of business wherein
electrolysis only is practiced .

(4) "Manager" or, "managing cosmetolo-
gist", as used in this chapter, is defined as any
person who has direct supervision over operators
or apprentices in a beauty salon .

( 5) "Operator" is any person who iss not a
manager, itinerant or apprentice cosmetologist,
who practicess cosmetology under the direction
and supervision of a managing cosmetologist,

(6) "Itinerant cosmetologist" is any person
who practices cosmetology outside of a beauty
salon either in going from house to house or' from
place to place at regular or irregularr intervals,
within any onee municipality„

(7) "Manicurist" is any person who, for
compensation, either directly or indirectly or in
the expectation thereof practices cosmetology
limited to the hands and nails .

(8) "Apprentice" is any person who is not a
manager; itinerant cosmetologist, operator, or
student who is engaged in learning and acquir-
ing the practice of cosmetology under the direc-
tion and supervision of a licensed managing
cosmetologist . . "Student" is any person engaged
in learning cosmetology in a licensed school of
cosmetology.

(9) A "school of cosmetology" is a school
established under s . 458 .02 . .

(9b) "Examining board" means the cosme-
tology examining board,.

(10) Licenses to practice cosmetology shall
not confer upon the holders thereof the right to
diagnose, prescribe for or treat diseases or con-
ditions other than those indicated in the defini-
tion of cosmetology contained in sub . . (1), ex-
cept that licensed cosmetologistss may, under
direction of a duly licensed and practicing physi-
cian, give treatments for conditions of the skin
other than as indicated in sub . . (1), as specified
by such directing physician .

(11) The provisions of this chapter shall not
apply to :
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(a) Persons authorized under the laws . of" this waiting room and in the rooms where patron
state to practice medicine and surgery and the public service is given, - a sign furnished by the
branches thereof, podiatrists, masseur s, hospital examining board, indicating that all work
attendants, embalmers, nurses and student thereinis done exclusively by students .

(d) Who, as shown by certificate or, affidavit,
has completed the 12th grade or its equivalent as
determined by the university of Wisconsin-
extension, or has reached the age of 18, or who is
engaged in a vocational education program
which uses the cooperative educational method
or similar program approved by the department
of public instruction ;: and

(e) Who attends a school teaching cosmetol•-
ogy which has a certi ficate of registration from
the examin ing board .

458.03 Supervision by the examining
board; regulations. (1) The examining board
shall enforce this chapter and shall prescribe
and enforce rules governing beauty and electrol-
ysis salons,. and public and private schools teach-
ing cosmetology and for the examining and
licensing of managers, operators, manicurists,
electrologists and instructors and , the registra-
tion of apprentices and students, and shall make
and enforce rules governing sanitary and hy-
gienic conditions surrounding the practice of
cosmetology - and thee conduct and operationn of
beauty andd electrolysis salons andd schools of
cosmetology .

(2) The examining board shall keep a record
of all students, registered apprentices, licensed
managers, operators, itinerant cosmetologists,
manicurists, electrologists and instructors and a
record of its proceedings relating to reprimands
and to issuances, refusals, renewals, limitations,
suspensions and revocations of each license with
the name, placee of business and residence of
each licensee and certificate and permit holder .
These records shall be open to public inspection
at all reasonable times .

(3) If a beauty or electrolysis salon or school
teaching cosmetology be found insanitary or if

nurses . .
(b) Barbers duly licensed under the laws of

this state, in the performance of the usual and
ordinary duties of thei r vocation .,

(12) "Electrologist" means any person who
removes hair from the human body by the use of
an electric needle ,

(13) "Instructor", as used in this chapter, i s
any person who gives instruction or training in
theory or practical cosmetology to apprentices
or students other than in a beauty salon .

(14) "Training hour" means 60 clock min .-
utes of instruction, except that breaks of not
more than a total of 30 minutes in any one day
may be allowed as training time by rule of the
department .,

458.02 Schools teaching cosmetology;
curriculum; requirements; regulation . (1)
No person may operate a school for the purpose
of teaching cosmetology for compensation un-
less a proper certificate of registration has been
obtained from the examining board .,

(2) Application for such certificate shall be
filed with the examining board in such form as
the examining board prescribes.. No school for
teaching cosmetology shall be granted a certi fi•
Gate of registrationn unless it employs and main-
tains . a sufficient number of instructors regu-
lar• ly . : as such who shall hold an instructor's
license,,

(3) No school teaching cosmetology shall be
granted a certificate of registration unless it
requiress as a prerequisite to g raduation a course
of instruction of not less than , 1,500 training
hourss to be completed within a period of at least
9 months or an equivalentt period if credit is
given for prior related training.; Such instruc-
tion shall not exceed 8 hours in any one day. The
course of instruction shall include subjects pre
scribed by the examining board ,

(4) No school holding a certificate of regis-
tration from the examining board shall enroll o r
admit any student unless such student shall
make and file with the examining board a duly
verified application in a form to be prepared and
furnished by the examining board

(5) A school shall provide its students with
subjects for .r practical work: No school shall
advertise for patrons to be used in clinical work .

(6) Any school teaching cosmetology shalll
display or cause to be displayed in its entrance,
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the application on fi le within the required time
may necessitate postponement of the applicant's
appear ance to the next regular examination .. All
applications shall expire and be canceled after a
period of one year if the applicant fails to appear
for examination within such period ,

(2) ' A manager's license shall be issued only
to one :

(b) Who has practiced cosmetology 4,000
hours in a period of at least 2 years under an
operator's license in th is state.

(c) Who has satisfactorily passed an exam i -
nation conducted by the examining board to
determine fitness to practice as a managing
cosmetologist .

(2a) The fee to be pa id by an applicant for an
examination to determine the applicant's fitness
to receive a manager's license shall be that
specified in s . 440 .05 (1) , .

(4) An operator's license shall be issued to
one:

(a) Who has successfully completed an ap-
prenticeship as prescribed by s . 458.12, or who
has graduated from the course prescr ibed by s.
458.02 in a registered school of cosmetology .

(b) Who has satisfactorily passed an exami-
nation conducted by the examining board to
determine fitness to practice cosmetology . ;

(4a) The fee to be paid by an applicant for an
examination to determine the applicant's fitness
to receive an operator's license shall be that
specified in s . 440.05 (1) .

(6) Any cosmetologist or electrologist regis-
tered or li censed under the laws of another state
or , territory of the United States or of a fore ign
country or province, who can provide evidence
satisfactory to the examining board that he or
she has met requirements substantially compa-
rable to the requirements of this state may be
licensed as follows:

(a) As an operator upon satisfactorily pass-
ing an examination conducted by the examining
board to determine fitness to practice as ' an
operator' or upon providing evidence satisfactory
to the examining board of having practiced as an
operator for at least 4,000 hours during 'a 6-year
period immediately prior to the application for
license in this state .

(b) As a manager upon satisfactorily passing
an examination conducted by the examining
board' to determine 'fitness to practice as, a
manager or upon providing evidence sat isfac-
tory to the examining board of having practiced
as a manager for at least 8,000 hours during a 6-
year period immediately prior to application for
license in this state and satisfactorily passing an
examination on the law and rules governing
cosmetology in this state .

any person working therein be chargedd with
imparting a communicable disease the examin-
ing board may immediately order the local
health officer to close suchh beauty salon or
school and the person so charged shall not
practice or teach cosmetology, until authorized
to do so by the examining board

458.06 Examinations. (1) Examinations
for the licensing of managers, operators, mani-
curists, - instructors andd electrologists shall be
held by the examining board at least 4 times a
year at such times and in such places as shall be
determined by the examining board, All appli-
cants for examination shall complete the re-
quirements necessa r y to obtain a license, other
than the examination, beforee being eligible for
such an examination ..

(2) The examination of applicants for man-
ager's, operator's, manicurist's, instructor's and
electrologist's licenses shall include tests requir-
ing applicants to demonstrate minimum coznpe•-
tiency i n services and subjects substantially re-
lated to public health and safety„

(3) The examining board shall ' prescribe
rules for the conduct of such examinations . .

(d) Has completed a cou r se of training of at
least 350 hours over a period of at least 10
consecutive weeks in a licensed school of cosme-
tology that teaches electrology and under the
supervision of a licensed instructor who holds a
current electrologist license, or in a school of
electiology under the supervision of a licensed
electrologist, or , is licensed as -a cosmetologi st
and provides evidence of " 100 hours of training in
at least 3 consecutive weeks in a school of
electrology or school of cosmetology that trains
electt•ologists or serves as an electrologist
trainee for at least 8 consecutive weeks of at
least 35 hours per week in a licensed beauty or
electrolysis salon under the supervision of a
licensed electrologist . .

(e) Has satisfactorily passed an examination
conducted by the examining board to determine
fitness to practice as an electrologist and paid
the examination fee provided ins 440 '.05 (1) ;.

(f) This section shall not apply to those
persons licensed in this state as electrologists or
eligible for renewal thereof as of June 16, 1974 .

(7) ` Applicants for a manicurist's license
shall be at least 18 years of age; shall have
completed a course of instruction of at least 200
hours in not more than 3 months under the
supervision of a licensed instructor in , a school of
cosmetology or, under the supervision of a li-
censed manager ', in a beautyy salon . . No license
may be issued , to an ,applicant. unless the appli-
cant has successfully , passed an examination
conducted by the examining board to determine
fitnesss to practice as a manicurist and paid the
examination fee provided in s .. 440.05 (1), ;

(7m) The examining board may grant a
permit to practice manicuring in a licensed

barbershop to any person licensed as a cosmetol-
ogist in this state . . .

(8) The examining board may grant a tem-
yporary . permit to practice as an operator, mani-

curist, manager or instructor without examina-
tion if the applicant meets all the other
requirements of this state for licensure and has
graduated from a registered school of cosmetol-
ogy in this state ; or is fulfilling reciprocity
requirements under sub. (6) ; or is otherwise
eligible for licensure under sub. (6) (a) . Each
temporary permit shall be valid fo r not more
than 4 months . . No more than 3 such temporary
permits shall be issued to any one applicant for
any one license . The fee for each temporary

(9) Applicants for a , junior instructor's per-
mit shall be high school graduates, or have an
equivalent education as determined by the uni-
versity of Wisconsin-extension ; have had at least
onee year, of full-time experience as a cosmetolo-
gist and shall complete a minimum of500 hours
of instruction and supervised practice in teach-
ing methods ; or shall be high ' school graduates,
or have an equivalentt education as determined
by the university of . Wisconsin,extension, li-
censed as a cosmetologist and shall complete a
minimum of 1,000 hours of instruction and
supervised practice in teaching methods in ac-
cordance with rules established by the examin-
ing board . The fee shall be that , specified in s .
440.05 (6) . The permit shall be issued for a one-
year period beginning with the date of issuance
and may be renewed for one additional year
upon application and payment of the renewal fee
specified in s . 440.05 (6) ., Applicants for an
instructor's license shall be high school gradu-
ates, or have an equivalent education as deter-
mined by the; university of Wisconsin-extension,
have had at least 3 years' experience as a cosme-
tologist and have been licensed as a managing
cosmetologist at leastt one year, or have com-
pleted the . .. . juniorr instructor _ course or an
equivalent training as determined by the exam-
ining board, and shall pass such examination as
the examining board deems appropriate andd pay
the fee specified in s .

During the time between initial licensure and .d
commencement of a full2-year licensure period
new licensees shalll not be required to meet in-
service training requirements . The holder of an
instructor's license shall have the rights allowed
those holding a manager's license .
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(10) The subjects of hygiene, histology,
anatomy, elementary chemistry and other re-
lated subjectss as may be designated by the
examining board may be taught in schools of
cosmetology by persons holding a certificate or
license from the department of public instruc-
tion authorizing them to teach those subjects in
public high schools in Wisconsin,, or by voca-
tional, technical and adult education school
teachers whose classification status for those
subjects is approved by the board of vocational,
technical and adult education, or by otherr per-
sons approved by the examining board, and such
persons shall not be required to hold an instruc-
tor's license .

(11) If an applicant for licensure under this
chapter fails to pass an examination the appli-
cant shall be required in subsequent examina-
tions to pass only the subjects which the appli-
cant failed in the examination preceding each
reexamination . Any reexamination shall be
taken not more than one year from the date of
the original examination .

458.09 Beauty salon and electrolysis sa-
lon licenses. (i). No person may operate a
beauty or, electrolysis salon unless such salon is
licensed by the examining board Such licenses
shall be renewed biennially and shall designate
the particular premises licensed .

(2) Before any such license is issued the
examining board shall require sworn proof of
ownership of the beauty or electrolysis salon
business in such form as it may prescribe, and
the owner shall pay the required fee. Such
licensess and renewals shall expire on November
30 of the odd-numbered years and the licenses
shall not be transferable. Changes of ownership
of any beauty or electrolysis salon shall be
reported to the examining board by tfie manager
of such salon within 3 days after such change of
ownership,

(3) The examining board shall establish min-
imum standards through rules pertaining to the
maintenance, equipment and plans and specifi-
cations for beauty and electrolysis salons as they
relate to the public health and safety. No
premises may be licensed for use as such a salon
unless it meets the standards established by the
examining board, Any person proposing to open
such a salon in a new location shall first make
application to the examining board' for an in-

458.10 Persons formerly licensed . Any
person who held a Wisconsin' license as a man-
ager, operator, instructor, electrologist or mani-
curist and who failed to renew the license on or
before the date of its expiration may renew the
license after passing such examinations as may:
be required by the examining board; or by
providing evidence of at least S'hours of in-
service training for each year in which the
license was not renewed and by paying the fees
specified in s : 440 .05 .

Apprentices shall ; be supervised and given in-
struction by amanager or a qualified designee in
all branches of practical work and in the subjects
required to be taught in schools of cosmetology
as prescribed by the examining board . . The
examining board may recommend termination
of an.apprenticeship where there is evidence that
the requirements of the examining board are not
being met. No apprentice may practice cosme-
tology unless under the supervision and direc-
tion of a licensed manager, except that the
manager may designate a temporary replace-
ment who meets the requirements of s . 458.08
(2) (b) and is approved under rules of the
examining board . When an apprentice or opera-
tor is the owner, director or lessee or has any
financial interest in a beauty salon in which he
or she is employed and such relationship is used
to reduce the effectiveness of the salon manager
in carrying out the provisions of this chapter,
such action shall be considered cause for repri-
mand, for termination of the apprenticeship or
limitation, suspension or revocation of the oper-
ator's license.

(3) All apprentices regardless of age shall be
indentured and shall be governed by s . 106.01
and apprenticeship rules of the department of
industry, labor and human relations and the
examining board .
