In any case
when a limitation or period of time prescribed in
any act which is hereby repealed for the acquir-
ing of any right or the barring of any remedy or
for any other purpose shall have begun to run
and a limitation or period of time for such
purpose shall be prescribed in these revised

991 .11 Effective date of acts. Every act and
every portion of an act enacted by the legislature
over the governor's veto which does not ex-

991.03 Same. The repeal of said actss shall
not affect any act done or rightt accrued or
established, or any proceeding, suit or prosecu-
tion had or commenced in any civil case previous
to the time when such repeal shall take effect ;

991.09. In force in cities and villages. All
the laws contained in these revised statutes shall
apply to and be in force in each and every city
and village- in the state as far as the samee are
applicable and not inconsistent with the charter
of any such city or village ; but when the provi-
sions of any such charters are at variance with
the provisions of these revised statutes the provi-
sions of such charters shall prevail unless a
different intention be plainly manifested .
