CONTEMPT OF COURT

785.04 Sanctions authorized . (1 ) REMEDIAL SANCTION . . A
court may impose one or more of the following remedial
sanctions :

(a) Payment of a sum of money sufficient to compensate a
party for a loss orinjury suffered by the party as the result of a
contempt of court..

(b) Impr isonment if the contempt of court is of a type
included in s ., 785 . 01(1) (b), (c) or (d) . The imprisonment may
extend only so long as the person is committing the contempt
of court or 6 months , whichever is the shorter per iod . .

(c) A forfeiture not to exceed $2 ,000 for each day the
contempt of court continues .,

(d) An order designed to ensure compliance with a prior
order of the court . .

(e) A sanction other than the sanctions specified in pans (a)
to (d) if ' it expressly finds that those sanctions would be
ineffectual to terminate a continuing contempt of court ..

(2) PUNITIVE SANCTION, (a) Nonsummary procedure . . A
court, after a finding of contempt of court in a nonsummary
procedure under s .. 785,03 (1) (b) , may impose for each
separate contempt of court a fine of not more than $5 , 000 or
imprisonment in the county,jail for not more than one year or
both . .

(b) Summary procedure.. A court, after a finding of con-
tempt of court in a summary procedure under s .. 785 .. 0 .3 (2),
may impose for each separate contempt of court a fine of not
more than $500 or imprisonment in the county jail for not
more than :30 days or both ..

(3) PAST CONDUCT . A punitive sanction may be imposed for
past conduct which was a contempt of court even though
similar present conduct is a continuing contempt of court ..

785.03 Procedure. (1 ) NONSUMMARY PROCEDURE .. (a) Reme-
dial sanction.. A person aggrieved by a contempt of court may
seek imposition of a remedial sanction for the contempt by
filing a motion for that purpose in the proceeding to which
the contempt is related . . The court, after notice and hearing,
may impose a remedial sanction authorized by this chapter .,

(b) Punitive sanction .. The district attorney of' a county, the
attorney general or ' a special prosecutor appointed by the
court may seek the imposition of a punitive sanction by
issuing a complaint charging a person with contempt of court
and reciting the sanction sought to be imposed. The district
attorney, attorney general or ' special pr'osecutormay issue the
complaint on his or her own initiative or on the request of 'a
party to an action or proceeding in a court or, of the ,judge
presiding in an action or proceeding. The complaint shall be
processed under chs ., 967 to 973 .. If the contempt alleged
involves disrespect to or criticism of a judge , that ,judge is
disqualified from presiding at the tr ial of the contempt unless
the person charged consents to the ,judge presiding at the trial „

(c) Joint hearing andtrial . The court may hold a heating on
a motion for a remedial sanction jointly with a trial on a
complaint seeking a punitive sanction .

(2) SUMMARY PROCEDURE, The ,judge presiding in an action
or proceeding may impose a punitive sanction upon a person

785.01 Definitions . In this chapter :
(1) "Contempt of'court" means intentional:
(a) Misconduct in the presence of the court which inter-

feres with a court proceeding or with the administration of
justice, or which impairs the respect due the court ;

(b) Disobedience, resistance or, obstruction of the author-
ity,`pT ' 000S S or order of a court ;

(c) Refusal as a witness to appear, be sworn or answer a
question; or

(d) Refusal to produce a record, document or other, object . .
(2) "Punitive sanction" means a sanction imposed to

punish a past contempt of'cour t for, the purpose of upholding
the authority of the court ..

( 3) "Remedial sanction" means a sanction imposed for the
purpose of terminating a continuing contempt of court ..
