Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

This bill places in the statutes that part of joint rule 51 of the legislature which
authorizes certain persons to submit drafting requests to the legislative reference
bureau (LRB), but removes LRB drafting privileges from those agencies of Wisconsin
state government which are not created in certain chapters of the statutes.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

c. The chief clerk of either house of the legislature for requests pertaining to
the operation of the legislature.
