WhereasEdwin Lee Mathews, Swas born on October 13, 1931, exarkana, &xas, raised in Santa
BarbaraCalifornia, and passed away on February 18, 2001, in LaJolla, California; and

WhereasEddie Mathewglayed for the Milwaukee Braves as third baseman for 13 seasons and helped
leadthe Braves to the 1957A0Ad Series title over the NewoYyk Yankees; and

WhereasEddie Mathews became the 7th player in major league histbry360 home runs, finishing
his career with 512 and tied for 13th place on the all-time list; and he hit 30 or more home runs 9 years in
row, reaching the 40-mark on 4 occasions; and

Whereasijn the Milwaukee Bravs'first year in Milwaukee in 1953, Eddie Mathews’iie runs for
the Braves established a single—season record as he won the Nationalh@aguein title and led the league
againwith 46 home runs in 1959; and

Whereas,in August 1954, Eddie Mathews was featured oncitnver of the debut issue &ports
[llustrated magazine, hitting a home run at Milwaukee County Stadium; and

Whereasgduring his time with the Braves, Eddie Mathews and Hank Aaron hit a combined 863 home
runs,surpassing the teammate record of 859 established by theddewarikees’ Babe Ruth and Lou Gehrig;
and

WhereasEddie Mathews hit 32 home runs and drove in 95 runs in 1965, the Biiagéseason before
movingto Atlanta and was the only player to play for the Braves in Boston, Milwaukee, and Atlanta; and

WhereasEddie Mathews finished his career with 2,315 hits, 1,453 runs batted in, 1,509 runs scored
1,444walks, and a .271 batting average, and led the National League in home runs twice and was named
10 all-star teams; and

Whereashe returned to Atlanta to manage the Braves forgbdine 1972 season, all of the 1973 season,
andpart of the 1974 season; and

Whereas, Eddie Mathews was elected to the Baseball Hall of Fame in 197 & em@fore, be it
