Whereasijn 1950, he again answered his coustigall, serving aa combat infantry dicer in
Korea,and was awarded the Purple Heart and the Bronze Star for valor; and

Whereasafterthe way he attended Marquette Universitgceiving his B.S. degree in 1953; and

Whereashe soon became active in Democratic politics in Milwaukee, belecfed to the
Wisconsinsenate in 1954 to represent tig¢hldistrict for the first of 3 terms; and

Whereashe quickly showed a flair for strong advocdiym the floor of the senate, supporting
the causes he championed with wit and zeal; and

Whereas, he was a pioneer as a full-time legislator; and

Whereas, he was elected Democratic leader in the senate in 1963 and 1965; and

Whereashe returned to private life in 1967 and worked for many years for Pabst Brewing
Company;now therefore, be it

and selfless contributions of Richard J. Zaborski to his country and tkeowsin legislature, and
