ENROLLED JOINT RESOLUTION

To create section 13 of article Xlll of the constitutionglating to: providing that only anarriage
betweerone man and one woman shall be valid or recognized as a marriage in this state (2nd
consideration).

Whereasthe 2003 legislature in regular session considarptbposed amendment to the
constitutionin 2003 Assembly Joint ResolutioB,6vhichbecame 2003 Enrolled Joint Resolution
29, and agreed to it by a majority of the members electedd¢b of the 2 houses, which proposed
amendmenteads as follows:

SecTioN 1. Section 13 of article XIII of the constitution is created to read:
[Article XIII] Section 13. Only a marriageetween one man and one woman shall

be valid or recognized as a marriage in this state. A legal status identical or substantially

similar to that of marriage fannmarried individuals shall not be valid or recognized in

this state.

SecTioN 2. Numbering of new provision. The new section 13 of article XlII of

the constitution created in this joint resolution shall be designated by thdigexetr

openwhole section number in that article if, before the ratification by the people of the

amendmenproposed in this joint resolution, any other ratified amendment has created

a section 13 of article Xlll of the constitution of this state. If one or more joint

resolutionscreate a section 13 of article Xl simultaneously with the ratification by the

peopleof the amendment proposed in this joint resolution, the sections created shall be
numberedand placed in a sequence so that the sections created by the joint resolution
havingthe lowest enrolled joint resolution number have the numbers designated in that

joint resolution and the sections created by the other joint resolutions have numbers that
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arein the same ascending order as are the numbers of the enrolled joint resolutions

creatingthe sections.

Now, therefore, be it resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the foregoing
proposecamendment to the constitution is agreed to by the 2005 legislature; and, be it further

Resolved, That the foregoing proposed amendment to the constitution be submitted to a vote
of the people at the election to be held on thes@lay after the first Monday in November 2006; and,
beit further

Resolved, That thequestion concerning ratification of the foregoing proposed amendment to
the constitution be stated on the ballot as follows:

QuestioN 1. “Marriage. Shall section 13 of article XIII of the constitution be created to
providethat only a marriage between one man and one woman shall be valid or recognized as a
marriagein this state and that a legal status identical or substantially similar to that of marriage for
unmarriedindividuals shall not be valid or recognized in this state?”
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
