Act 20 created s. 20.435 (5) (eu) and, in Section 9121 (6d), nonstatutory provisions concerning funding for a program of
services to reduce fetal and infant mortality and morbidity in Racine County. The nonstatutory provisions had not been
drafted in the statutes because they concerned a program that was time limited to fiscal years 2007-09. However, the
Governor vetoed reference in the nonstatutory provisions to those specific fiscal years, in effect making the program
ongoing. Our normal practice, when a program is originally created in nonstatutory provisions and then is funded for a
second fiscal biennium, is to renumber the nonstatutory provisions into the statutes. | note that you have proposed
renumbering the appropriation account; may | infer from that that you intend that the program be funded for the coming
biennium? If that is the case, | would like to renumber Section 9121 (6d) of Act 20 into the statutes; okay? If this is okay, it
would appear that the most appropriate place for these provisions would be in ch. 253, stats., possibly in s. 253.16. Okay?
